To relieve employees and officers from this trouble and to simplify the medical bill 
process, it has now been ordered that all medical bills should no l
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Health Department for technical approval. Instead, the bills should be directly verified by 
the concerned department and then sent to the District Surgeon for technical approval. 

 

After the District Surgeon grants technical approval, the bills will be forwarded through 
the Finance Department to the General Administration Department. The General 
Administration Department will verify and approve the bills and then send them to the 
respective departments. 

 

This new streamlined procedure has been instructed by the Chief Executive Officer, Mrs.
