(a) by giving or tendering the notice or sending it by post, to such person;

(b) if such person cannot be found, by affixing the notice on some conspicuous part of his
last known place of abode or business, if within the cantonment, or by giving or tendering
the notice to some adult member or servant of his family or by causing it to be fixed on

some conspicuous part of the building or land, if any, to which it relates.

5. Application of provision of sections 316 to 321.—The provisions of sections 316 to 321 of

the Act shall apply to every notice issued under these rules.
