4, Follow up action.—Wherever the report has been obtained by the General Officer Commanding-in-Chief the
Command or the Principal Director, he shall render a monthly report to Central Government or Director General of the
follow up action taken on the recommendations of the Inspecting Officer and shall carry out al orders issued by the
Central Government or the Director General.
