Fhe 4" mecting of the Coordination Committee constituted by the Ministry ol

of was held under the Chairmanship ol Secretary. Ministry ol Panchayati Raj (SPR) on gt
February, 2017 at 3:00 PM. in the MoPR Conference Hall.

2. At the outset, Joint Secretary welcomed Secretary. Ministry of Panchayati Raj,
members of committee from States and other Ministries.

3. Thereafter, Director (FD) gave point wise presentation on agenda notes.

e 2" installment of 2015-16 has not been released to 2 States
(Assam and Goa). Revised UCs from these States indicating
transfer of the 1 installment of BG for FY 2015-16 to GPs and
the penal interest at the Bank Rate of RBI for the delayed period
of 162 days and 157 days respectively are still awaited.

crore) against total allocation of Rs.3927.66 crore. MoF has released PG to
15 States Rs.2128.69 crore (55.57% of total allocation)

e The left out 6 States are Arunachal Pradesh, Goa, Manipur, Odisha, Punjab
and Uttar Pradesh.

(b) Notification of the Schemes on operational criteria for availing Performance
Grant by remaining 5 States:

e The remaining 5 States namely, Assam, Bihar, Jharkhand, Kerala and Uttarakhand
have notified the schemes on operational criteria for availing PG for the eligible
GPs. The Schemes submitted by the above 5 States were presented before the
Committee for approval and recommending release of PG for 2016-17 to these
States. Copies of schemes notified by the States are at Annexure —IL.

Study shall be awarded to NIRD&PR, Hyderabad after concurrence of proposal from IFD
and approval of competent authority.

(i) Assessment of Own Source Revenue of Panchayats in the States of Uttar Pradesh,
Chhattisgarh, Maharashtra and Bihar:

The Committee has advised the Division to expedite to get the proposal approved from
IFD Division to enable the AR&RS Division for conducting the Study. |Action: FD
Division/ AR&RS Division]

(iii) Issue of Guidelines by the States regarding developing third party audit
mechanism/ social audit mechanism of utilization of FFC grants:

In the meeting taken by Additional Secretary, DoE on 28-10-2016, it was decided that 1%
out of 10% of allocation of FFC funds for O&M and capital expenditure is to be retained
by the State Government for Capacity Building and for establishment of Third Party Audit
system. Model Guidelines for FFC Social Audit prepared in this regard have been e-
mailed to MoF for perusal and consideration. The Committee directed FD Division to
forward the Draft Model Guidelines to MoF for vetting. [MoPR and Mo¥F]

(iv) Organizing a training programme by NIRD&PR for Local Fund Auditors
associating expert faculty recommended by C&AG.

DG, NIRD&PR explained that C&AG has raised issues (gaps) in the proposal for
clarification. The Institute will forward the proposal to MoPR after the queries are
fulfilled. [Action: NIRD&PR]



6. Organizing National Workshop on OSR:

MoPR is organizing National Workshop on OSR on 28-2-2017 and 1-3-2017 at Chitrakoor.
(M.P) for sharing State-specific experiences and finding out possible avenues Tor cnhancing
revenue generation at GP level. Principal Secrctaries/ Secrctaries, PR Departments of all 26
States (I'FC recommended Local Bodies Grants), Academicians and experts have been

ivited for the Workshop. [Action: MoPR]

7. Distribution of Performance Grant — Clarification from Ministry of Finance

Ministry of Finance vide OM dated 6-2-2017 have clarified that local bodies notified and
subsequently constituted after 2014-15, 2015-16 and 2016-17 will not be eligible for a share
of Performance Grant of the years 2017-18, 2018-19 and 2019-20 respectively.

» The Committee asked the Division to issue an Advisory in this regard to all the 26
States for taking necessary action.[Action: MoPR and all States]

8. Creation of Statistical Cell

SPR informed the Committee that MoPR has designed and distributed 59 formats to all States
to capture data on various activities of Panchayats including information on release and
expenditure of FFC grants. The Committee observed that only 6 States for FY 2015-16 and
two States for FY 2016-17 have uploaded the data in the Dashboard.

> As the furnishing of information is very slow from the States, the Committee
directed FD Division to pursue with States to expedite updation of Dashboard
and receipt of filled up formats. [Action: MoPR and all States]

9. Guidelines issued by State Government of Bihar for Utilization of Basic Grant

Government of Bihar vide letter dated 27.1.2017 has directed Gram Panchayats to utilise
atleast 80% of Basic grants on three priority areas of drainage, water supply including the
construction of local roads in convergence with the schemes of State Government e.g.
Mukhyamantri Gramin Peyjal Nischay Yojana, Mukhyamantri Gramin (other than quality
affected area) peyjal nischay Yojana & Mukhyamantri Grami Gali-Nali Pakkikaran Nischay

Yojana.

» The Committee observed that no such condition violating FFC
recommendations and MoF guidelines dated 8-10-2015 can be imposed on GPs
for utilization of FFC grants. However, it may be of suggestive nature for Gram
Panchayats. The Committee directed to issue advisory to the State of Bihar to
withdraw the letter dated 27.1.2017 issued to GPs. [Action: MoPR and all
