Summary on Major achievements, significant developments and
Important events of MoPR for the month of August, 2018

In due appreciation of potential of comprehensive Gram Panchayat Development Plan
(GPDP), Ministry of Panchayati Raj and Ministry of Rural Development, Government
of India are going to launch People’s Plan Campaign — “Sabki Yojana Sabka Vikas”
during the period from 2nd October to 31st December 2018. During the said period,
comprehensive GPDP will be prepared by every Panchayat for financial year 2019-
20. The GPDP Campaign will not only see 31 lakhs elected representatives taking the
lead in Gram Sabhas, they would also be supported by the network of 5.25 crore SHG
Women in the true spirit of participatory democracy to envision, plan and implement
the development plan, leading to transform rural India.

For the successful implementation of People’s Plan Campaign it is imperative to have
a monitoring mechanism in place as well as facilitating real time information sharing.
Accordingly, a portal (www.gpdp.nic.in) has been operationalized through which the
progress of the campaign will be monitored. In order to have an assessment on
various activities before, during and after the campaign, the States need to provide
information in various reporting formats on the portal. Further, the portal also
provides information on the Nodal officers, Facilitators, facilitator’s report, scheduled
Gram Sabha, information gallery. Moreover, the State level Nodal Officers of line
departments will be responsible for appointing and uploading the names of frontline
workers to be deputed for Gram Sabha (GS) meetings on the designated days.

The MoPR in collaboration with National Institute of Rural Development &
Panchayati Raj (NIRD&PR) organised a one day workshop on 28™ August for
finalising the modules relating to (i) PRI-SHG Convergence and (ii) Training of
Facilitators in connection with the People’s Plan Campaign. Participants in the
workshop included officers/ faculty from Panchayati Raj Department and State
Institute of Rural Development of States and UTs.

A National Steering Committee (NSC) under the Chairmanship of Hon’ble Minister
of Panchayati Raj has been constituted for providing overall policy direction for the
Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Rashtriya Gram Swaraj Abhiyan (RGSA). This will
help in taking policy decision w.r.t. the scheme and its implementation.

A Central Empowered Committee (CEC) under the Chairmanship of Secretary,
Ministry of Panchayati Raj, has been constituted for overseeing the implementation of
RGSA scheme and approval of Annual Action Plans of States/ UTs etc under the
scheme. This will help in strengthening PRIs through capacitating them.

As a part of eFMS, PRIASoft is essential in order to ensure a sound financial
management system in the PRIs. PRIASoft, is an accounting application that allows
Panchayats to maintain their account books and aims to keep track of all the in-flow
(Receipts) and out- flow (Expenditure) of the Panchayati Raj Institutions. The
Application facilitates better financial management of PRIs by bringing about
transparency and accountability in the maintenance of accounts. For this purpose,
the Ministry is integrating PRIASoft with Public Financial Management System

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(PFMS). For the year 2017-18, 75% of the Gram Panchayats have closed their
account books and 113000 GPs have been registered on PFMS while remaining GPs
are in the process of the same.

A video conference was held on 16™ August 2018 with the Nodal Officers of
Panchayati Raj Department from States/ UTs to review the progress made by them
on various action items related to Local Government Directory (LGD) application. A
meeting was held under the chairmanship of Additional Chief Secretary on 2nd
August 2018 in Shilong to discuss the various issues of Meghalaya related to LGD
application and village data of 6 districts got verified and rectified in LGD
application. With continuous follow-up with States/UTs, 99.95% villages (out of
652711 villages in India) has been mapped with respective Block & Gram
Panchayat.

PlanPlus Application under e-Panchayat programme has been developed to simplify
the decentralized planning process. The application includes micro-level database for
local level planning i.e. data for use by all for planning, monitoring and evaluation.
PlanPlus is now being restructured to include data from Census 2011, SECC and
Mission Antyodaya. Further, resource envelope information available for Fourteenth
Finance Commission, MGNREGA, PMAY-G, NRLM and NSAP schemes. Such
information would provide the GPs with the requisite developmental Gap analysis
and facilitation for corresponding measures to be incorporated in GPDP.

In accordance with the recommendation of this Ministry, the Ministry of Finance
(MoF) has released 1st instalment of Basic Grant of Rs. 11.55 crore to Goa for 2017-
18 and 1st instalment of Basic Grant of Rs. 180.815 crore to Himachal Pradesh and
Rs. 1370.3437 crore to West Bengal for 2018-19 under the Fourteenth Finance
Commission Award.

10) During the month, MoPR has recommended to MoF for release of 1st instalment of

Basic Grant of Rs. 2099.855 crore to Bihar, Rs. 523.93 crore to Chhattisgarh, Rs.
387.995 crore to Haryana, Rs. 920.7696 crore to Karnataka and Rs. 1354.39 crore to
Madhya Pradesh for 2018-19

11) The total release of Basic grant under FFC for the year 2016-17 is Rs. 28600.45 crore

against the allocation of Rs. 29942.87 crore, during 2017-18 is Rs. 31316.82 crore
against the allocation of Rs. 34596.26 crore and it is Rs.12374.727 crore against the
allocation of Rs.40021.63 crore for the year 2018-19. Release of Performance Grant is
Rs. 3499.45 crore against the allocation of Rs. 3927.65 crore for 2016-17 and Rs.
1106.90 crore against allocation of Rs. 4444.71 crore, for the year 2017-18.

12) Two officers of the Ministry viz. Dr. Bala Prasad, Additional Secretary and Smt. Sujata

Sharma, Economic Adviser, participated in the deliberation in the 11" World Hindi
Conference held in Port Luis, Mauritius, during 18-20 August, 2018. The Conference
has gone a long way in making Hindi as international language.
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
