1. Identification of gaps that remained unadressed in GPDP

2. Works that benefits two or more gram panchayats

3. Localising SDGs and other national and state priorities

4. Convergence and integration of projects with line departments

5. Focussing on panchayats that needs more developmental projects



Process followed in BPDP and DPDP

1. Formation of Planning committee chaired by Chairman, Block/District Panchayat, 

BDO/DPS as member secretary along with other line department stakeholders, 

elected representatives, NGOs and volunteers.

2. Collecting the datas through sectoral working groups and stakeholders.

3. Analysis of data and identification of gaps to achieve LSDG

4. Goal setting and preparation of draft plan

5. Prioritise the activities in the plan and approve it.

6. Convergence of projects for effective implementation

7. Integration of GPDP with BPDP/DPDP
