(https://filing.ecourts.gov.in)    in the High Court of Orissa and District and 
Subordinate Courts of Odisha in the presence of Hon’ble Chief Justice 
Dr. Justice  S. Muralidhar  and Hon’ble Judges of Orissa High Court 
on Saturday,  02/04/2022. Orissa High Court is the first High Court in 
the country to implement this version of e-filing. 



 

 
Developed by NIC under the aegis of the e-Committee, Supreme Court of 
India, the new efiling system   is a complete end to end solution which 
includes features such as Readymade Templates for creation of pleadings, 
Online Submission of Vakalatnama, e-signing of pleadings, Online 
Payment, Online Video Recording of Oath, Portfolio Management, My 
Partners to add colleagues & juniors and Dashboard.  The  new version of 
efiling  will make case filing in an electronic mode far more convenient 
and effective for lawyers and litigants. 
 
Delivering the inaugural address, Hon’ble Dr Justice D.Y. Chandrachud 
spoke that these initiatives taken by Hon’ble Chief Justice of Odisha, has 
put a human face on technology. Hon’ble Chief Justice of Odisha in his 
address emphasized upon the benefits of the new service. Two other 
significant initiatives of the Orissa High Court - Vulnerable Witness 
Deposition Centres & Virtual Courtrooms and Odisha Judicial Workflow 
Automation System were also inaugurated.
