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FORWARD 

  Village has been the basic unit of administration and instrument 

of development of Indian Society since ancient times, the institute of 

“Panchayat” being an integral part of self-governance at grass-root level. 

The institution of “Panchayat” has its traces in the vedic times also and in 

Rig Veda, there is mention of structural pattern of Aryan Society as divided 

into Families, Janmanas (villages), Visas (blocks) and Janas (several Visas 

together). Though with the passage of time, the nature, character and role of 

self government had changed, but there had been consistency in the need of 

performance of its vital functions; such as internal security, vigilance, public 

works, collection of taxes etc. throughout the administration of ancient and 

medieval villages. 

  The systematic development of electoral process in the context 

of local bodies took place in India only after the historic “Lord Ripon’s 

Resolution of 1882 on Local Self Government”, which made it clear that it 

was not primarily with a view to bring improvements in Administration that the 

measure was put forward and supported, but it was chiefly designed as an 

instrument of political and popular education. Political education was thought 

to be the primary function of the Local Government and it was of greater 

importance than the administrative efficiency. The Resolution emphasized 

that Rural Boards should be set up on the same lines as the Municipal Boards 

and the unit of administration should be small i.e. the Sub-division, Tehsil or 

Taluka. As a follow up of the Resolution, a two-tier system approach i.e. 

District boards and Sub-division or the Tehsil boards was adopted, with one 

half of the members being elected and one half being nominated by the 

Government. The major source of income of such boards remained the land 

revenue cess and also income from tolls on roads and ferries, government 
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grants, fees and the voluntary contributions of the landlords and merchants for 

the endowment of dispensaries, schools etc.  

  The other significant development in the history of local bodies 

in India is the report of the “Royal Commission on Decentralization (1907-

1909)”. The Royal Commission dealt separately with the village organization, 

rural bodies and municipal boards emphasized to associate the people in the 

administration at the village level. The Commission recommended that the 

village headman should become Sarpanches (Leader) and the other 

members should be informally elected. The functions purposed to be 

assigned to the rural bodies included petty civil and criminal jurisdiction, 

sanitation, construction of minor public works, building and management of 

village schools. The Royal Commission also recommended that the Taluka 

and Tehsil Boards be established and the District Magistrate should continue 

to be the President of the District board. However, for the Municipal board it 

was emphasized that  a non-official should be elected its Chairman and 

Committees should be set up to take over the routine supervision of district 

services. Later on “the Montagu-Chelmsford Report” was issued in July 

1918 which envisaged that all fundamental changes in law relating to the local 

government should be left to the Provincial Legislative Councils and 

representation to the minorities in the local boards should be provided  

through election.  

  After independence of the Country and adoption of the 

Constitution of India on 26th January, 1950, a new chapter in the history of 

local government in the country was introduced. Article 40 of the Constitution 

(under Part-IV, Directive Principles of State Policy) provides that the State 

shall take steps to organize Village Panchayats and endow them with such 

powers as may be necessary to enable them to function as units of Self-
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government. In pursuance of this Constitutional provision, the State 

Governments enacted laws for setting up the Village Panchayats in the 

Villages and Intermediate and District Panchayats at the Taluka and District 

level. But the functioning of most of these Panchayats at all levels had not 

been impressive and many shortcomings and defects were noticed in their 

functioning. Though the Panchayats existed  for a long period yet they could 

not acquire the dignity and credibility of being true representative bodies of 

the rural population. Regular elections of the Panchayats were not held and 

many Panchayats were superseded for long periods. Adequate 

representations of Women and persons belonging to the Scheduled 

Castes, Scheduled Tribes and other weaker sections were not provided in 

these Panchayats. The required financial resources were also not available to 

them and no real administrative and financial powers were delegated to them. 

In view of many defects and shortcomings in functioning of the Panchayati Raj 

Institutions, the “Panchayats” were not able to live up to the expectations and 

aspirations of the, people as well as of the founding fathers of our 

Constitution. 

 In pursuance of the provisions contained in Article 40 of the 

Constitution of India, the Punjab Gram Panchayat Act,1952 (Punjab Act 

No.4 of 1953) and the Punjab Panchayat Samitis Act, 1961 (Punjab Act 

No.3 of 1961) were enacted for this purpose. After the bifurcation of Punjab 

State and the creation of Haryana State, these two Acts were made 

applicable to Haryana, also. Under the Punjab Gram Panchayat Act,1952, 

Gram Sabhas and Gram Panchayats in every village or group of villages 

having the population of five hundred or more were established throughout 

the State for taking self-government to the door steps of the people. Every 

adult in the village became ipso-facto a member of the Gram Sabha and thus 
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a voter for electing Members and Sarpanches of the Gram Panchayats and 

Members of Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishads. A large number of 

functions were devolved on the Panchayats and there was great enthusiasm 

among the people. In the initial years, the Panchayats did commendable work 

in constructing village roads, drinking water wells, village ponds, primary 

schools buildings etc. A very ambitious programme known as “Community 

Development (CD) programme” was launched in the country in the year 1952 

with very high hopes for which Country was divided into 5000 CD blocks. At 

the block level, a team of subject matter specialists headed by a generalist 

known as the Block Development Officer (BDO) was appointed and during the 

initial stages of the programme, substantial financial assistance was also 

made available for various development activities in the rural areas. The 

working of CD programme was evaluated by a study team popularly known as 

“the Balwant Rai Mehta Committee”, which recommended to set up self 

government institutions at block level to be elected by indirect election from 

the village Panchayats and co-opting some members of the Scheduled 

Castes, the Scheduled Tribes, local persons having experience in 

administration, public life or rural development and Women members. The 

Mehta Committee also recommended that the Village Panchayat should be 

directly elected with special provisions for representation of the Women, the 

Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes in them. For the third tier at the 

district level, the team suggested three types of arrangements (purely 

coordinating body, main executive body or a mix of both) depending upon the 

role, powers and functions assigned to the lower level tiers by the concerned 

State Governments. Following the recommendations of the Mehta  Committee 

Report, in the subsequent years almost every State established some sort of 
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Panchayati Raj set-up and some of the States like Maharashtra and Gujrat 

implemented the recommendations with great enthusiasm.  

  In the mid sixties, the decline of Panchayati Raj Institutions 

started and continued almost for two decades because during that period, the 

flow of funds for the development of blocks reduced considerably and non-

devolution of the sources of revenue proved to be the greatest stumbling 

block in the performance of Panchayati Raj bodies. In many states, the 

elections to the Panchayati Raj Institutions were indefinitely postponed and 

parallel bodies were set up at various levels, particularly at the District level 

for Planning and implementation of various Rural Development and Poverty 

Alleviation Programmes.  At the block level, the Extension Officers were re-

assigned to their respective technical departments. The implementation of 

most of the development programmes were kept out of the purview of 

Panchayati Raj Institutions and most of such programmes carried their own 

budget provisions, their separate organizational pattern and their own 

monitoring mechanism. The cumulative effects of all these developments was 

that gradually the Panchayati Raj Institutions became non-functional. 

  In the Eighties, some serious thinking was done at the national 

level in favour of giving a Constitutional status to the Panchayati Raj 

Institutions and for this, the initiative was taken up by organizing five 

workshops of District Magistrates/Collectors in the year 1987 and 1988 at 

different places in the country on the broad theme of “Responsive 

Administration”. The workshops made a number of recommendations on 

various aspects of the administration and recommended that a democratic 

framework at the local level is a sine-qua-non of a responsive administration. 

It was recommended that the Panchayati Raj Institutions be constitutionally 

proclaimed as the Third Tier of the Government and specific mandatory 
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provisions for holding regular elections to these bodies, be made in the 

Constitution. Reservation of seats for Women, the Scheduled Castes and the 

Scheduled Tribes and conducting of elections on party line were also 

recommended. For devolution of funds from the State Government to the 

districts (on the model of devolution from Center to the States), it was 

suggested that the State Finance Commissions be set up.  

The Committee under the Chairmanship of Sh.L.M.Singhvi, an 

eminent constitutional advocate also recommended that the Panchayati Raj 

Institutions should be constitutionally recognised, protected and preserved by 

inclusion of a new chapter in the Constitution with provisions to ensure 

regular, free and fair elections to these Institutions. The Sarkaria 

Commission on “Center-State Relations” recommended that the elections to 

the Panchayati Raj Institutions should be held regularly and adequate 

finances should be devolved upon these institutions and also observed that 

objective of decentralized planning cannot be achieved  unless the 

Panchayati Raj Institutions are allowed full scope to play their role. Similarly, 

the Thungon Committee and V.N.Gadgil Committee also recommended that 

Constitutional status be accorded to the Panchayati Raj Institutions and there 

should be ‘Three Tier” Panchayati Raj Institutions at village, block and district 

level, which should have a term of five years and in case of dissolution, 

elections must take place within six months. The Committee also 

recommended the reservations in these bodies for Women, the Scheduled 

Castes and the Scheduled Tribes and elections be conducted by the Central 

Election Commission. As a follow up action, the 64th Constitutional 

Amendment Bill was introduced in the Lok Sabha but the same could not be 

enacted as it was not approved by the Rajya Sabha. The 73rd Amendment bill 

introduced in Lok Sabha on 7th September, 1990; also unfortunately, lapsed

because of the dissolution of the Lok Sabha. With the constituting of next Lok 

Sabha in the year 1991, the Seventy Third Amendment Bill was introduced in 

the Lok Sabha and was passed on 22nd December, 1992 and on the following 

day the bill was also passed by the Rajya Sabha. The assent of the President 

to the bill was accorded on 20th April, 1993 and the Constitutional (Seventy 

Third Amendment) Act,1992  came into effect from 24th April, 1993.     

  Part-IX dealing with “The Panchayats” was inserted in the 

Constitution by the Constitution (Seventy Third) Amendment Act, 1992 (w.e.f. 

22.04.1993). 

  The Part-IX dealing with ‘the Panchayats’ provides for Gram 

Sabha, Constitution and Composition of Panchayats, Duration and Elections 

of Panchayats, Audit of Accounts and Reservation of Seats and Offices of 

Chairpersons in Panchayats at the Village level, Intermediate level and 

District level.  It also provides for constitution of Finance Commission to 

review the financial position, power, authority and responsibilities of 

Panchayats and the powers to impose taxes by the Panchayats. The main 

features of the provisions in Part-IX of the Constitution are that the 

Panchayats shall be established at the village level, intermediate level and 

district level and that the Chairpersons of the Panchayats at village level shall 

be elected in such a manner as the Legislature of State may by law provides 

and Chairpersons of Panchayats at intermediate level and district level shall 

be elected by and from amongst the elected members.  

It also provides for reservations of seats for the Scheduled 

Castes and Scheduled Tribes in every Panchayat and number of seats so 

reserved shall bear as nearly as may be the same proportion to the total 

number of seats to be filled by direct election in that Panchayat as the 

population of the Scheduled Castes in that Panchayat area or of the 
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Scheduled Tribes in that Panchayat area bears to the total population of that 

area and such seats shall be allotted by rotation to different constituencies in 

a Panchayat. 

 It also provides that not less than one third of the total number 

of seats reserved for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes shall be 

reserved for Women belonging to Scheduled Castes or as the case may be, 

the Scheduled Tribes.  

It further provides that not less than one third (including the 

number of seats reserved for women belonging to Scheduled Castes and the 

Scheduled Tribes) of the total number of seats to be filled by direct election in 

every Panchayat shall be reserved for Women and such seats may be allotted 

by rotation to different constituencies in a Panchayat. So far as the 

reservation of offices of Chairpersons of the Panchayat at village level or any 

other level for the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Women is 

concerned, the Constitution provides that it shall be in such a manner as the 

Legislature of a State may, by law, provides but the number of offices of 

Chairpersons reserved for the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes in 

the Panchayats at each level in any State shall bear, as nearly as may be, the 

same proportion to the total number of such offices in the Panchayats at each 

level as the population of the Scheduled Castes in the State or of the 

Scheduled Tribes in the State bears to the total population of the State.  

It also provides that not less that one-third of the total number of 

offices of Chairpersons in the Panchayats at each level shall be reserved for 

women. 

It also provides that every Panchayat, unless sooner dissolved 

under any law for the time being in force, shall continue for five years from the 

date appointed for its first meeting and no longer and that election to 
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constitute a Panchayat shall be completed, before expiry of its duration and 

before the expiration of a period of six months from the date of its dissolution. 

The most important feature of this chapter is to constitute an independent 

authority of State Election Commission consisting of a State Election 

Commissioner to be appointed by the Governor and vesting 

superintendence, the direction and control of preparation of electoral rolls for, 

and conduct of, all elections to Panchayats in the Commission. 

The Punjab Gram Panchayat Act, 1952 (Punjab Act No.4 of 

1953) and the Punjab Panchayat Samiti Act, 1961 (Punjab Act No.3 of 1961) 

in their application to the State of Haryana were repealed and the new single 

Act namely the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 was enacted in which all 

the requisite provisions as envisages in the Constitution’s 73rd Amendment 

Act 1992, were provided. 

The State Election Commission in the State of Haryana was 

constituted vide Government’s notification No.SO 101/Const./Art.243K/ 

243ZA/1993 dated 18.11.1993. 

The State Election Commission with meager staff made 

available to it initially, started functioning in the right earnest to fulfill its 

constitutional obligations for conducting free and fair elections to the 

Panchayats and Municipalities in the State. The functions of Delimitation of 

Constituencies and Reservation of Seats and Offices of Chairpersons of the 

Panchayats have not been assigned to the State Election Commission. It is 

rather the Government authorities who have been assigned the work of 

delimitation of constituencies and reservation of seats and offices of the 

Chairpersons of the rural local bodies. The Commission pursued the matter 

with the Government for expeditious completion of the work relating to 
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delimitation and reservation of wards so that further steps for conducting the 

elections to the Panchayats could be initiated. 

FIRST PANCHAYAT GENERAL ELECTIONS, 1994 

  When the First Panchayat General Elections were held in 

December, 1994, there were 16 Zila Parishads, 110 Panchayat Samitis and 

5958 Gram Panchayats in the State. After the total number of the seats in 

each Gram Panchayat, Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad in the State and 

reservation of the seats for the Scheduled Castes, Women belonging to the 

Scheduled Castes, Backward Classes and Women were notified by the State 

Government vide its notifications dated 25th August, 1994 and 26th August, 

1994, the ward wise list of voters of the Panchayats were prepared by the 

Commission and the programme for elections to the above mentioned 

Panchayati Raj Institutions was issued to hold the polls in three phases, which 

were completed successfully. 

SECOND PANCHAYAT GENERAL ELECTIONS, 2000 

  When the Second Panchayat General Elections were due to be 

held in December, 1999, there were 19 Zila Parishads, 114 Panchayat 

Samitis and 6035 Gram Panchayats in the State. The lists of voters of the 

Panchayats were revised which were finally published on 07.06.1999. Since, 

the list of voters of Ambala district were challenged in a Writ petition filed in 

the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court  and an SLP against the orders 

of the Hon’ble High Court was filed by the Government in the Hon’ble 

Supreme Court of India, the Second Panchayat General Elections  in two 

phases could be held on 12.03.2000 and 16.03.2000. 

  The State Election Commission has discharged its constitutional 

obligations successfully by holding two Panchayat General Elections in the 

State.

  The Commission had prepared and issued the Handbook of 

instructions for Returning Officers and Presiding Officers and also framed its 

own Model Code of Conduct. The Commission had also issued “The 

Haryana Panchayati Raj Election Expenditure (Maintenance and 

Submissions of Accounts) Order, 1996” and revised the scales of election 

expenditure from time to time keeping in view the increased cost of election 

expenses. The Commission had also issued the “Haryana Panchayati Raj 

Election Symbols (Reservation and Allotment) Order, 1996”. Recently, the 

Commission had issued the “Order for disclosure of information” which 

was notified vide No.SEC/E-III/2003/8831, dated 06.10.2003 making it 

mandatory for the candidates in the Municipal and Panchayat elections, 

including the bye-elections, to disclose information about the cases of criminal 

offences in which the candidates have been convicted or acquitted and the 

cases of criminal offences pending against them and also the details about 

their conviction in the cases of criminal offences and other details relating to 

the assets and liabilities and educational qualifications of the candidate. 
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Chapter- 1 
 

COMPOSITION OF PANCHAYATS 
 

1.         In pursuance of provisions of Article 243K of the Constitution of 

India, it has been provided in Section 212 (1) of the Haryana Panchayati Raj 

Act, 1994 that the Government shall constitute a State Election Commission 

for the superintendence, direction and control of the preparation of electoral 

rolls for, and conduct of, all elections to the Gram Panchayats, Panchayat 

Samitis and Zila Parishads in the State. 

2.  Accordingly the State Government vide its notification No.SO 

101/Const/Art.243K/243ZA/93, dated 18.11.1993 constituted the State 

Election Commission, Haryana. 

3.     Composition of Panchayats 

(a)    Gram Panchayats:- Sections 7 and 8 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj 

Act, 1994, provide that the Government shall by notification establish a Gram 

Panchayat by name in every Sabha Area constituted for any village or a part 

of village or group of contiguous villages with a population of not less than 

five hundred and the Gram Panchayat shall consist of a Sarpanch elected by 

Gram Sabha from amongst its voters, by secret ballot and Six to Twenty 

Panches from Wards in a Gram Panchayat area. Rule 3 of the Haryana 

Panchayati Raj Election Rules, 1994 further provide that the minimum number 

of Seats/Wards in a Gram Panchayat having population upto 500 shall be Six 

and for every additional 500 population or fraction thereof one extra Seat shall 

be provided subject to a maximum of Twenty seats. 

(b)    Panchayat Samitis:-   Section 55, 56 to 58 of the 1994 Act also provide 

that the Government shall by notification divide a district into blocks each of 

which shall comprise such areas as may be prescribed in the notification and 
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constitute a Panchayat Samiti in a block excluding such portion of block as 

are included in a municipality or in cantonment or under the authority or a 

municipal corporation constituted under any law for time being in force. The 

Panchayat Samiti Shall have a Chairman and a Vice-Chairman elected by 

and from amongst the elected Members and not less than Ten and not 

more than Thirty, directly elected members, there being one member for 

every 5000 population or part thereof. 

(c) Zila Parishads:-  Part-V, Chapter XIII of the Act provides that the 

Government by notification shall constitute a Zila Parishad bearing the name 

of district having jurisdiction, save as otherwise provided in this Act, over the 

entire district, excluding such portion of district as are included in a 

Municipality or cantonment. It also provides, that every Zila Parishad shall 

consist of a President and a Vice-President elected by and amongst the 

elected members of the Zila Parishad and not more than Thirty and not less 

than Ten directly elected members from the Wards, one ward for every 40000 

population or part thereof. Besides the directly elected members, the 

Chairmen of the Panchayat Samitis within the district, members of House of 

People, Haryana Legislative Assembly, whose constituencies lie within the 

district or part thereof, are also ex-officio members of the Zila Parishad. 
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Chapter- 2 
 

Delimitation of Wards 
 
1.  Rule-4 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election rules,1994 

provides that every Panchayat area i.e. Gram Panchayat shall be divided into 

as many wards as the number of Panches, in such manner that the population 

of each Ward, as far as practicable shall be the same throughout the Sabha 

Area. It also provides that Wards in Sabha Area shall be demarcated keeping 

in view the compactness of houses on ground and compactness of villages on 

ground in the case of wards of Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad. It also 

provides that a Sabha Area as far as possible be completely included in the 

wards of the Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad. It also provides that every 

ward of Gram Panchayat, Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad shall be 

assigned a separate serial number. 

2.  Functions relating to the determination or delimitation of wards 

in the Gram Panchayat, Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad have not been 

assigned to the State Election Commission. Rather this function has been 

assigned to the Government authorities i.e. to Circle Revenue Officer in the 

case of Wards of the Gram Panchayats and to the Deputy Commissioners in 

the case of Wards of the Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishads. 

3.  Rule-4 also provides that the list of Wards determined by the 

Circle Revenue Officer in case of Gram Panchayats and by Deputy 

Commissioner in case of Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishad shall be affixed 

on the notice boards of the Block Development & Panchayat Officer, Circle 

Revenue Officer, the Gram Panchayat and other conspicuous places in the 

Sabha Area and any elector of the Sabha Area, Panchayat Samiti Area and 

Zila Parishad Area as the case may be, may submit his objections in writing to 

the Circle Revenue Officer concerned in the case of Gram Panchayat and to 
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the Sub-Divisional Officer (Civil) concerned in the case of Panchayat Samiti 

and Zila Parishad, which shall be decided by these officers by holding 

summary enquiry. It also provides, that an appeal against the orders of the 

Circle Revenue Officer shall lie to the Sub-Divisional Officer (Civil) concerned 

and an appeal against the orders of the Sub-Divisional Officer (Civil) shall lie 

before the Additional Deputy Commissioner concerned. 
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Chapter- 3 

RESERVATION OF SEATS/WARDS 

Provisions of reservation of Seats of Panches & Members of 
Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad 

 
1.  Section-9 in the case of Gram Panchayats, Section 59 in the 

case of Panchayat Samitis and Section 120 in the case of Zila Parishad, 

provide that the seats shall be reserved for the Scheduled Castes and the 

number of seats so reserved shall bear, as nearly as may be, the same 

proportion to the total number of seats to be filed by election in the Gram 

Panchayat or Panchayat Samiti or Zila Parishad as the population of the 

Scheduled Castes in the Panchayat area, Panchayat Samiti area and Zila 

Parishad area as the case may be,  bearing to the total population of that 

Gram Panchayat or of that Panchayat Samiti or of that district and such seats 

may be allotted to such wards having maximum population of persons 

belonging to the Scheduled Castes. The above mentioned sections of the Act 

also provide that not less than one third of the total number of seats reserved 

for the Scheduled Castes shall be reserved for Women belonging to the 

Scheduled Castes and such seats may be allotted by rotation and by lots to 

different wards of the Panchayati Raj Institutions. It is also provided that not 

less than one third (including the number of seats reserved for Women 

belonging to the Scheduled Castes), of the total number of seats to be filled 

by direct election in every Gram Panchayat, Panchayat Samiti and Zila 

Parishad, shall be reserved for Women and such seats may be allotted by 

rotation to different wards in the Gram Panchayat, Panchayat Samiti and Zila 

Parishad except those which shall be reserved for the Scheduled Castes and 

Women belonging to the Scheduled Castes. 
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 Section 9(6) also provided that one seat of Panch in every 

Gram Panchayat shall be reserved for persons belonging to the Backward 

Classes, if their population is two percentum or more of the total population of 

the Sabha Area and such seat shall be allotted to such ward having maximum 

population of persons belonging to the Backward Classes. Section 59(5) and 

Section 120(6) further provide that one seat in each Panchayat Samiti and 

Zila Parishad respectively shall be reserved for persons belonging to the 

Backward Classes.  

2.       Provisions for Reservation of office of Chairperson of Gram 
Panchayat/Panchayat Samiti/Zila Parishad 

 
(a)                  Numbers:- The Act provides that the offices of Sarpanch of 

Gram Panchayats, Chairman of Panchayat Samitis and President of Zila 

Parishads shall be reserved for the Scheduled Castes in the block in the case 

of Sarpanch, in the district in the case of Chairman of Panchayat Samiti and in 

the State in the case of President of Zila Parishad and their number shall bear 

the same proportion as the total number of such offices of Sarpanches in the 

block or Chairmen of Panchayat Samitis in the district or Presidents of Zila 

Parishads in the State, as the population of the Scheduled Castes in the State 

bears to the total population of the State.  

(ii)      It also provides that not less than one third of the offices of 

Sarpanch of Gram Panchayats, Chairman of Panchayat Samitis and 

President of Zila Parishads reserved for the Scheduled Castes shall be 

reserved for Women belonging to the Scheduled Castes.  

(iii)  It further provides that not less than one third of total number of 

offices of Sarpanch of Gram Panchayats in the block, Chairman of Panchayat 

Samitis in the district and President of Zila Parishads in the State shall be 

reserved for Women (including one third of offices reserved for women 

belonging to Scheduled Castes). 
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(b)                 Authorities:- The functions for determining the number of seats 

and offices of Sarpanch of Gram Panchayats, Chairman of Panchayat Samitis 

and President of Zila Parishads and assignment of the reserved seats to 

different wards of the Gram Panchayats, Panchayat Samitis and Zila 

Parishads and the offices of Sarpanch in the different Gram Panchayats in the 

Block, of Chairman of Panchayat Samitis to different Panchayat Samitis  in 

the District and of President of Zila Parishads to different Zila Parishads in the 

State have been entrusted to the Government authorities.  

(c)              Assignment of Reserved Seats:- The Sub-Divisional Officers 

(Civil) have been assigned with the function to determine the ward or wards 

of the Gram Panchayats and Panchayat Samitis in which seats shall be 

reserved for Women and members of the Scheduled Castes and Backward 

Classes. However, the Deputy Commissioner have been assigned this 

function for the wards of Zila Parishad.  

(d) Assignment of Offices of Chairperson:-  Under Rule-6, the Sub-

Divisional Officer (Civil) shall determine the Gram Panchayats in which the 

offices of Sarpanch in the Gram Panchayats in the block shall be reserved for 

the Scheduled Castes and Women. Whereas this function for determining the 

offices of Chairman of Panchayat Samitis in the district has been assigned to 

the Additional Deputy Commissioners. The Director (Panchayat) determines 

the Zila Parishads in which the offices of President in the Zila Parishads in the 

State shall be reserved for the Scheduled Castes and Women. 

3. First Panchayat General Election –1994 
 

(a)   At the time of First Panchayat General Elections held in the year 

1994, there were 5958 Gram Panchayats, 110 Panchayat Samitis and 16 Zila 

Parishads in the State. 
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(b)  The State Government by its notifications Nos.DPH-E4-94/813 

to 817, 819 to 821, 825, 829,830,832,833, dated 25.08.1994 and 26.08.1994, 

notified the total number of seats of Panches in the Gram Panchayats and the 

number of seats reserved for the Scheduled Castes, Women belonging to 

Scheduled Castes, the Backward Classes, Women (other than women 

belonging to Scheduled Castes) and Unreserved seats. 

(c)  In pursuance of the State Government’s above notifications, the 

Sub-Divisional Officers (Civil) allotted the reserved seats to different wards in 

the Gram Panchayats and Panchayat Samitis. Similarly, the Deputy 

Commissioners allotted the reserved seats for the Scheduled Castes, 

Backward Classes and Women to different wards of the Zila Parishads.  

(d)  Similarly, the Sub-Divisional Officers (Civil) also determined the 

Gram Panchayats in a block in which the offices of Sarpanch of the Gram 

Panchayats were reserved for the Scheduled Castes, Women belonging to 

the Scheduled Castes and Women in accordance with the provisions 

contained in the Act and Rules. Similarly, the Additional Deputy 

Commissioners determined the Panchayat Samitis in which the offices of 

Chairman of the Panchayat Samitis were reserved for the Scheduled Castes, 

Women belonging to Scheduled Castes and Women. And the Director, 

Panchayats, determined the Zila Parishads in which the offices of Presidents 

of Zila Parishads in the State were reserved for the Scheduled Castes, 

Women belonging to Scheduled Castes and Women. 

(e)  The following are the details of the reservation of Seats notified 

by the Government for the First Panchayat General Elections held in

(b)  The State Government vide its notification Nos.E1-99/200 to 

218, dated 19.11.1999 notified certain changes in the number of seats 

reserved for the Scheduled Castes, Women belonging to the Scheduled 

Castes and Women in respect of certain Gram Panchayats. It also notified the 

total number of seats in Gram Panchayats and distribution of these seats as 

reserved for the Scheduled Castes, Women belonging to the Scheduled 

Castes, Backward Classes, Women and Unreserved seat in respect of Gram 

Panchayats newly created due to bifurcations and mergers etc. Similarly the 

number of such seats for the newly created Panchayat Samitis and Zila 

Parishads, were notified by the State Government.

5. Some Irregularities noticed during reservation of seats:- It was 

noticed that while allocating the reserved seats to different wards of the Gram 

Panchayats and Panchayat Samitis, nine Sub-Divisional Officers (Civil) in six 

districts allocated 369 seats of Panches and 3 seats of Members of 
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Panchayat Samitis as reserved for Women belonging to the Backward 

Classes, despite the fact that there are no  provisions in the Haryana 

Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 and rules made there under for the reservation of 

seats for the Women belonging to Backward Classes. Similarly, one seat of 

Zila Parishad, Jind was reserved for Women belonging to the Backward 

Classes. The matter was taken up by the Commission with the Government 

for taking action against these officers for the irregularities committed in this 

regard. 

  The reservation of number of seats for Scheduled Castes, 

Women belonging to Scheduled Castes and Women as notified by the 

Government vide its notification Nos.E1-99/200 to 218, dated 19.11.1999 in 

respect of many Gram Panchayats in the State were not taken into account 

while allocating the reserved seats to different wards of Gram Panchayats and 

Panchayat Samitis under Rule-5  by most of the Sub-Divisional Officers (Civil) 

in the State. When the matter was enquired into, it was noticed that the 

Government notification Nos.E1-99/200 to 218, dated 19.11.1999 did not 

reach in districts in time and accordingly this notification could not be taken 

into account by the Sub-Divisional Officers (Civil). The matter was taken up by 

the Commission for taking action against the concerned District/Sub-

Divisional Authorities. 
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Chapter- 4 

LIST OF VOTERS 

Provisions in the Act & Rule 
 
1.  The provisions relating to the preparation of list of voters for the 

Panchayat Elections are contained in Section 162 to 169 in Part-V-Chapter 

XX of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994, which inter-alia provide that 

every Sabha Area, Block and District shall be divided into Wards (i.e. 

Electoral Division) and for every Electoral Division, the list of voters shall be 

prepared and maintained in accordance with provisions of this Act under the 

superintendence, direction and control of the State Election Commission. It 

also provides that for every General (Panchayat) election for constitution or 

re-constitution of the Gram Panchayat, Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad, 

the voters list for every Electoral Division in respect of above mentioned 

Panchayati Raj Institutions shall be prepared at any time not later than two  

months before the expiry of duration of the Gram Panchayat, Panchayat 

Samiti or Zila Parishad in the State. It also provides that every person entitled 

to be registered as voter in the relevant part of the electoral roll of the 

Assembly under the Representation of People Act, 1950 shall be entitled to 

be registered as voter in the list of voters for the electoral division. It also 

provides that electoral rolls of the Assembly prepared under the provisions of 

the Representation of the People Act, 1950 for the time being in force for such 

part of the constituency of the Assembly as is included in the relevant 

electoral division, shall subject to any amendment, deletion or addition or any 

inclusion of any name, be the list of voters for that electoral division. It also 

provides that the State Election Commission may appoint specify such 

officers of the Government who shall maintain an upto date list of voters for 

each electoral division and such list shall be published in the manner as may 
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be prescribed by the State Election Commission. It also provides that any 

person who has become entitled to be registered as voters in the relevant part 

of the electoral rolls of the Assembly after the qualifying date may apply to the 

specified officer for the inclusion of his name in the list of voters and such 

officer after he is satisfied that the applicant is entitled to be registered in the 

relevant part of the Assembly electoral rolls direct the name of the applicant to 

be included in the list of voters. It also provides that no amendment, deletion 

or addition of any entry in the list of voters of an electoral division shall be 

made and no directions for inclusion of name shall be given during the period 

between such date as the Election Commission may, by general or special 

order, notify in this behalf and the date of completion of any concerned 

election in the electoral division. The qualifying date has the same meaning as 

prescribed in the Representation of People Act,1950. It also provides that list 

of voters shall come into operation immediately upon its final publication. 

2.    Since the Assembly electoral rolls do not reflects the Wards 

Numbers of the Gram Panchayats, Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishads and 

the list of voters for the Panchayat elections are required to be prepared ward-

wise as every Ward of a Gram Panchayat is a separate constituency for the 

purpose of the elections to the Gram Panchayats, the State Election 

Commission has to get the ward wise list of voters prepared on the basis of 

Assembly electoral rolls finally published at the time of holding the First 

General Panchayat Elections. The list of voters of all the wards of a Gram 

Panchayat becomes the list of voters for the purpose of election to the office 

of Sarpanch of the Gram Panchayat. Similarly, the list of voters of all the 

wards of all the Gram Panchayats included in a Ward of a Panchayat Samiti 

or Zila Parishad form the list of voters for that ward of the Panchayat Samiti 

and Zila Parishad as the case  may be. This is a very voluminous and 
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stupendous task for which a very large number of employees and officers 

from the field officers are deployed. However, with the cooperation of district 

authorities the list of voters were prepared in time and got printed and the 

First General Panchayat Elections were held in three phases. 

Second Panchayat General Elections-2000 
 
3.  For the Second General Panchayat Elections, the programme 

for the revision of list of voters of the Panchayati Raj Institutions on the basis 

of draft Assembly electoral rolls preliminary published on 20.04.1999 

was issued by the Commission vide its notification No.SEC/E-III/99/3530, 

dated 8.04.1999. This was done because at that time the existing Assembly 

rolls finally published on 01.01.1998, were under revision and for which the 

drafts were preliminary published on 20.04.1999 with 01.01.1999 as the 

qualifying date. Therefore, instead of taking the Assembly Rolls finally 

published on 01.01.1998 as the basis for preparation/revision of lists of voters 

of the Panchayats, the draft Assembly electoral rolls preliminary published on 

20.04.1999 was made the basis for the revision of the Panchayat voters lists. 

And accordingly the Panchayat voters lists were finally published on 

07.06.1999, the printing of which was assigned to the printing presses 

approved by the Commission. 

4.  The Second General Panchayat Elections in the State were due 

to be held in the month of December, 1999 and during the period when the 

printing of voter lists was in progress, a Civil Writ Petition No.12742 of 1999 

titled as Surjit Singh and Joginder  Singh Versus State of Haryana was filed in 

the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court in the month of August,1999. In 

this Civil Writ Petition, the Panchayat voters lists of the Gram Panchayats in 

district Ambala were challenged on the ground that these lists had been 

prepared on the basis of the draft Assembly Electoral rolls preliminary 
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published on 20.04.1999 and not on the basis of Assembly electoral rolls 

finally published on 21.07.1999. The petitioners prayed that the voters lists of 

the Gram Panchayats in Ambala district revised by the State Election 

Commission on the basis of the draft Assembly Electoral Rolls preliminary 

published on 20.04.1999 should be quashed and the voters list be prepared 

afresh on the basis of the Assembly Rolls finally published on 21.07.1999. 

The Hon’ble Division Bench of the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court in 

their judgement dated 30.09.1999 passed the following orders:- 

“Ld. Counsel for the Petitioner as also the Ld. Advocate 
General, Haryana representing, Respondents No.1 and 3 
have stated that in the facts and circumstances of the case, 
it would be appropriate that the voters lists finalised for the 
Panchayat/Municipal elections is revised on the basis of 
Assembly electoral rolls finally published on 21.07.1999 
and that the same be prepared after affording an 
opportunity to all the eligible voters after following the 
prescribed procedure. This petition is thus disposed of with 
the directions that Respondent No.2 represented by Mr. 
Rajan Gupta, Advocate shall prepare the electoral rolls in 
the manner indicated above before June,2000.

5.  A review application against the above orders of the Hon’ble 

High Court in the form of a CM No.25598 of 1999 in CWP No.12742 of 1999 

was filed by six petitioners including two MLAs for impleading them as 

respondent in the above said Civil Writ Petition and also saying that 

elections of Gram Panchayats, Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishad in the 

State which were due to be held in December, 1999, the same would be 

deferred, if the voters lists were to be prepared afresh in compliance of the 

Hon’ble High Court’s order dated 30.09.1999 and that would result in non-

compliance of the provisions of the Constitution to complete the elections of 

the Panchayats before the expiry of their duration, which would expire in 
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December, 1999. The Hon’ble High Court in its interim Orders dated 

03.12.1999 impleaded the applicants as parties and disposed of the Civil Writ 

Petition No.12488 and 16994 of 1999 (pertaining to Gram Panchayats, 

Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishads) and No.17359 of 1999 (pertaining to 

Municipalities) and directed that the elections to these bodies (except for 92 

Panchayats and 22 Municipal Councils and Municipal Committees) should be 

held positively by the end of February, 2000. The Hon’ble Court also 

observed that the Advocate General Haryana and Counsel of the 

Commission conceded that the Order dated 30.09.1999 had been made in 

ignorance of the constitutional provisions contained in Part IX and IX-A and 

the Panchayati Raj Act and Municipal Act and the Order had infact by 

implication, nullified a Constitutional and statutory mandate. The Hon’ble 

Court also held that it is for the State Election Commission to decide the 

electoral rolls on the basis of which the elections are to be held.  

6.  An SLP against the Hon’ble High Court’s orders dated 

27.12.1999 was filed by the State Government in the Supreme Court of India. 

The Hon’ble Supreme Court of India disposed of the SLP No.772-773 of 2000 

and passed the following orders:- 

 “Leave granted in all the appeals. 
  Learned counsel for the parties are present 
before us and they waive notice. This order shall dispose of 
all the aforesaid appeals. 
  The controversy in these appeals, which have 
put in issue the judgement and order of the High Court 
dated 27th December, 1999 and the order dated 21st January, 
2000 made in Review Application resolves around the 
holding of the elections to the Municipal Councils, 
Municipal Committees and Municipal Corporation, 
Faridabad as also to the Gram Panchayats, Panchayat 
Samitis and Zila Parishads. 
  In view of the developments, which have taken 
place in this Court and the additional affidavit which has 
been filed in response to the direction given to the State by 
Shri Hardeep Kumar, Joint Secretary-cum-Director, 
Development and Panchayats Department, Haryana, we are 
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relieved of the necessity to trace the history of the 
litigation. Suffice it to notice that the High Court through the 
impugned orders directed the State Government and the 
State Election Commission to hold elections to the Gram 
Panchayats, Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishads as well 
as the Municipalities etc. by the end of February, 2000, 
except for those Municipalities etc. which were left out in 
the order of the High Court itself. 
  Mr. Sarin, Advocate General, appearing for the 
State, submits that because of the Assembly elections 
which have been necessitated on account of the dissolution 
of the Assembly and the polling for which is scheduled to 
taken place on 22nd February, 2000, it is not possible for the 
State or the State Election Commission to hold the 
elections to the Panchayat Samitis etc. by the end of 
February, 2000, as directed by the High Court and that 
some more time is required for the purpose. 
Mr.Harbhagwan Singh, learned senior counsel appearing 
for the respondents submits that the State has been 
dragging its feet and not holding the elections without any 
justification. 
  We quite appreciate the difficulty expressed by 
the State in view of the forthcoming Assembly elections. 
The State Election Commission as well as the State of 
Haryana have, in response to directions issued by this 
court, submitted a tentative time schedule for holding of the 
elections to the Municipal Councils and Panchayat Samitis 
etc. alongwith the affidavit of Shri Hardeep Kumar. We have 
perused the same. We are of the considered opinion that 
the democratic process of election should not be 
postponed unduly and though the State should be given 
some more time to complete the election process, the time 
suggested in the schedule is not reasonable. 
  We, therefore, with the consent of learned 
counsel for all the parties, direct that the State and the State 
Election Commission shall hold elections to the Gram 
Panchayats etc. and complete the process of holding 
elections, wherever poll is required to be held, on or before 
31st March, 2000. The State and the State Election 
Commission shall also hold elections to the Municipal 
Councils etc. and complete the process by holding the 
polls, wherever required, by the 7th of April,2000. 
  The State as well as the State Election 
Commission shall accordingly take all appropriate 
preparatory steps connected with the holding of the 
elections like issuance of notification etc., accordingly so 
that the polls, wherever necessary, are held by 31st April, 
2000 in the case of Municipalities etc. The learned Advocate 
General appearing for the State of Haryana and Mr.Ravinder 
Bana, learned counsel appearing for the State Election 
Commission assure us that the needful shall be done by the 
dates as given by us. 
  The impugned order of the High Court to that 
extent shall, therefore, stand modified. 
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  We clarify that we have not expressed any 
opinion with regard to the alleged strictures passed against 
the State or its officials and it is open to the concerned 
party to approach the High Court for expunging of such 
remarks and the High Court shall decide those applications, 
if made, so uninfluenced by the order made by us today. 
  We are informed that some contempt 
proceedings have also been initiated by the High Court 
arising out of the impugned orders. Those proceedings may 
be decided by the High Court, keeping in view the consent 
order made by us today. 
  With the above modification of the impugned 
and the directions, all the appeals are disposed of. The 
parties shall, however, bear their own costs insofar as 
these appeals are concerned.

7. Thereafter in view of reply filed by the State Election 

Commissioner to the Show Cause Notice before the Hon’ble Punjab and 

Haryana High Court in CM No.25598 of 1999 in CWP No.12742 of 1999, the 

Hon’ble High Court vide its Orders dated 15.02.2000 dropped the Contempt 

proceedings. 

8. Since the matter remained pending with the Hon’ble Punjab 

and Haryana High Court and later on with the Apex Court and in the mean 

time one more revision of the Assembly electoral rolls had taken place with 

01.01.2000 as the qualifying date, the State Election Commission in order to 

give an opportunity to the persons who had become eligible to be registered 

as voters in the Panchayat voters lists after the same were revised in the year 

1999, issued a programme inviting claims for inclusion of names from the 

persons whose names were not entered in the Panchayat voters lists earlier 

revised and on the basis of claims so received and accepted by the District 

Electoral Officer (Panchayat). The Supplementary lists in the form of addenda 

were added to the Panchayat voters lists. 
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9. Copies of the programme issued for the revision of voters lists 

as notified vide Commission’s letter No.SEC/E-III/99/3530, dated 08.04.1999 

and No.SEC/2E-III/2000/12, dated 03.01.2000 are annexed as Annexure 14. 

 The district wise number of voters registered in the Panchayat voters lists on

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Chapter- 5  

POLL PERSONNELS 

1. Returning Officer (Gram Panchayat/Panchayat Samiti):- Rule 16 of 

the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election Rules, 1994 provides that the State 

Election Commissioner or when so authorised by him the District Election 

Officer (Panchayat) shall appoint an officer of the Government not below the 

rank of Group-B Officer as a Returning Officer (Panchayat) for every election 

to fill a seat in any Panchayat Samiti or Gram Panchayat. However, same 

officer can be appointed as Returning Officer (Panchayat) for election to more 

than one Panchayat Samitis or Gram Panchayats. 

2. Returning Officer (Zila Parishad):- Rule 15(2) of the 1994 Rules 

provide that the Deputy Commissioner shall be the Returning Officer for 

election to  the Zila Parishad. 

3. Assistant Returning Officer:- Rule 17 of the 1994 Rules provides 

that the State Election Commissioner or when so authorised by him the 

District Election Officer (Panchayat) may appoint one or more persons as 

Assistant Returning Officer (Panchayat) to assist the Returning Officer 

(Panchayat) in the performance of his functions. 

4. Presiding Officer and Polling Officers:- Rule 21 of the Rules 

ibid provides that Returning Officer (Panchayat) shall appoint a Presiding 

Officer for each Polling Station and such Polling Officer or Officers to assist 

the Presiding Officer, as he thinks necessary.  

  Provided that no person, who is not a Government servant or a 

servant of any authority under the municipal law or any public undertaking 

under the Government, shall be appointed as Presiding Officer. Normally one 

Presiding Officer and four Polling Officers are appointed for one Polling 
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Station. One of the Polling Officers is also authorised as Presiding Officer to 

perform his functions or any of his functions under the rules. 

5.  Two ballot boxes at a time were used for election to all the 

above mentioned four offices of the Panchayati Raj Institutions. The ballot 

papers for elections to the office of Panch and Sarpanch were put in one 

ballot box and the ballot paper for elections to offices of Member Panchayat 

Samiti and Zila Parishad were put in other ballot box.  

6.   Polling Officer-1 

  The Polling Officer-1 will read out loudly the name and Ward No. 

of the voter immediately as he enters the Polling Station and put a tick mark 

against his/her name in the marked copy of the voters list and also put the 

mark of indelible ink on index finger of his/her left hand. 

7. Polling Officer-2 

  The Polling Officer-2 will deliver two ballot papers i.e. one for the 

office of Panch (white colour)  and second for the office of Sarpanch (blue 

colour) to the voter. This Polling Officer has to ensure that the name of the 

voter should be in the voter list of the Ward for which the ballot paper is 

supplied to him. He will also obtain signature or thumb impression of the voter 

on counter foil of the ballot paper and also put a tick mark against his name 

on other copy of the voters list available with him for this purpose. He will also 

give him a rubber stamp marker and explain the procedure for marking on 

the ballot paper. 

8. Polling Officer-3 

  The functions of Polling Officer-3 are similar to that of Polling 

Officer-2 except that he will supply the two ballot papers, one for the election 

to Member Panchayat Samiti (Yellow Colour) and the second for the election 

to  Member Zila Parishad (Pink Colour). 
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9. Polling Officer-4 

  He will continuosly keep a watch on the ballot boxes to see that 

after the marking on the ballot papers, they are inserted in the ballot boxes. 

This Polling Officer also pushes the ballot papers in the ballot boxes with the 

help of steel pusher from time to time. He also makes the voters to 

expeditiously leave the Polling Station after casting the vote.  

10.  Since counting of votes for elections to the offices of Panches 

and Sarpanches are made at the Polling Stations itself immediately after the 

close of Poll, no separate staff for this purpose were appointed. However, as 

the counting of votes polled in the elections to the offices of Members of 

Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad, was made at the block or Sub-Division 

Headquarters as specified by the District Election Officers (Panchayat), the 

Returning Officers had appointed the Counting Supervisors and Counting 

Assistants for this purpose. 

First Panchayat General Elections,1994 

11.  For the First Panchayat General Elections held in December, 

1994, instructions were issued by the State Election Commission vide its 

notification No.434/SEC/E-III/94, dated 24.11.1994, authorising all the Deputy 

Commissioners-cum-District Election Officers (Panchayat) to appoint officers 

of the Government not below the rank of Group-B Officers as Returning 

Officer (Panchayat) in their respective districts for elections to the Panchayat 

Samitis and Gram Panchayats, for a cluster of 4 to 5 Gram Panchayats. The 

instructions also provided that the Assistant Returning Officers shall be 

appointed by the District Election Officer (Panchayat) in their respective 

districts to assist the Returning Officer (Panchayats) in performance of their 

functions. 
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12.  The instructions also provide that the Assistant Returning Officer 

(Panchayat) shall be appointed for each Gram Panchayat to assist the 

Returning Officer (Panchayats) in the elections to for the Gram Panchayats. 

13.  However, the Assistant Returning Officer (Panchayat) shall not 

scrutinize the nomination papers of the contesting candidates. 

  Second Panchayat General Elections, 2000 

14.  Before the programme for the Second Panchayat General 

Elections held in March, 2000 was issued, the matters relating to appointment 

of Returning Officers (Panchayat) and receiving the nomination papers, were 

discussed in detail with the Deputy Commissioners, District Development & 

Panchayat Officers and Block Development & Panchayat Officers. Keeping in 

view that the intending candidates for elections to the offices of Panches and 

Sarpanches specifically those belonging to the Scheduled Castes and 

Women candidates would face a lot of hardships in coming all the way to the 

Block Head Quarters to file their nomination papers, it was decided that for 

the elections to the Panches and Sarpanches, the nomination papers shall be 

received at the Head Quarters of the Gram Panchayats. For this purpose the 

Deputy Commissioners-cum-District Election Officers (Panchayat) were 

instructed to appoint Group-B level officers as the Returning Officers 

(Panchayat) and the Group-C level officers as the Assistant Returning 

Officers (Panchayat). However, for the district in which sufficient number of 

Group-B officers were not available for appointment as Returning Officer 

(Panchayat), the Deputy Commissioners were allowed to appoint Senior level 

Group-C officers of the rank of Junior Engineers, Lecturers of the Senior 

Secondary Schools, Masters of the Senior Secondary and High Schools, 

Agriculture Development Officers, Inspectors and other officers in the pay 

scale of Junior Engineers/Inspectors.  
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15.  After the nomination papers were received, secrutinized and 

finalised i.e. accepted or rejected, the Polls were held as per schedule notified 

by the Commission for which separate set of officers were appointed as 

Presiding Officers. However, in many cases, the same officers who were 

appointed as Returning Officers (Panchayat) for receiving the nomination 

papers for election to the offices of Panches and Sarpanches, were assigned 

the job of Presiding Officers of the Polling Stations, also. 

16.  For 6035 Gram Panchayats, 6035 Assistant Returning Officers 

were appointed to assist the Returning Officers for receiving the nomination 

papers, 114 State Civil Service officers and other senior officers were 

appointed as Returning Officers for the elections to Panchayat Samitis, 114 

Assistant Returning Officers were also appointed to assist them. The Deputy 

Commissioners of all the 19 Districts functioned as Returning Officers for 

elections to the 19 Zila Parishads in the State. 

17.  For 16146 Polling Stations established for the Second 

Panchayat General Elections, 81040 Polling Personnels were appointed as 

Presiding Officers and Polling Officers for conduct of elections. 
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Chapter- 6 

ELECTION PROGRAMME 

1. Duration of Panchayats:-   Section 3 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj 

Act, 1994 provides that every Gram Panchayat, Panchayat Samiti and Zila 

Parishad unless sooner dissolved under any law for the time being in force, 

shall continue for five years from the date appointed for its first meeting 

and no longer; 

Provided that all the Gram Panchayats and Panchayat Samitis 

present at the time of commencement of the Constitution (Seventy-third 

Amendment) Act, 1992 shall continue till the expiration of their duration, 

unless sooner dissolved by a resolution passed to that affect by the 

Assembly. 

2. Completion of Elections:-   Section 3(2)  of 1994 Act provides that an 

election to constitute a Gram Panchayat, Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad, 

as the case may be, shall be completed before the expiry of its duration 

specified in sub-section (1). 

3.  After the Constitution (Seventy-third Amendment) Act, 1992 

and enactment of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994, the First 

Panchayat General Elections to the Panchayati Raj Institutions in the State 

were held in December, 1994. 

4.  After the requisite notification under Section 211(1) of the 

Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 was issued by the Government, the 

elections schedule under Rule 24 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election 

Rules, 1994 was issued by the State Election Commission vide its notification 

No.527/SEC/E-III/94, dated 30.11.1994 for holding the elections to the Gram 

Panchayats, Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishads in the State in three 
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phases. A copy of the  notification  dated 30.11.1994 is annexed as 

Annexure-3. 

5.  Similarly, the election schedule for the Second Panchayat 

General Elections in the State was issued by the Commission vide its 

notification No.SEC/E-III/2000/3403, dated 23.02.2000, which was however, 

modified by a notification No.SEC/E-III/2000/3583, dated 25.02.2000 for 

holding the poll in two phases as per the time scheduled given below :-

DISQUALIFICATION 

1.   The Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 provides for two 

Child Norm Policy to be observed by the persons contesting the elections to 

the offices of Panches and Sarpanches of Gram Panchayats, Chairmen and 

Vice-Chairmen and Members of Panchayat Samitis and President, Vice-

President and Members of Zila Parishads.  Clause (q) of Section 175(1) of the 

Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 provides that no person shall be a 

Sarpanch or a Panch of Gram Panchayat or a Member of Panchayat Samiti or 

Zila Parishad or continue as such, who has more than two living children: 

 Provided that a person is having more than two living children 

on or upto the expiry of one year of the commencement of this Act shall not 

be deemed to be disqualified.   

2.  The Haryana Panchayati Raj Act,1994 came into force w.e.f. 

22.04.1994.  In view of this provision a person who has more than two living 

children and if any of them was born after 22.04.1995 then he is disqualified  

to be elected to the Gram Panchayat or Panchayat Samiti or Zila Parishad.  

Further if he incurs this disqualification during the term for which he has been 

elected, then also he is liable to be disqualified from continuing to be a 

Member of the Gram Panchayat or Panchayat Samiti or Zila Parishad.  At the 

same time if a person who was subject to the above disqualification (of having 

more than two living children and one of them was born after 22.04.1995) and 

has been elected as a Member or Sarpanch of the Gram Panchayat or 

Panchayat Samiti or Zila Parishad, then, he is also liable to be disqualified 

from continuing to be as such.  

3.   Since the First Panchayat General Elections in the State were 

held in December, 1994, the disqualification of having more than two living 
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children was not operative in the cases of persons, who contested the 

elections held in December, 1994.  There were not many cases in which the 

orders of disqualification were passed against the persons elected during the 

First General elections held in December, 1994. 

4.   The Second Panchayat General Elections were held in 

the month of March, 2000.  So the disqualification of having more than two 

living children at the time of election on the cut off date was operative in the 

cases of persons who contested the elections held in March, 2000 and 

afterwards. This disqualification was also operative in the cases of persons 

who though at the time of elections in March, 2000 did not suffer from the 

disqualification, but after having been elected, they as such had become 

subject to this disqualification during the term for which they were elected.  

Many persons who were elected to the Gram Panchayats or Panchayat 

Samitis or Zila Parishad in the Second General elections held in March, 2000 

had given wrong declaration at the time of filing nominations to the effect that 

they were not suffering from any disqualification.  But after the declaration of 

result and in some cases even during the election process itself, many 

complaints were received against such persons, who suffered from the above 

disqualification, due enquiries into these complaints were initiated by the 

Deputy Commissioners-cum-District Election Officers (Panchayat) against 

such persons for disqualification/removal and issued Show Cause Notices to 

them as to why they should not be disqualified on the ground of having more 

than two living children as laid down under Section 175(1)(q) of the Haryana 

Panchayati Raj Act, 1994. After hearing both the parties and when the Deputy 

Commissioners were satisfied that these persons had more than two living 

children on or after the cut off date, the orders of disqualification/removal were 

passed against a large number of the elected persons.  Many elected persons 
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against whom such orders of disqualification/removal were passed by the 

Deputy Commissioners or against whom the proceedings were pending, 

challenged, the orders of disqualification/removal/proceedings filed Civil Writ 

Petition in the Hon’ble High Court of Punjab & Haryana.  In these writ 

petitions, the Constitutional validity of the provisions under Section 

175(1)(q) were also challenged and in many cases, the plea of adoption was 

taken up to plead that after one or more of their children were given in 

adoption, so these elected persons were left with only two living children and 

thus the disqualification is not applicable to them. The Hon’ble High Court of 

Punjab & Haryana dismissed the writ petitions of large number of such 

petitioners and did not allow the plea of adoption to escape from the   

disqualification.  The Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court also held that 

the provisions are not ultra-vires of the Constitution of India.  

5. In many cases SLPs were filed in the Apex Court against the 

orders of the Hon’ble High Court of Punjab & Haryana dismissing such writ 

petitions. In some cases, writ petitions were filed before the Apex Court of 

India against the orders of disqualifications passed by the Deputy 

Commissioners or against the proceedings pending before them.  

6. The Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in its order dated 

30.07.2003 had up-held the constitutional validity of these provisions of the 

Act and dismissed more than 200 SLPs/Writ Petitions and Civil 

Miscellaneous applications filed before it.  

7. The plea of adoption taken  by some of the Petitioners were 

also not allowed by the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India.  Relevant operative 

part of some of the orders of the Hon’ble High Court of Punjab & Haryana and 

the Supreme Court of India’s judgement dated 30.07.2003 are reproduced 

below :- 
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 HIGH COURT’S JUDGEMENTS   
  

In CWP No.6335 of 2001 – Jharmal V/s State of Haryana & others 
“The Counsel for the Petitioner argued that the religious 
tenants governing the petitioner permit him to have four 
wives.  There is no embargo on the number of children.  
Thus, the offending legislation is against religion and thus, 
invalid.   
 We are unable to accept this contention. The provision 
does not debar the petitioner from having children.  It does 
not affect his freedom of religion.  It only provides that a 
person like the petitioner shall be disqualified from holding 
the office of Sarpanch.  The purpose is to send a message 
to the people at the grass-root level.  Persons who opt to 
lead people in villages must set a personal example.  To 
achieve this objective, the legislature has provided that a 
person having more than two living children shall not be 
eligible to hold the office of Sarpanch. 
 Mr. Chaudhary submits that such an embargo has not 
been placed on other elected offices like those of the  
Member of Parliament and Legislative Assemblies.  Thus, 
the provision violates Article 14.   We are unable to accept 
the contention. 
 An omission to make a similar provision in other cases 
can not ipso facto result in the provision becoming 
unconstitutional.  It may be advisable for the Parliament and 
the State Legislatures to enact laws imposing similar 
restrictions even in respect of various other offices.  
However, till such time as a similar provision is made, it can 
not be said that Section 175(1)(q) is unconstitutional. 
 The growing numbers pose a national problem.  From 
about 300 million at the time of independence, we have 
already grossed the one ‘billion’ barrier.  There is not 
tangible reason for optimism in sight.  For the poor in the 
country, procreation appears to be the only recreation.  
Thus, the growth continues.  The numbers continue to 
multiply.  A check is a national imperative.  The impugned 
provision is a small step.  The purpose is laudable.  The 
example is worth emulation.  It suffers from no legal 
infirmity. 

 In view of the above, we find no merit in these 
petitions.  These are, consequently, dismissed.  Te 
provision and the order are held to be legal and valid.  Under 
the circumstances the parties are left to bear their own 
costs.

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CWP No.5985 of 2000 – Ali Mohammad and others V/s 
State of Haryana & others 

 
“We have already referred in the Judgement, the purpose of 
enacting this provision under challenged and the right to life.  
Keeping in view the same can not be extended in the manner 
that endless millions keep multiplying when every one has 
thereafter  to live an animal existence.  The restrictions, 
therefore, can not be termed to be arbitrary. 
 In some of the matters, it was pointed out that though 
certain petitioners had more than two children but one of 
them had been given in adoption, therefore, they only had 
two children.  Our attention was drawn to the provisions of 
the Hindu Law that once the child is given in adoption, e is 
transplanted to the next family adopting the child and 
therefore, such petitioner is stated to have only two children. 
 We find that the said contention so much though of is 
without any merit.  The Legislature in its wisdom has used 
the words has more than two living children.  In other words, 
disqualification arises the moment a person gives birth to a 
third child subject to the proviso.  The disqualification that 
accrues does not put an end to the subsequent act.  If the 
Legislature has so desired, it could had made a provision  in 
this regard.  The intention was to restrict the birth of number 
of children to not more than two and consequently this 
particular plea must also be held to be devoid of any merit. 
 A similar Civil Writ Petition No.15714 of 1996 titled Lala 
Ram V/s State of Haryana was filed and once again 
constitutional validity of Section 175(1)(q) of the Act was 
upheld.  We find ourselves in agreement with the earlier 
decision. 
 For these reasons, all these writ petitions must fail and 
are dismissed.

“It is necessary to have a look at the population scenario, of 
the world and of our own country. 
 

India has the (dis)credit of being second only to China at 
the top in the list of the 10 most populous countries of the 
world.  As on 01.02.2000 the population of China was 1,277.6 
million while the population of India as on 01.03.2001 was 
1,027.0 million (Census of India), 2001, Series 1, India – Paper 
1 of 2001, page 29) 

 
The torrential increase in the population of the country 

is one of the major hindrances in the pace of India’s socio-
economic progress.  Everyday, about 50,000 persons are 
added to the already large base of its population.

The laudable goals spelt out in the Directive Principles 
of State Policy in the Constitution of India can best be 
achieved if the population explosion is checked effectively.  
Therefore, the population control assumes a central 
importance for providing social and economic justice to the 
people of India (Usha Tandon, Reader, Faculty of Law, Delhi 
University – Research Paper on Population Stabilisation, Delhi 
Law Review, Vol.XXIII 2001, pp. 125-131. 

 
     x x x x x 
 

The above facts and excerpts highlight the problem of 
population explosion as a national and global issue and 
provide justification for priority in policy oriented legislations 
wherever needed. 

 
     x x x x x x 
 

To say the least it is futile to assume or urge that the 
impugned legislation violates right to live and liberty 
guaranteed under Article 21 in any of the meanings however 
expanded the meanings may be. 

 
    x x x x x x x 
 

In our view, a statutory provision casting 
disqualification on contesting for, or holding, an elective office 
is not violative of Article 25 of the Constitution. 
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    x x x x x x 
 

If any one chooses to have more living children than 
two, he is free to do so under the law as it stands now but then 
he should pay a little price and that is of depriving himself 
from holding an office in Panchayat in the State of Haryana.  
There is nothing illegal about it and certainly no 
unconstitutionality attaches to it. 

 
           Some Incidental questions  
 

It was submitted that the enactment has created serious 
problems in the rural population as couples desirous of 
contesting an election but having living children more than 
two, are feeling compelled to give them in adoption.  Subject 
to what has already been stated hereinabove, we may add that 
disqualification is attracted no sooner a third child is born and 
is living after two living children.  Merely because the couple 
has parted with one child by giving the child away in adoption, 
the disqualification does not come to an end.  While 
interpreting the scope of disqualification we shall have to keep 
in view the evil sought to be cured and purpose sought to be 
achieved by the enactment.  If the person sought to be 
disqualified is responsible for or has given birth to children 
more than two who are living then merely because one or 
more of them are given in adoption the disqualification is not 
wiped out. 

The challenge to the constitutional validity of Section 
175(1)(q) and 177(1) fails on all the counts.  Both the 
provisions are held Intra-vires the Constitution.  The 
provisions are salutary and in public interest.  All the petitions 
which challenge the constitutional validity of the above said 
provisions are held liable to be dismissed. 

Certain consequential orders would be needed.  The 
matters in this batch of hundreds of petitions can broadly be 
divided into a few categories.  There are writ petitions under 
Article 32 of the Constitution directly filed in this Court 
wherein the only question arising for decision is the 
constitutional validity of the impugned provisions of the 
Haryana Act.  There were many a writ petitions filed in the High 
Court of Punjab & Haryana under Articles 226/227 of the 
Constitution which have been dismissed  and appeals by 
special leave have been filed in this Court against the 
decisions of the High Court.  The writ petitions, whether in this 
Court or in the High Court, were filed at different stages of the 
proceedings.  In some of the matters the High Court had 
refused to stay by interim order the disqualification or the 
proceedings relating to disqualification pending before the 
Director under Section 177(2) of the Act. With the decision in 
these writ petitions and the appeals arising out of SLPs the 
proceedings shall stand revived at the stage at which they 
were, excepting in those matters where they stand already 
concluded.  The proceedings under Section 177(2) of the Act 
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before the Director or the hearing in the appeals as the case 
may be shall now be concluded.  In such of the cases where 
the persons proceeded against have not filed their replies  or 
have not appealed against the decision of the Director in view 
of the interim order of this Court or the High Court  having 
been secured by them they would be entitled to file reply or 
appeal, as the case may be, within 15 days from the date of 
this judgement if the time had not already expired before their 
initiating proceedings in the High Court or this Court.  Such of 
the cases where defence in the proceedings under Section 
177(2) of the Act was raised on the ground that the 
disqualification was not attracted on account of a child or 
more having been given in adoption, need not be re-opened as 
we have held that such a defence is not available. 

Subject to the above said directions all the writ petitions 
and civil appeals arising out of SLPs are dismissed.

10.  More than 99% of the above mentioned casual vacancies 

occurred as a result of orders of disqualification/removal on the ground of 

having more than two living children passed by the Deputy Commissioners.  

Only a very few cases of disqualifications or removals of the above cases, 
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were made on some other grounds i.e. encroachment of Panchayat land, 

arrear of Panchayat dues or conviction by the Courts in criminal offences. 

11. Besides this, some cases in which orders of disqualification/ 

removal have been passed on the ground of having more than two living 

children on the cut off date are still pending with the Government/Hon’ble High 

Court of Punjab & Haryana in which stay against the orders of the 

disqualification/removal have been granted.  Further more than 300 

complaints are also pending with the Deputy Commissioners in which 

proceedings for disqualification/removal on the ground of having more than 

two living children on the cut off date, have been initiated. 

12.   The surveys to find out as to how many of the elected 

persons were subject to the disqualifications at the time of their election or 

have become subject to the disqualification after having been elected as such 

and are still continuing to hold the offices of Panches, Sarpanches, Members 

of Panchayat Samitis or Zila Parishads were undertaken by the District 

Authorities as per directions issued by the State Election Commission. 

Reports about one thousand elected persons who are suffering from this 

disqualification and are still continuing to hold offices in the Panchayati Raj 

Institutions have been made by the field staff to the Deputy Commissioners, 

who are taking further action in the matter to process these cases and 

initiating proceedings for disqualification/removal against such elected 

persons.      

Measures taken 
 
13.   Since the candidates while filing their nomination papers 

were giving only a declaration that they were not suffering from any 

disqualification, no legal action could be taken against them despite the fact 

that a very large number of elected persons were declared 
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disqualified/removed on account of having more than two living children on 

the cut off date.  So, the Commission has now made it mandatory for the 

candidates to file Affidavit specifically declaring that they were not having 

more than two living children on the date of filing nomination or if they are 

having more than two living children, then any of them was not born after 

22.04.1995, so that legal action against them could be taken against them for 

filing false affidavits under Indian Penal Code.  These measures have been 

introduced by the Commission w.e.f. 06.10.2003.  
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Chapter - 8 

NOMINATION 

1.  Rule 26 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election Rules, 1994 

provides that a nomination paper shall be supplied by the Returning Officer 

(Panchayat) to any voter on demand. It also provides that any person may be 

nominated as a candidate for election to fill a seat if he is qualified to be 

elected to fill the seat under the provisions of the Act. 

2.  Presentation of Nomination Papers 

  Rule 27 provides that the duly completed nomination paper in 

Form 4 and signed by the candidate is required to be delivered by the 

candidate in person to the Returning Officer (Panchayat) or Assistant 

Returning Officer (Panchayat) so authorised by the Returning Officer 

(Panchayat) for that purpose during the time and at the place specified in the 

notice. The candidate is also required to deposit the amount prescribed under 

Rule 28 in the Government treasury or with the Returning Officer (Panchayat) 

in cash and attach the receipt of that alongwith the nomination form. 

3.  Notice  of nomination and time and place for the scrutiny 

  Rule 29 provides that the Returning Officer (Panchayat) on 

receipt of the nomination paper is required to inform the person or persons 

delivering the same, of the date, time and place fixed for scrutiny of 

nomination paper and enter on the nomination paper its serial number and 

sign thereon stating the date on which and the hour at which the nomination 

paper has been delivered to him. 

4.  Scrutiny of nomination paper 

  Rule 30 provides that on the date fixed for scrutiny of the 

nomination papers, the candidates, their election agents or person authorised 

in writing by each candidate, are required to attend the scrutiny at the time 
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and place notified in this behalf and Returning Officer (Panchayat) shall give 

them all reasonable facilities for examining the nomination papers of all 

candidates which have been delivered to him. After examining the nomination 

papers and deciding of all objections (accepted or rejected), the Returning 

Officer shall even write on each nomination paper his decision regarding 

accepting or rejecting the same and after that a list of candidates whose 

nomination papers are accepted is required to be prepared and fixed on the 

notice board.  

First Panchayat General Election, 1994 

5.  The nominations in the First Panchayat General Elections held 

in December, 1994 for the Panches and Sarpanches were received either at 

the Block Head Quarters or at the Head Quarter of some centrally located 

Gram Panchayat for a cluster of four to five villages. The nomination papers 

for the Panchayat Samitis were received at Block Head Quarters and that for 

the Zila Parishads at the District Head Quarters. The nomination papers were 

filed from 01.12.1994 to 03.12.1994 and the scrutiny thereof was made on 

05.12.1994. No details about the number of nomination papers received are 

available.   

Second Panchayat General Election, 2000 

6.  For the Second Panchayat General Elections, the nomination 

papers for the Panches and Sarpanches were received at the Head Quarters 

of the Gram Panchayats and that of Members Panchayat Samitis at the 

Block Head Quarters. The nomination papers for Members of Zila Parishads 

were however, received at District Head Quarters. The details of the district 

wise number of nomination papers of the contesting candidates are given

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Chapter- 9 
 

Political Parties and Symbols 
 
1.  No separate registration and recognition of Political parties is 

done by the State Election Commission, Haryana at its own level. Rather the 

registration and recognition of the National parties and the State level parties 

in Haryana State made by the Election Commission of India has been 

adopted by the State Election Commission Haryana, for which the list is 

maintained and updated as and when any changes are notified by the 

Election Commission of India. 

2.  Rule 33 (2) of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election Rules, 1994 

provides that the list of symbols shall be published by the State Election 

Commission in official gazette and he may in the like manner add to or vary 

such list. 

3.  Before the First Panchayat General Elections held in December, 

1994, the Commission vide its notification No.SEC/PR/94, dated 15.09.1994 

notified the list of symbols for elections to Members of Zila Parishads, 

Members of Panchayat Samitis, Sarpanches and Panches of Gram 

Panchayats. A copy of the orders is attached as Annexure 62. 

4.  Later on, in exercise of powers conferred on it under clause (1) 

of Article 243K of the Constitution of India and Section 212 of the Haryana 

Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 read with Rule 33 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj 

Election Rules, 1994, the Commission issued the Haryana Panchayati Raj 

Elections Symbols (Reservation and Allotment) Order, 1996 attached at 

Annexure 64. This order provides that the State Election Commission shall 

notify from time to time the election or elections which shall be held on party 

basis and elections which shall not be held on party basis. The 1996 orders 

also provides that the list of reserved symbols for the candidates set up by 
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Political Parties and the list of free symbols for independent candidates (i.e. 

candidates not set up by Political Parties) shall be notified by the Commission 

from time to time. It also provides that the Commission shall notify from time 

to time the list of recognised Political Parties and symbols reserved for them 

and the list of registered but unrecognised Political Parties. It also provides 

that every candidate in an election to Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad not 

held on party basis, shall declare in the nomination paper first filed by him the 

choice of three symbols from the list of free symbols for the election of 

Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad as the case may be, indicating the order 

of his preference. The order also provides the procedure for allotment of 

symbols. The orders also provides that in the elections to the offices of 

Panches and Sarpanches which were not held on party basis, on the last date 

of withdrawal of nominations, the symbols (from the list notified by the 

Commission) shall be allotted to the contesting candidates seriatumwise in 

the order in which their names are mentioned in the list of contesting 

candidates prepared in Hindi in alphabetical order of Devnagri Script. It also, 

provides that no candidate will ask for any other symbol but for the symbol 

notified by the State Election Commission. The lists of symbols were revised 

from time to time. The latest list of symbols notified by the Commission’s 

notification No.SEC/2E-III/2002/1605, dated 01.05.2002 are given below :-

BALLOT BOXES AND BALLOT PAPERS 
Ballot Boxes 

 
1.  Rule 40 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election Rules, 1994 

provides that every ballot box shall, subject to general or special order of the 

State Election Commission, be of such design that ballot papers can be 

inserted therein but cannot be withdrawn there from without the box being 

unlocked and the seals being broken. No independent and separate design of 

ballot box was made by the State Election Commission and the same ballot 

boxes used for the Assembly and Parliamentary elections, were used in the 

Panchayat elections as well. The Commission had purchased 1500 ballot 

boxes for the use in the Panchayat elections. Since a very large number of 

ballot boxes are required to be used for the Panchayat General Elections and 

also for the bye-elections, the ballot boxes were taken from the State Election 

Department on rent basis. The details of the total number of ballot boxes used 

for the Second Panchayat General Elections, 2000 and the amount of rent 

paid to the State Election Department are given below :-

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2.  The instructions for the use of ballot boxes have been provided 

in the compendium of instructions for the Returning Officers/Assistant 

Returning Officers provided by the Commission. 

Electronic Voting Machines (EVMs) 

3.  As per provisions in the 1994 Act every Ward of a Gram 

Panchayat is an independent constituency, therefore, there are about 65000 

constituencies for the Panchayat elections. For such a large number of  65000 

territorial constituencies, if EVMs are to be used for Panchayat elections, a 

very large number of EVMs would be required to be taken on rent from the 

Election Commission of India. Besides this, in view the provisions in the 

Panchayat Act to keep the ballot papers in custody for one year after the 

completion of election, the Election Commission of India would not lend such 

a large number of its EVMs for the Panchayat elections as the same would 

then be blocked for one year. Further, the purchase of the EVMs  by the 

Commission has not been found feasible, as it involved investment of huge 

amount of funds. Therefore, no amendment in the Panchayat Act for use of 

EVMs for the Panchayat Elections has been proposed by the Commission.  

Ballot Papers 
 
4.  Rule 41 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election Rules, 1994 

provides that every ballot paper shall be of such design as may be approved 

by the State Election Commission and the ballot paper for election of 

Panches, Sarpanches, Members of Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishads 

shall be in four different colours through out the State of Haryana. The 

Commission had issued instructions for printing of ballot papers providing 

therein the specifications about size and form of the ballot paper. 
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First Panchayat General Elections-1994 

5.  For the First Panchayat General Elections held in December, 

1994, blank ballot papers of two to eighteen symbols were printed for the 

elections to the offices of Panches and Sarpanches of Gram Panchayats. 

Since, instructions issued by the Commission vide its No.660/SEC/E-III/94, 

dated 05.12.1994 and the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election Symbols 

(Reservation and Allotment) Order, 1996 does not provide any choice in the 

symbols to the candidates in the election to the offices of Panches and 

Sarpanches, the Returning Officer assigned the symbols alphabetically to the 

candidates from the list of symbols notified by the Commission. The names of 

the contesting candidates in the elections to each Ward of the Gram 

Panchayats and also to the offices of Sarpanch of the Gram Panchayats were 

written by the Returning Officers in the lists of contesting candidates prepared 

by them and sent to the district authorities immediately after the last date of 

withdrawal of candidature. Thereafter, the required number of blank ballot 

papers as per the number of voters allotted to a Polling Station plus 5% extra 

ballot papers to meet the exigency which may arise, were supplied to the 

Presiding Officers a day before the date of Poll. The Presiding Officers were 

directed to fill up the details of the Names of the contesting candidate, Ward 

Number, Names of the Gram Panchayat, Names of the Block and the District 

and put his signatures on the blank ballot papers. The filled up ballot papers 

duly signed by the Presiding Officers were issued to the voters in the Polling 

Stations on the date of poll. Similar details were also to be written on the 

blank ballot papers used in the elections to the office of Sarpanch. 

6.  However, for the election to the Members of Panchayat Samitis 

and Zila Parishads, the ballot papers were printed by the Controller of Printing 

& Stationery Department, on which the name of the candidate, the symbols 
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assigned to them, Ward Number, Names of Panchayat Samitis and Zila 

Parishads etc. were also got printed. In some cases, the ballot papers were 

got printed from the private printing presses as well. 

Second Panchayat General Elections-2000 

7.  For the Second Panchayat General Elections held in March, 

2000, it was decided that the ballot papers even for the elections to the offices 

of Panches and Sarpanches of the Gram Panchayats shall also be got printed 

on the pattern of the ballot papers printed for the elections to the offices of the 

Members of Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishads. As every Ward of the 

Gram Panchayat is an independent constituency, the work for printing of the 

ballot papers involved printing of about more than 60000 types of ballot 

papers. The State Printing and Stationery Department expressed its inability 

for printing of the ballot papers for the Panchayat elections on the ground that 

the Department did not have the required infrastructure for printing of more 

than 60000 types of ballot papers. The total number of ballot papers required 

to be printed were about four crores. Hence, tenders were invited, which were 

processed and finalized by a High Powered Purchase Committee comprising 

of State Election Commissioner, Haryana, Director, Supplies & Disposal, 

Haryana, Director, Panchayats Haryana, Director, Local Bodies, Haryana, 

Joint Secretary, Finance Department, Haryana and Controller, Printing & 

Stationery Department, Haryana. The instructions issued by the Commission 

requiring the printing of ballot papers in different colours i.e. white for 

Panches, blue for Sarpanches, yellow for Member Panchayat Samitis and 

pink for Member Zila Parishad. Since the coloured paper in required quantity 

and also of the required shape (i.e. in rolls) was not available with the 

Controller, Printing & Stationery Department at the time of printing of ballot 

papers, it was decided that instead of getting the ballot papers printed on 
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coloured papers, the ballot papers should be printed in inks of the required 

colours on white paper because the coloured papers of required colours in 

sufficient quantity could not be procured by the department of Printing & 

Stationery for completing the printing of the ballot papers within five days. 

Supervision of Security Presses 
8.  In order to ensure timely completion of printing of ballot papers, 

the Deputy Commissioners were asked to deploy experienced and competent 

officers for supervision of printing of the ballot papers at the printing Presses 

and review the progress of work regularly during the period when the printing 

was undertaken. In response to the request of the Commission, the 

Commissioner of Police, Delhi Administration, provided the required police 

force at the Security Printing Presses. Instructions were issued that no 

unauthorized person shall be allowed to enter inside the Printing Presses 

when the printing work was in progress. The instructions were also issued for 

making adequate security arrangements for the transportation of the ballot 

papers from the printing presses to the District/Block Headquarter’s and also 

for storing the ballot papers in lock and key till they were issued to the polling 

staff.

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Chapter- 11 

POLLING STATIONS 

Determination of Polling Stations 
 
1.  Under Rule 20 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election Rules, 

1994, the Deputy Commissioner-cum-District Election Officer (Panchayat) is 

required to provide sufficient number of Polling Stations for every election 

showing the area for which they have been set up and the description of office 

i.e. Panch, Sarpanch of the Gram Panchayat, Member Panchayat Samiti and 

Zila Parishad for which the votes shall be casted at the Polling Stations. 

2.  Simultaneously poll to all the four offices of the Panchayati Raj 

Institutions i.e Panches, Sarpanches and Members of Panchayat Samitis and 

Zila Parishads were held on the same day at the Polling Stations in the First 

and Second Panchayat General Elections. Four simultaneous polls four ballot 

papers are given to one voter for all the four offices. Therefore, not more than 

500 voters were allotted to one Polling Station. Depending upon the number 

of voters, at least one Polling Station is established for a Gram Panchayat. 

However in the Gram Panchayats having larger population, the number of 

such Polling Stations varied from three to ten or even more. 

Location of Polling Stations  

3.  The Polling Stations were located generally in the buildings of 

the Government Schools, Government Aided Schools, buildings of 

Government Offices/Semi Government Offices, Offices of Gram Panchayat 

and Chopals (Community Centres). However, if necessary the Polling 

Stations may be located in private buildings, also. 

Publication of Polling Stations 

4.  The list of Polling Stations is required to be published twenty 

days before the date of poll and the copies of such list are affixed on the  
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notice board of the office of the Deputy Commissioner, Additional Deputy 

Commissioner, Zila Parishad, Sub-Divisional Officer (Civil), Block 

Development & Panchayat Officer, Panchayat Samiti and the Gram 

Panchayat concerned and at conspicuous places within the Sabha Area 

concerned. 

Number of Polling Station 

5.  The total number of Polling Stations set up in the State for the 

First Panchayat General Elections-1994 held in three phases, were 14298. 

  The number of Polling Stations set up in the State for the 

Second Panchayat General Elections-2000 held in two phases, however 

were, 16146. The district-wise details of which are given in the Annexure 28. 
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Chapter- 12 

MODEL CODE OF CONDUCT 

1.  In exercise of powers conferred under Article 243K(1) of the 

Constitution of India, the State Election Commission, Haryana issued the 

Model Code of Conduct for elections to the Panchayati Raj Institutions (i.e. 

offices of Panches, Sarpanches of Gram Panchayats, Members of Panchayat 

Samitis and Zila Parishads) to ensure free, fair and peaceful elections. The 

Model Code of Conduct was made applicable to be observed by all the 

political parties, contesting candidates, ministers, employees of the State 

Government and Local Bodies and other public servants related to the 

Panchayati Raj Institutions elections. The Model Code of Conduct was 

enforced from the date of issue of the notification for the elections till the date 

of declaration of result of the Panchayati Raj Institutions concerned. 

2. Ban on Sale of Liquor As per the provisions of the Model Code of 

Conduct, the campaigning was stopped 48 hours before the hours fixed for 

the close of poll. In compliance with the instructions issued by the State 

Election Commission, the Financial Commissioner & Secretary to 

Government, Haryana, Prohibition and Excise & Taxation Department to 

notify  ‘dry days’ at or around the areas where the Panchayat elections 

were held for such period during which the Panchayat elections were held. 

The period of dry days declared and notified included the period of one day 

before the poll day, i.e. the polling and counting day and the day immediately, 

thereafter. In compliance with the instructions issued by the State Election 

Commission, the Financial Commissioner & Secretary to Government, 

Haryana, Prohibition and Excise & Taxation Department also issued 

directions to the field offices that :- 
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(i) no liquor shops, hotels, restaurants, clubs and other establishments 
selling/serving liquor should be permitted to sell and serve liquor on 
the aforesaid dates. 

 
(ii) no proprietary clubs, Star Hotels, restaurants etc. and hotels run by 

anyone even if they are issued different categories of licenses for 
possessions and supply of liquor, should  be permitted to serve 
liquors on these days. 

 
(iii) the storage of liquors by individuals shall be curtailed during the 

above period and the restrictions provided in the Excise Law on the 
storage in unlicensed premises should be vigorously enforced. 

 
(iv) Steps should also be taken to prohibit sale of liquor in adjoining 

areas where elections were held, so that there were no chances of 
clandestine movement of liquor from those areas where the 
restrictions were not in operation. 

 
3.  A copy of instructions issued by the Financial Commissioner & 

Secretary to Government Haryana, Prohibition and Excise & Taxation 

Department. 

4.   Declaration of Holiday-    In compliance with the instructions issued 

by the State Election Commission,  the Chief Secretary to Government 

Haryana also declared dates of Polls as Holidays under Section 25 of the 

Negotiable Instruments Act, 1881, at the places where the polls were 

scheduled to be held, so that the workers engaged in various factories and 

commercial establishments located in the above areas could exercise their 

right to votes. 

5. Ban on Transfer-            Further in compliance with the instructions 

issued by the State Election Commission, the State Government also issued 

orders imposing ban on transfers of officers and officials connected with 

process of election in the Panchayati Raj Institutions and also ban on 

recruitments, appointments/promotions during the period when the Model 

Code of Conduct was in force (Annexure-84). 

6. Ban on release of grants and laying foundation stones etc.- In 

compliance with the instructions issued by the Commission, the State 
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Government also issued instructions that during the period when the Model 

Code of Conduct is in force, the Ministers will not give any grant from the 

Government funds and no foundation stone will be laid down for any new 

project or scheme. 

7.  Misuse of Vehicle-      Instructions were also issued by the State 

Election Commission to the Deputy Commissioners-cum-District Election 

Officers (Panchayat) about preventing misuse of vehicles on the poll day.  

8. Miscellaneous -  Instructions were also issued to the Deputy 

Commissioners about the use of Electoral Photo Identity Cards during polling, 

to hold meetings with the representatives of the Political Parties, deployment 

of police force at the counting centres, review law and order situation during 

the elections, to conduct videography of critical events during poll. 

Copies of the Model Code of Conduct and the instructions were 

also sent to the Government to observe Model Code of Conduct, are also 

enclosed as Annexure-76,80 and 83. 
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Chapter- 13 

Observers 
1.  In exercise of powers conferred under Article 243K of the 

Constitution of India, the Commission had appointed senior IAS officers as 

Election Observers  and Senior Officers of the Excise and Taxation 

Department as Expenditure Observers for the Second Panchayat General 

Elections held in March, 2000 and also for the  bye-elections held thereafter.  

2.  The Election Observers were asked to oversee the election 

process in the Districts allotted to them and the Expenditure Observers in 

particular were assigned the responsibility to observe that the expenditure 

incurred by the contesting candidates for the election are as per the limits 

prescribed by the Commission. 

3.  Detailed instructions were issued to all the Deputy 

Commissioners in the State to ensure that suitable accomodation in the 

Government Rest Houses or Circuit Houses, Government vehicles, telephone 

facilities, police escorts and security guards are provided to the Observers 

appointed for their Districts. The Deputy Commissioners were also asked that 

a senior Revenue Officers be deputed to accompany the Observers, during 

his visit to the Polling Stations. A copy of the guidelines issued for the 

Observers is enclosed as Annexure 71. 

4.  The Election Observers were asked to paste stickers on their 

vehicles clearly showing that the vehicle was being used by the Election 

Observer. The Observers were also advised that they should meet the 

representatives of the recognized political parties, the candidates and also 

listen to their grievances and look into the complaints received from the 

candidates and general public. They were also, advised to give special 

attention to the sensitive polling stations and in the cases of threats to the 
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voters and specially to the people belonging to the weaker sections. The 

Expenditure Observers were instructed to ensure that the contesting 

candidates should maintain day to day accounts of expenditure incurred by 

them from the last date of withdrawal onwards. They were also asked to see 

that all expenses incurred by the contesting candidates or their authorized 

election agents, on petrol, postage, printing of pamphlets, election campaign 

material, advertisements in the newspapers, expenditure on stationery items 

and any other such expenses which may be directly or indirectly related with 

the election are taken into account.

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Chapter- 14 

LAW AND ORDER-REVIEW MEETINGS 
 

1.  In the communication dated 07.03.2000 addressed to all the 

Commissioners of the Divisions in the State, the Commission requested them 

that though instructions had already been issued to the Deputy 

Commissioners-cum-District Election Officers (Panchayat) for ensuring free 

and fair elections to the Panchayati Raj Institutions (i.e. offices of Panches, 

Sarpanches of Gram Panchayats, Members of Panchayat Samitis and Zila 

Parishads) and to make arrangements as per the schedule issued by the 

Commission, yet it would be more appropriate if the Divisional Commissioners 

take-up review meetings with the Deputy Commissioners-cum-District 

Election Officers (Panchayat) and other officers in their jurisdiction and 

oversee the arrangements made in their Divisions.  The Divisional 

Commissioners were also requested to hold review meetings preferably a few 

days before the date of poll, with the Deputy Commissioners, Senior 

Superintendents of Police, Additional Deputy Commissioners, City 

Magistrates and Returning Officers appointed for the municipal elections in 

their Divisions to take stock of the poll arrangements. The Divisional 

Commissioners were also advised to associate Inspector Generals of Police 

of the Police Range of the division, in such review meetings.  

2.  The Divisional Commissioners were also advised to give special 

attention to the following aspects of the arrangements required to be made for 

the conduct of Panchayati Raj Institutions elections in a free and fair manner- 

1. To see that there is no breach of duty on the part of the 
officers and officials deputed for the election. 

 
2. General review of security arrangements for the conduct 

of elections and special attention to sensitive polling 
stations. 
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3. Proper and timely distribution of election material to the 
polling parties. 

 
4. Proper transport arrangements of election material and 

polling parties and safe transportation of ballot boxes to 
the counting centres. 

 
5. Proper handling of law and order problem and strict 

implementation of the orders on prohibition. 
 

6. Security arrangements for storage of ballot boxes and 
ballot papers. 

 
7. To provide security to the Returning Officers and 

Assistant Returning Officers. 
 

3.  The Deputy Commissioners-cum-District Election Officers 

(Panchayat)  were separately also advised to hold meetings of political parties 

to brief them to adhere to and observe the Code of Conduct and not to 

indulge in any activity, which might cause tension between different political 

parties, different castes and communities and religious bodies and also to 

refrain from criticism of all aspects of private life not concerned with the public 

activities of the leaders or workers of other political parties based on false 

allegations or of distortion of facts. The Deputy Commissioners-cum-District 

Election Officers (Panchayat) were also advised that political parties should 

also be apprised of the offences of election laws pertaining to the 

transportation and conveyance of voters to and fro from the polling stations, 

holding public meetings during the period of 48 hours before hour fixed for the 

close of poll, campaigning within hundred meters of the polling stations, 

bribing of voters, intimidation of voters, personalisation of voters, instructions 

relating to prohibition etc. 

4.  Instructions were issued to the Deputy Commissioners-cum-

District Election Officers (Panchayat) that the officers deployed on election 

duty in connection with the preparation, revision and correction of the voters 

lists and the conduct of Panchayati Raj Institutions elections should not be 
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entrusted with any other duty for the period during which they were so 

deployed and such officers and staff should be directed to attend the 

meetings at district level as and when called in this connection by the district 

authorities and the State Election Commission.  They should also be warned 

that non-compliance of the directions issued by the State Election 

Commission and non-attendance of the meetings by the concerned officers 

and staff may attract criminal liability within the meaning of Sections 185 and 

188 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994.   

5.  Videography of critical events during the process of election, on 

the day of poll and at the time of counting of votes and declaration of result, 

was allowed for which the video cameras were arranged by the Deputy 

Commissioners-cum-District Election Officers (Panchayats) and the 

Observers (General) and Observers (Expenditure) were also advised to see 

that events relating to riots or rioting situations, booth capturing, intimidation of 

voters and displaying of expenditure were invariably videographed. In this 

regard instructions were issued by the Commission vide its Order dated 

11.06.1996, a copy of which is annexed as Annexure-76.   

6.  After issuing the election programme on 23.02.2000 for the 

Second Panchayat General Elections, the Commission vide its letter 

No.SEC/E-III/3443 dated 23.02.2000 asked the State Home Department to 

take measures for maintaining law and order to ensure free and fair elections.  

The Home Department was also requested to issue instructions to the District 

Police Authorities to undertake mop-up operations to the areas infested with 

anti-social elements with special attention to un-earth and cease un-licensed 

arms and ammunition.  The instructions also included that no new arms 

licenses be issued w.e.f. 18.02.2000, the date on which model code of 

conduct had come into force with the announcement of the election 
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programme and also that order be issued prohibiting carrying of all licensed 

fire and lethal weapons.  The Home Department was also requested that 

arrangement of deployment of police at each polling station and also in the 

areas near the sensitive polling stations should be made.  The Senior 

Superintendents of Police were also requested to send daily law and order 

report of their districts and copy of the order for deployment of police force for 

the conduct of elections. The district-wise details of numbers of Police 

personals deployed on election duty during the Second Panchayat General 

Elections held in March, 2000 are given below :- 

Sr.

POLL 

First Panchayat General Elections, 1994 

1.  The State Election Commission vide its notification 

No.527/SEC/E-III/94, dated 30.11.1994 issued the election schedule for the 

conduct of elections for the Panches, Sarpanches and Members of Panchayat 

Samitis and Zila Parishads in the State. The Polls were held in three phases 

on 11.12.1994, 15.12.1994 and 19.12.1994.  For finalising the programme for 

polls, the matter was discussed by the State Election Commissioner with all 

the Deputy Commissioners in the State and the Political Parties. In the 

meeting with the Political Parties it was decided that the elections to Panches 

and Sarpanches be held on non-party basis and for the Members of 

Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishads, it might be held on party basis. The

4.  Keeping in view that men and material will easily move from one 

block to another and the police force from one district to the other nearby 

district wherever required, the schedule for the elections to Panches and 

Sarpanches, Members of Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishads for 

conducting the polls in the State in three phases on 12.03.2000, 19.03.2000 

and 26.03.2000 was issued by the State Election Commission vide its 

notification number SEC/E-III/2000/3403, dated 23.02.2000. However, 

keeping in view the non-availibity of teachers and school buildings, the 

programme had to be revised to conduct the polls on 12.03.2000 and 

16.03.2000. Before finalizing the programme for the Second Panchayat 

General Elections, the State Election Commissioner discussed the matter in 
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detail with the Deputy Commissioners and Senior Superintendents of Police.

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Chapter- 16 

COUNTING OF VOTES 

1.  The detailed instructions for counting of votes have been 

provided in the booklets titled as “Guidelines for the Presiding Officers” and 

“Instructions for the Returning Officers/Assistant Returning Officers”. 

2.  In the programme for the elections to the offices of Panches & 

Sarpanches of Gram Panchayats, Members of Panchayat Samitis and Zila 

Parishads in the State as notified by the Commission, directions were given 

that the counting of votes polled for the elections to Panches and Sarpanches 

shall be made at the Polling Stations itself immediately after the close of poll. 

However, the counting of votes polled for the elections to Members of 

Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishads were directed to be made on 

17.03.2000 at the places specified by the Deputy Commissioner-cum-District 

Election Officers (Panchayat). 

3.  The counting of votes for elections to Panches and Sarpanches 

commenced at the Polling Stations itself immediately after the close of Poll 

(i.e. after 4.00 P.M.) and the results were declared after completing the 

process of counting. 

4.  Because 17.03.2000 was declared as public holiday on account 

of Id-ul Juha, the Commission vide its notification dated 13.03.2000 issued 

directions that the counting of votes polled to the elections to the offices of 

Members of Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishads should be made on 

18.03.2000 (from 8.00 A.M. to onward) and the results were accordingly 

declared by the Returning Officers of the Panchayat Samitis and Zila 

Parishads after completing the countings. 
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Chapter- 17 

ELECTION OF CHAIRPERSONS 

1. As per provisions contained in Section 8 of the Haryana 

Panchayati Raj 1994 Act, direct elections to the offices of Chairpersons of the 

Gram Panchayat i.e. Sarpanch were held in the State.  The Sarpanch is 

elected by the Gram Sabha  from amongst its voters, by secret  ballot. 

2.   However, as per provisions contained in Section 57(2) and 

Section 118 (1)(d) of the 1994 Act, the election to the offices of Chairmen and 

Vice-Chairmen of Panchayat Samitis and President and Vice-Presidents of 

Zila Parishads are held by indirect elections and they are elected by and from 

amongst the elected members of the Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad as 

the case may be.   

Procedure 

3.  As per provisions in the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 Act 

and the Rules made thereunder on the constitution of a Panchayat Samiti, a 

meeting for election of Chairman and Vice-Chairman is required to be 

convened by the DDPO and held at block office or such other place specified 

by convener of the meeting who shall preside over the meeting within four 

weeks from the date on which the names of the elected members are notified 

in the official Gazette by the State Election Commission.  A notice in writing to 

the members, specifying date, time and place of the meeting is required to be 

sent at the ordinary place of residence of the members at least seven days 

from the date of the meeting either by post or in such other manner as the 

officer convening the meeting may consider fit. The Chairman and Vice 

Chairman are elected by majority of the members attending the meeting and   

in case of equality of votes the result shall be decided by draw of lots.  After 

the completion of the election process, the DDPO is required to send the 
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result of the election to the District Election Officer (Panchayat) on the same 

day.  The names of the members elected as Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen 

are notified by the Commission under the relevant provisions of the Act.  

4.   Similar procedure is required to be followed for election to the 

offices of President and Vice-President of the Zila Parishad for which the 

meeting is convened by the Deputy Commissioner-cum-District Election 

Officer (Panchayat) concerned or any other officer authorised by him for this 

purpose.   

5.  The names of the Presidents and Vice-Presidents of the Zila 

Parishads elected after the Second Panchayat General Elections held in

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the Deputy Commissioner to be observed for conduct of elections to these 

offices.  A copy of the instructions issued vide letter No.SEC/2E-III/2001/5844-

62, dated 03.05.2001 is enclosed as Annexure 96 and 97.  
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Chapter- 18 

FILLING OF CASUAL VACANCIES 

1.  Section 6 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj  Act, 1994 provides 

that whenever a vacancy occurs due to death, resignation, removal or 

otherwise of a Panch, Sarpanch, Member, Chairman, Vice-Chairman of 

Panchayat Samiti, President or Vice-President of the Zila Parihsad as the 

case may be, a new Panch, Sarpanch, Member, Chairman, Vice-Chairman, 

President or Vice President as the case may be, shall be elected in the 

manner as may be prescribed. It also provides that any person elected to fill 

up a vacancy shall hold office for the unexpired period of the term for 

which such person in whose place he is elected would have otherwise 

continued in office.  

2.  After the First Panchayat General Elections of the Panchayati 

Raj Institutions held in December, 1994, 1916 casual vacancies of Panches, 

275 of Sarpanches, 75 of Members Panchayat Samitis and 12 of Members 

Zila Parishad, occurred due to death, resignation and orders of 

disqualification/removal/ quashing made by the Deputy Commissioners and 

Civil/High Courts, were filled in the bye-elections. 

3.  After the Second Panchayat General Elections-2000 held in 

the State on 12.03.2000 and 16.03.2000, a total of 2875 casual vacancies 

occurred due to deaths and resignations, the elected persons and orders of 

disqualification/removal/quashing made by the Deputy Commissioners and 

the courts had been filled up by the Commission in various bye-elections as 

per the details given below. Elections to fill 557 vacant seats of Panches, 28 

office of Sarpanches, 48 of Members of Panchayat Samitis and 5 of Members 

Zila Parishads, for which either no nominations were filed or elections could 
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not be held for one reason or other during the Second Panchayat General 

Elections held on 12.03.2000 and 16.03.2000, were also held alongwith the

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Chapter- 19 

ELECTION EXPENSES 
 
1.  In exercise of the powers conferred under Article 243K of the 

Constitution and Section 212 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994, the 

Commission has notified the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election Expenditure 

(Maintenance and Submission of Accounts) Order, 1996.  The order provides 

that the Commission shall notify from time to time the election expenditure 

limit at an election to be incurred by a candidate or his authorised election 

agent.  It also provides that every contesting candidate at an election shall 

have to maintain the day to day election expenditure account in accordance 

with the  procedure laid down in para 5 of the Order and shall within 30 days 

from the declaration of result of election, lodge with the Deputy 

Commissioner-cum-District Election Officer (Panchayat) or any other officer 

as specified by the Commission in duplicate  an account of election expenses, 

which shall be a true copy of the account maintained by him  or by his election 

agent in the prescribed performa.  The Deputy Commissioner shall retain one 

copy of the account of the election expenses and submit the second copy to 

the Commission. 

  Before the First General Elections which were held in 1994, the 

Commission had notified vide No.SEC/E-III/94/180, dated 09.11.1994, the

1.  Special efforts were made by the Commission for depositing the 

amount of receipts on account of forfeiture of securities, sale of copies of the 

electoral rolls, sale of expenditure registers in the Receipt Head “0070-Other 

Administrative Services-02-Election-101 (Sale of Election Forms & 

Documents), 104 (Fees, Fines and Forfeiture) and 800 (Other Receipts) 

relating to Elections including the Panchayat and Municipal elections. These 

amounts, in many cases, were initially retained by the Block Authorities and 

were not deposited in the Government Treasury under the Receipt Head 

“0070-Other Administrative Services-02-Election-101 (Sale of Election Forms 

& Documents), 104 (Fees, Fines and Forfeiture) and 800 (Other Receipts) 

relating to the Elections. When this came to the notice of the Commission 

during internal audit of the accounts maintained by the Deputy 

Commissioners for the Panchayats, a campaign was started to recover these 

amounts from the Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishads in the State and  

deposited these amounts in the Government Treasuries under the Receipt 

Head relating to the Elections.

Besides this, the percentage of elected persons belonging to 

various categories declared disqualified/removed under the provisions of 

Section 175/177 and 51 of the Panchayati Raj Act, 1994, to the total number 

of elected persons belonging to the categories also have been worked out. 

Most of these elected persons, have been declared disqualified/removed from 

their offices on the ground that they were having more than two living children 

on the cut off date prescribed in the Act. 

Panches-

Panchayats in the State, 30674 Panches were elected Unopposed. That 

means election to 56% of the offices of Panches of the Gram Panchayats 

were Unopposed. 

  57556 candidates contested the elections for the remaining 

24090 seats of Panches. Thus on an average 1.6 number of candidates 

contested for the election to one seat of Panch. 

Sarpanches- 

  The elections to the offices of Sarpanches of the Gram 

Panchayats in the State, were contested very hotly as the percentage of 
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Sarpanches elected Unopposed is just 12%. It means that out of the total 

number of 6035 offices of Sarpanches in the State only 701 Sarpanches were 

elected Unopposed.

2.   And whereas since the Board of School Eduction Haryana, 
Bhiwani had issued the detesheet for Senior Secondary Certificate Annual 
Examinations March, 2000 to be held from 7th March, 2000 to 29th March, 2000 
vide its programme dated 5.2.2000, the Financial Commissioner & Secretary to 
Government Haryana, Education and Language Department, Chandigarh, 
Director, Secondary Education, Haryana, Chandigarh and Secretary, Board of 
School Education Haryana, Bhiwani were requested vide Commission’s letter No.

In exercise of powers conferred under Rule 16 & 17 of the Haryana 
Panchayati Raj (Elections) Rules, 1994 and all other powers enabling him in this 
behalf, the State Election Commissioner, Haryana hereby authorises all the 
District Election Officers (Panchayat) in the State to appoint officers of the 
Government not below the rank of Group ‘B’ officers preferably Assistant 
Commissioners,  Extra Assistant Commissioners, District Revenue Officers 
and Tehsildars as Returning Officers (Panchayat) in their respective districts for 
elections to Members of the Panchayat Samitis. Though the proviso to Rule 16 
of the Rules ibid provides options for appointing the same person to be Returning 
Officer (Panchayat) for elections to the Members of more-than one Panchayat 
Samitis, it is, however, emphasised that as far as possible one officer be appointed 
as Returning Officer (Panchayat) for the wards of only one Panchayat Samiti. 
 
2.  Further in exercise of powers conferred by Rule 17 of Haryana 
Panchayati Raj (Election) Rules, 1994 and all other powers enabling him in this 
behalf, the State Election Commissioner, Haryana hereby further authorises the 
District Election Officers (Panchayat) to appoint officers of the Government 
preferably Group ‘B” officers as Assistant Returning Officers (Panchayat) in their 
respective districts to assist the Returning Officer (Panchayats) in the performance 
of his functions as Returning Officers (Panchayat) for the election to Members of 
Panchayat Samiti. 
 
3.  Further in exercise of powers vested under Rule 17 of the Haryana 
Panchayati Raj (Election) Rules, 1994 the State Election Commissioner also 
authorises all the District Election Officers (Panchayat) to appoint officers of the 
Government as Assistant Returning officers (Panchayat) in their respective districts 
for the election to Members of Zila Parishad to assist the District Election Officer 
(Panchayat) in performance of his functions as Returning Officer (Panchayat) for 
Zila Parishad. It is, however emphasised that same officers who have been 
appointed as Returning Officer (Panchayat) for elections to Members of 
Panchayat Samitis, may preferably be appointed as Assistant Returning Officer 
(Panchayat) to assist the District Election Officer (Panchayat) in performance of 
his functions of Returning Officer (Panchayat) for the Zila Parishad. 
 
4.  Further in exercise of powers vested under Rule 16 of the Haryana 
Panchayati Raj (Election) Rules, 1994 and all other powers enabling him in this 
behalf, the State Election Commissioner, Haryana hereby authorises all the District 
Election Officers (Panchayat) to appoint officers of the Government not below the 
rank of Group “B” officers as Returning Officers (Panchayat) in their respective 
district for elections to Sarpanches and Members of the Gram Panchayats. 
However, in case sufficient number of Group ‘B’ officers are not available in some 
districts, the District Election Officer (Panchayat) shall seek exemption from the 
State Election Commission to appoint Senior Group “C” officers as Returning 
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Officers (Panchayat) in their respective districts for elections to Sarpanches and 
Panches of Gram Panchayats. 
 
5.  Further in exercise of powers under Rule 17 of Haryana Panchayati 
Raj (Election) Rules, 1994, the State Election Commissioner also authorises all the 
District Election Officers (Panchayat) to appoint officers of the Government as 
Assistant Returning Officers (Panchayats) in the respective districts to assist the 
Returning Officer (Panchayat) in performance of their functions as Returning 
Officer (Panchayat) in performance of their functions as Returning Officer 
(Panchayat) for the elections to Sarpanches and Members of Gram Panchayats. 
 
6.  Under Rule 16 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj (Election) Rules, 1994 
the State Election Commissioner also directs that the Returning Officers 
(Panchayats) for the elections to the members of Gram Panchayats, Panchayat 
Samiti and Zila Parishads and Sarpanches of Gram Panchayats would deem to 
include functions of Assistant Returning Officers(Panchayat), but they shall not 
scrutinies the nomination papers of the contesting candidates for the members of 
Gram Panchayat, Panchayat Samiti, Zila Parishads and Sarpanches of the Gram 
Panchayats. Such powers shall vest only in the Returning Officers (Panchayat). 
 
7.  This supersedes all the previous orders/instructions issued by the 
State Election Commission so far as they relate to the appointment of Returning 
Officer (Panchayat) and Assistant Returning Officer (Panchayat) for elections to 
Members of Gram Panchayat, Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishads and 
Sarpanches of Gram Panchayats in the State.

  A Notification No.SEC/E-III/2000/2756, dated 16.02.2000 regarding 
appointment of Returning Officers (Panchayat) and Assistant Returning Officers 
(Panchayat) for the election to Members of Gram Panchayats, Panchayat Samitis, 
Zila Parishads and Sarpanches of the Gram Panchayats in the State has been 
issued by the Commission a copy of which is also enclosed for reference. You are, 
therefore, requested that Returning Officers (Panchayat) and Assistant Returning 
Officers(Panchayat) for these elections may please be appointed immediately. 
 
2.  Since these elections are to completed before 31st March, 2000 as 
per the directions of the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India for which the election 
programme would be issued shortly. A copy of the list of Returning Officers 
(Panchayat) and Assistant Returning Officers (Panchayat) appointed by you may 
also be sent to the Commission urgently. 
 
3.  As per provisions contained in Rule 21 of Haryana Panchayati Raj 
Election Rules, 1994 the Presiding Officers and Polling Officers to assist the 
Presiding Officers are to be appointed by the Returning Officer(Panchayat). 
Further first proviso of sub-rule (1) of Rule 21 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj 
Election Rules, 1994 provides that no person who is not a Government Servant or 
a servant of any authority under Municipal Law or any Public Undertaking in the 
Government shall be appointed as Presiding Officer. 
 
4.  The Commission has decided that Group B Officers of the 
Government should be appointed as Presiding Officers incharge of the polling 
Stations and the Group ‘C’ officials of the Government available in the District may 
be appointed as Polling Officers. However, in cases where there are more than 
one Polling Station in the Sabha Area for elections to Members and Sarpanch of 
one Gram Panchayat then the Presiding Officer No.1 should be a Group ‘B’ 
Government Officer and other Presiding Officers of the Polling Stations in that 
Sabha Area could be from the Group ‘C’ officers of the Government. 
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5.  Since in the notification No.SEC/E-III/2000/2756, dated 16.02.2000 
referred to above it has been provided that Group ‘B’ Government Officers should 
be appointed as Returning Officers (Panchayat) for elections to Members and 
Sarpanch of a Gram Panchayat. Therefore, the same Group ‘B’ officers who had 
been appointed as Returning Officers (Panchayat) for election to Members and 
Sarpanch may be appointed as Presiding Officer incharge of the Polling Station in 
the Sabha Area of that Gram Panchayat. However, if there are more than one 
polling Stations in the Sabha Area of a Gram Panchayat then the officer who was 
appointed as Returning Officer (Panchayat) for elections to Members and 
Sarpanch of that Gram Panchayat should be appointed as designated as Presiding 
Officer No.1 and other Presiding Officers of other Polling Stations in the Sabha 
Area of that Gram Panchayat could be appointed as Returning Officers from Group 
‘C’ officers of the Government. 
 
6.  So far as counting of ballot papers and declaration of result for 
elections to Panches and Sarpanches are concerned relevant provisions contained 
in Chapter 10 i.e. from Rule 60 to 71 of Haryana Panchayati Raj Election Rules, 
1994 specially Rule 67 and 70 be kept in view. Besides this guide-lines in the form 
of booklet for declaration of result should also be taken into account kindly 
acknowledge the receipt of this letter.

Parishads in the State, the State Election Commission now has decided that as per 
provisions contained in Rule 16 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election Rules, 
1994 only Class-II Officers i.e. Group Officers of the Government shall be 
appointed as Returning Officers (Panchayat) for election to Members and 
Sarpanches of Gram Panchayats. Since the sufficient number of Group-B officers 
may not available in some districts to be appointed as Returning Officers 
(Panchayat) for each Gram Panchayat, in those cases the Group “B” officers of the 
Govt. would be appointed as Returning Officers (Panchayat) for the election to 
Members and Sarpanches of a Group of Gram Panchayats. To assist these Group 
‘B’ officers appointed as Returning Officers (Panchayat), under Rule 17 (1), Senior 
Class-III i.e. Group “C” officers may be appointed as Asstt. Returning 
Officers(Panchayat). Under Rule 17(2) of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election 
Rules, 1994 the Asstt. Returning Officers (Panchayat) shall subject to the control of 
Returning Officer(Panchayat), be competent to perform all or any of the functions 
of the Returning Officer (Panchayat). So wherever Group-C Officers of the 
Government are appointed as Asstt. Returning officers(Panchayats), they may be 
authorised by the Returning Officer(Panchayat) to discharge any of his functions. 
Accordingly the instructions issued in this Commission’s notification dated

It is clarified that a contesting 
candidate whose name starts in Hindi in Alphabete “c” shall be allotted symbol 
appearing at Sr.No.1 of the symbols notified by the State Election Commission. 
Other candidates shall also be allotted symbols in the same manner. 
 
(ii) Sarpanches 
  In case of Sarpanches the same procedure shall be followed as in 
the case of panches mentioned at Sr. No.(i) above. 
 
(iii) Panchayat Samiti Members 
  In case of members of Panchayat Samiti, every candidate shall 
choose 3 symbols in order of preference, out of symbols notified by the 
Commission and out of three symbols so chosen one symbol may be allotted to 
the contesting candidate, in case it has been chosen by any other candidate. 
  In case all the three symbols have also been chosen by the other 
candidates then the symbols may be allotted by draw of lots out of symbols notified 
by the State Election Commission. The same procedure shall be followed for all 
contesting candidates of the Panchayat Samiti. 
 
(iv) Zila Parishad Members 
  In case of members of Zila Parishad the same procedure as 
mentioned at Sr.No.(iii) above shall be followed for allotment of symbols. 
 
(v) Symbols for candidates sponsored by Political Parties. 
  In case contesting candidates has been sponsored by BJP or any 
other Political Party who may be allotted   a symbol by the State Election 
Commission of Haryana for Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad Elections, symbol 
allotted for such Political Party may be allotted to the candidate of the concerned 
Political Party.

symbols, for the recognition of political parties in relation thereto and for matters 
connected therewith; 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred under Clause (1) 
of Article 243K of the Constitution of India and Section 212 of the Haryana 
Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 (Haryana Act 11 of 1994) and Rule 33 of the Haryana 
Panchayati Raj (Elections) Rules, 1994 and  all other powers enabling it in this 
behalf, the State Election Commission, Haryana hereby makes the following order 
:- 
 

1. Short title, extent, application and commencement:- 
(1) This order may be called the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election 

Symbols (Reservation and Allotment) Order, 1996. 
(2) It shall extend to the whole of Haryana in relation to elections in all 

Gram Panchayats, Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishads. 
(3) It shall come into force on the date of its publication in the Haryana 

Government Gazette which date is hereinafter referred to the 
Commencement of this oder. 

2. Definition and Interpretation:- 
(1) In this order unless the context otherwise requires- 
(a) “Act” means the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 (Haryana 

Act 11 of 1994) 
(b) “Clause” means a clause of the Paragraph or sub-paragraph 

in which the word occurs; 
(c) “contested election” means an election in a Gram Panchayat, 

Panchayat Ward where a poll is taken; 
(d) “election” means an election to which this Order applies; 
(e) “elections held on party-basis” means an election in which a 

candidate set-up by a recognized political party gets an exclusive 
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allotment of symbol reserved for that party in accordance with the 
provisions of this order; 

(f) “recognized political party” means and includes every political 
party which has been recognized by the Election Commission of 
India as a National Party or as a State Party in the State of Haryana 
under the Election Symbols (Reservation and Allotment) Order, 
1968; 

(g) “registered but unrecognised political party” means and 
includes every political party having its head office in Haryana 
which is registered with but not recognized either as a National 
Party or as a State Party in Haryana by the Election Commission of 
India under the Election Symbols (Reservation and Allotment) 
Order, 1968; 

(h) “rule” means the Haryana Panchayati Raj (Elections) Rules, 
1994; 

(i) “State Election Commission” means the State Election 
Commission, Haryana constituted under Article 243-K of the 
Constitution read with Section 212 of the Act; and 

(j) “sub-paragraph” means a sub paragraph of the paragraph in 
which the word occurs. 

 
(2) Words and Expressions used but not defined in this order but defined 
in the Representation of the People Act, 1950 or the rules made thereunder or in 
the Representation of the People Act, 1951 or the rules made thereunder or the 
Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 or the Rules made thereunder shall have the 
meaning respectively assigned to them in those Acts and Rules. 
(3) In the absence of definition, the Punjab General Clauses Act, 1898 
(Punjab Act 1 of 1898) shall as far as may be, apply in relation to the interpretation 
of a Haryana Act. 
 
3. Notification by State Election Commission of elections to be held 
on party basis:- For the purpose of this order, the State Election Commission 
shall notify from time to time the election or elections which shall be held on party-
basis and the election or elections which shall not be held on party-basis. 
 
4.  Classification of Symbols:- 
(1) For the purpose of this order symbols are either reserved or free. 
(2) Save as otherwise provided in this order, a reserved symbol is 

symbol which is reserved for a recognised political party for exclusive 
allotment to contesting candidates set up by the party. 

(3) A free symbol is a symbol other than a reserved symbol. 
 
5. Notification by the State Election Commission of the lists of Symbols 
for elections :- 
  
             The State Election Commission shall notify from time to time :- 
 

(a) The list of reserved symbols and the list or lists of free symbols for 
use in an election or elections by the political party. 

(b) The list or lists of free symbols for use in an election or elections by 
the candidates other than political parties. 
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6. Notification by the State Election Commission of the list of 
recognized  Political Parties and list of registered but unrecognised Political 
parties:- 

 
(1) The State Election Commission shall notify from time to time the list 

of recognized Political Parties and the symbols respectively 
reserved for them and the list of registered but unrecognised 
Political Parties. 

(2) For the purposes of sub-paragraph (1), the recognized Political 
Parties and the registered but unrecognised Political Parties shall 
submit an application to the State Election Commission 
incorporating the particulars listed out in Annexure I to this order 
within thirty days of commencement of this order. 

(3) Every application under sub-paragraph (2) shall be signed by the 
President, the Secretary or any other office bearer of the Party and 
the President, Secretary or any other office bearer is authorised by 
the party of the recognized political party and the registered but 
unrecognised political party (by whatever name called) and 
presented to the State Election Commission. 

(4) The application under Sub-paragraph (5) shall be accompanied by 
(i) a copy of the memorandum or rules and regulations of the 
recognized political party or the registered but unrecognised political 
party, by whatever name called, and such memorandum or rules 
and regulations shall contain a specific provision that the association 
or body shall bear true faith and allegiance to the Constitution of 
India as by law established, and to the principles of socialism, 
secularism and democracy, and would uphold the sovereignty, unity 
and integrity of India; and (ii) an attested 
order/communication/Notification of the Election Commission of 
India, according recognition/registration to the recognized political 
party or the registered but unrecognised political party. 

(5) The State Election Commission may call for such other particulars 
as it may deem fit from the recognized political party or the 
registered but unrecognised political party. 

 
7. Allotment of Symbols:- In every contested election, a symbol shall be     
allotted to a contesting candidate in accordance with the provisions of this Order 
and different symbols shall be allotted to different contesting candidates. 
8. Allotment of Symbols in Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad  
Elections not held on party basis :- (1) In an election not held on party basis, 
every candidate shall declare in the nomination paper first filed by him, his choice 
of three free symbol from the list of free symbols for that election indicating the 
order of his preference. The symbols shall be allotted in accordance with the 
procedure laid down below:- 
 

(a) The allotment of symbol shall be considered in the order of 
preference made by the candidates that is to say, the first 
preference of the candidates will be considered first, the 
second preference next and the third preference last. 

(b)  If any free symbol has been sought for by more than one 
candidate the allotment of that symbol shall be decided by 
drawing a lot between those candidates and the candidate 
whose name is drawn first shall be allotted that symbol. 
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(c) If any candidate could not be allotted the symbol sought for 
in his first preference in the lot he shall be considered for 
allotment of the free symbol sought as his second 
preference. Should the second choice of symbol could not 
also be allotted, due to failure in the lot, he shall be 
considered for the allotment of the free symbol sought as 
his second preference. Should the second choice of 
symbol could not also be allotted due to failure in the lot, 
he shall be considered for the allotment of the free symbol 
of his third preference. Even if this could not be allotted, he 
should be allotted that first symbol which has not been 
allotted to any of the candidates out of the list of free 
symbols notified by State Election Commission. 

(d) In an election where the candidate has not declared in the 
nomination paper first filed by him, his choice of three free 
symbols from the list of free symbols for that election 
indicating the order of his preference then the symbol shall 
be allotted seriatumwise from the list of free symbols 
notified by the State Election Commission to the 
candidates whose names have been mentioned in the list 
of contesting candidates prepared in Hindi in alphabetical 
order of Devnagri Script on the last day of withdrawal of 
nomination, even if the contesting candidates agree among 
themselves upon their symbol. 

 
(2) No candidates will ask for any other symbol but for the symbol 
notified by the State Election Commission. In case any such symbol 
which is not notified by the State Election Commission is asked by any 
candidate, the same will be ignored. 
(3) Each candidate or his election agent shall be intimated the symbol 
allotted to him in writing, and signature obtained in token of having 
received that intimation. He shall also be given specimen copy of that 
symbol, alongwith the said intimation. 

 
9. Allotment of symbols in election for the office of Panches and 
Sarpanches not held on Party basis:- In an election not held on Party basis the 
symbols shall be allotted to the contesting candidates for the office of Panch and 
Sarpanch, seriatum-wise from the list of symbols notified by the State Election 
Commission, as the case may be, in order of the list of contesting candidates 
prepared in Hindi in alphabetical order of Devnagri Script on the last day of 
withdrawal of nomination, even if the contesting candidates agree among 
themselves upon their symbol. 
 

(2) No candidate will ask for any other symbol but for the symbol notified 
by State Election Commission. In case any such symbol which is not 
notified by the State Election Commission is asked by any candidate, 
the same will be ignored. 

(3) Each candidate or his election agent shall be intimated the symbol 
allotted to him in writing, and signature obtained in token of having 
received that intimation. He shall also be given specimen copy of that 
symbol, alongwith the said intimation. 
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10. Allotment of symbols in elections held on party basis:- 
 

(1) Choice of the symbol by candidates  set up by recognized political 
parties and allotment thereof: In an election held on party basis every 
candidate set up by a recognized political party shall seek the symbol 
reserved for that party and no other symbol, and he shall be allotted the 
same, but no other symbol; 

Provided that when there are conflicting claims for any reserved 
symbol due to defect of substantial character either in the nomination paper 
or otherwise, none of the claimants shall be allotted that reserved symbol 
and all the claimants shall be treated as independent candidates and 
allotted the free symbols left after allotting to all other candidates in that 
election; 

Provided further that no reserved symbol shall be sought or allotted 
in an election, to any candidate other than a candidate set up by a 
recognized political party to which that symbol has been reserved even if no 
candidate has been set up by that recognized political party in that election. 
(2) Choice of symbol by candidates  set up by registered but 
unrecognised political parties and by independent candidates: Every 
candidate who is set by the registered but unrecognised political party or 
who is an independent candidate shall declare in the nomination paper first 
filed by him, his choice of three free symbols from the list of free symbols for 
that election indicating the order of his preference. The symbols shall be 
allotted in accordance with the procedure laid down below: 

 
(a) The allotment of symbols shall be considered in the order 

of the preference made by the candidates, that is to say, 
the first preference of the candidates will be considered 
first, the second preference next and the third preference 
last: 

Provided that the allotment of symbols to    
candidates set up by the registered but unrecognised 
political parties shall be completed first and only thereafter 
the allotment of symbol to the independent candidates 
shall be taken up and allotted from among the remaining 
free symbols. 

 
(b) Where a free symbol has been sought for by only one 

candidate set up by a registered but unrecognised political 
party, as his first choice, it shall be allotted to that 
candidate and to no one else. If any free symbol has been 
sought for by more than one candidate set up by the 
registered but unrecognised political parties, the allotment 
of that symbol shall be decided by drawing a lot between 
those candidates and the candidate whose name is drawn 
first shall be allotted that symbol. 

(c) If any candidate set up by the registered but unrecognised 
political party could not be allotted the symbol sought for in 
his first preference in the lot he shall be considered for 
allotment of the free symbol sought as his second 
preference. Should the second choice of symbol could not 
also be allotted, due to conflicting claims for the symbol 
and failure in the lot, he shall be considered for the 
allotment of the free symbol of his third preference. Even if 
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this could not be allotted, he should be allotted any one of 
the free symbols left after allotting to other candidates set 
up the registered but unrecognised political parties in 
accordance with the procedure set out above. 

(d) After completing the allotment of free symbols to all the 
candidates set up by the registered but unrecognised 
political parties, the remaining free symbols shall be 
allotted to the independent candidates in accordance with 
their choice and preference by adopting the procedures for 
allotment of symbols to candidates set up to the registered 
but unrecognised political parties. 

 
11. When a candidate shall be deemed to be set up by a political party:- 

For the purpose of this order a candidate shall be deemed to be set 
up by a political party if, and only if:- 

(a) the candidate has enclosed a declaration to that effect    
alongwith the nomination paper; 

(b) a notice in writing to that effect has, not later than 3.00 
P.M. on the last day of withdrawal of candidatures, been 
delivered to the Returning Officer; 

(c) the said notice is signed by the President, the Secretary or 
any other office bearer of the party and the President, 
Secretary or such other office bearer is authorised by the 
party to send such notice; and 

(d) the communication with regard to the name and specimen 
signature of such authorised person are delivered to the 
Returning Officer of the Gram Panchayat or of Panchayat 
Samiti and Zila Parishad not later than, 3.00 P.M. on the 
last day of withdrawal of candidatures. 

12. Power of State Election Commission to suspend or withdraw 
recognition of a recognized political party for its failure to observe Model 
Code of Conduct or to follow lawful directions and instructions of the State 
Election Commission:- 

Notwithstanding anything in this Order, if the State Election 
Commission is satisfied on information in its possession that a recognized political 
party under the provisions of this order, has failed or has refused or is refusing or 
has shown or is showing defiance by its conduct or otherwise (a) to observe the 
provisions of the ‘Mode Code of Conduct for Guidance of Political Parties and 
Candidates’ as issued by the State Election Commission from time to time or as 
amended by it from time to time, or (b) to follow or carry out the lawful directions 
and instructions of the State Election Commission given from time to time with a 
view to furthering the conduct of free, fair and peaceful elections of safeguarding 
the interests of the general public and the electorate in particular, the State 
Election Commission may, after taking into account all the available facts and 
circumstances of the case and after giving the party a reasonable opportunity of 
showing cause in relation to the action proposed to be taken against it, either 
suspend, subject to such terms as the State Election Commission may deem 
appropriate, or withdraw the recognition of such party for the Panchayat elections. 
 
13. Power of State Election Commission to issue instructions and 
directions :- The State Election Commission may issue instructions and 
directions:- 
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(a) for the clarification of any of the provision of this order. 
(b) for the removal of any difficulty which may arise in 

relation to the implementation of any such provisions; 
and 

(c) in relation to any matter with respect to the reservation 
and allotment of symbols and recognition of political 
parties, for which this order makes no provision or make 
insufficient provision, and provision is in the opinion of 
the State Election Commission necessary for the 
smooth and orderly conduct of elections.

Political Party or registered but not recognized political party, their functions 
and the names of the Chairman (by whatever name called) and other 
members of such organs; 

(j) details of the electoral performance of the recognized Political Party or 
registered but not recognized political party in Haryana in the last ten years 
including Assembly and Local Body elections; 
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(k) whether it is represented by any member or members in either House of 
Parliament or the Haryana Legislative Assembly or any Local Body in 
Haryana, if so, the number of such member or members; and  

(l) any other particulars which the association or body may like to mention.

of results etc. 

 
Sir/Madam, 
 
   I am directed to refer on the subject cited above and to say 
that the bye-elections to 681 seats of Panches, 73 offices of Sarpanches, 20 wards 
of Panchayat Samitis and 3 wards of Zila Parishads are to be held on 29.7.2001. 
   A few days before issuing the programme for the bye-
elections, State Election Commission had discussed certain issues with some 
deputy Commissioners, District Development and Panchayat Officers and Block 
Development and Panchayat Officers, clarifications and guidelines/instructions on 
those points/ issues are issued hereby. 

1. At the time of scrutiny of the nomination papers by the Returning Officer, 
the following points should be kept in mind:- 
(a) If a nomination paper of the intending candidate is to be 

rejected by the Returning Officer (Panchayat) he should 
record the reason for the rejection in the form of speaking 
order on the nomination form itself. 

(b) If any intending candidate does not produce a No Dues 
Certificate, then his/her nomination should not be rejected 
merely on this count. If any amount is reported to be 
outstanding against him and reported to the Returning Officer, 
then  he should be decide the case under Section 175 of the 
Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994. 

(c) At the time of allotment of symbols, the complete proceedings 
should be drawn by the Returning Officer (P) and if a single 
candidate remains in the field, the reasons for not allotting the 
symbol should be recorded on the nomination paper to the 
effect that the symbol is not allotted as there is a single 
candidate. 

(d) The Returning Officer (P) should get the signatures of the 
candidates or their agents on the margin of the nomination 
form at the time of allotment of symbol. If any candidate/agent 
refuses to sign it, the same should also be recorded. 
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2. Complete proceedings at end of counting of votes should be drawn by 
the Presiding Officer and these proceedings should be got signed from 
the candidates or their agent. 

3. The number of valid votes polled in favour of each candidate mentioned 
against their names in Form No. 18 in the case of Panch, in Form No. 19 
in the case of Sarpanch, in Form No. 20 in the case of Member 
Panchayat Samiti, in form No. 21 in the case of Member, Zila Parishad 
should be the same number of votes as have been mentioned in the 
result sheets prepared by Presiding Officers on Form No. 14 in the case 
of Panch, Form No. 15 in the case of Sarpanch, on Form No. 16, in the 
case of Member Panchayat Samiti, on Form No. 17 in the case of 
Member Zila Parishad as the case may be and the name of the 
candidate in whose favour highest number of valid votes have been 
polled should be written in the space provided in the respective form for 
declaring the candidate elected. 

4. It has also been noticed by the Commission that in many cases even a 
candidate who has withdrawn his candidature or person who has even 
not filed a nomination papers, was declared elected by the Returning 
Officer (Panchayat) . It has also been noticed that in large number of 
cases in the list of elected persons received from the Deputy 
Commissioners for notifying their names, the names of persons in whose 
favour highest number of votes have not been polled have been 
mentioned. You are, therefore, requested to meticulously examine the 
results received from the Returning officers (Panchayat) and verify them 
from the result sheets before their names are entered in the list of 
elected persons which are sent to the Commission for notifying their 
names. Such list of the elected persons should, therefore, be sent under 
the signatures of the Deputy Commissioner and not under the signatures 
of District Development and Panchayat Officer or any other officer of the 
District Administration. 

5. It has also been noticed that in some cases the printing of symbols on 
the ballot papers have not been made in accordance with the symbol 
allotted to them. In some cases, symbols were also not allotted as per 
the instructions issued by the Commission. You are, therefore, 
requested to instruct the Returning Officers (Panchayat) to meticulously 
comply with the instructions and procedure about allotment of symbols 
and ensure that the same symbol allotted to the candidate are printed 
against their names in the ballot papers.

AN ORDER 
 
  To provide ways and means to render the accounts of election 
expenditure at elections to Panchayats in the State of Haryana by the candidates 
in relation thereto and for matters connected therewith. 
 
  Whereas the Superintendence, direction and control of all election to 
Panchayats in the State of Haryana and vested in the State Election Commission 
by the Constitution of India and the Harayana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 (Haryana 
Act 11of 1994): 
 
  AND WHEREAS the State Election Commission being deeply aware 
of the increasingly vitiate roll of unaccounted financial resources in election and the 
fragility of existing Law in curbing such vitiation, and to render the accounts of 
election expenses, it is necessary and expedient to provide, in the interest of purity 
of the elections to the Panchayats in a the State of Haryana and in the interest of 
conduct of such elections in fair and efficient manner and ways and means to 
render the accounts of expenditure at an elections by the contesting candidate in 
relation thereto and for matters connected therewith: 
 
  NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred under 
Article 243K of the Constitution of India and Section212 of the Haryana Panchayati 
Raj Act, 1994 (Haryana Act No.11 of 1994) and all other powers enabling it in this 
behalf, the State Election Commission, Haryana hereby makes the following 
order:- 
 
1. Short title, extent, application and commencement:- 
 

(1) This order be called the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election 
Expenditure (Maintenance and submission of accounts) Order, 
1996. 

(2) It shall extend to the whole of Haryana State in relation to 
elections in all Panchayats. 

(3) It shall come into force on the date of its publication in the 
Haryana Government Gazette which date is hereinafter 
referred to the commencement of this order. 

 
2. Definition and Interpretation:- 
 
  (1)  In this order unless the context otherwise requires:- 
 

(a) “ACT” means the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 
(Haryana Act No.11 of 1996); 
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(b) “ELECTION EXPENDITURE” means any expenditure 
incurred or authorised by a candidate or his election agent 
in connection with the election between the date on which 
he has been nominated and the date of declaration of 
results thereof both days inclusive; 

 
(c) “PANCHAYAT” means and Institution of Self Government 

constituted under Article 243B for the rural areas and 
includes Gram Panchayat, Panchayat Samiti and Zila 
Parishad; 

 
(d) “RULE” means the Haryana Panchayati Raj (Elections) 

Rules, 1994; 
 

(e) “SECTION” means the Section of the Haryana Panchayati 
Raj Act, 1994; 

 
(f) “STATE ELECTION COMMISSION” means the State 

Election Commission, Haryana constituted under Article 
243K of the Constitution read with Section 212 of the 
Haryana Panchayati Raj Act 1994; and 

 
(g) “SUB-PARAGRAPH” means a sub paragraphs in which the 

word occurs. 
 

 (2) Words  and expressions used but not defined in this Order but 
defined in the Re-presentation of the People Act, 1950 or Rules made 
thereunder or in the Representation of the People Act, 1950 or Rules made 
thereunder or in the Representation of People Act, 1951 or the Rules made 
thereunder or the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 or the Rules made 
thereunder shall have meaning respectively assigned to them in these Acts 
and Rules. 

 
 (3) In the absence of  such definition the Punjab General Clauses Act, 

1898, (Punjab Act No.1 of 1898) shall as far as may be, apply in relation to 
the interpretation of this Order as it applies in relation to the interpretation of 
a Haryana Act. 

 
3. Notification by State Election Commission to prescribe the election 

expenditure limit:- For the purpose of this Order the State Election 
Commission shall notify from time to time the election expenditure limit at 
an election to be incurred by a candidate or his authorised election agent. 

4. Maintenance of election expenditure account:- For the purpose of this 
Order every contesting candidate at an election shall have to maintain the 
day to day election expenditure account in accordance with the 
procedure laid down in Para 5 of this Order. 

 
5. The election expenditure shall be maintained in accordance with the 

procedure laid down below:- 
 

(1) A register in a standard proforma as shown in Annexure 1 to this 
Order shall be issued to each candidate by the Returning 
Officer(Panchayats) immediately after his nomination for keeping the 
day to day record of expenditure. 
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(2) The register shall be duly authenticated by the Returning Officer 
(Panchayats) at the time of issue. 

 
(3) All day to day account shall be faithfully recorded in this register and 

in no other document by the candidate or his agent authorised by him 
in this behalf. 

 
(4) All documents such as vouchers, receipts, acknowledgements etc. in 

support of the expenditure incurred shall be obtained and maintained 
in the correct chronological order alongwith the aforesaid register. 

 
(5) (a) The day to day account maintained in the aforesaid register 

together with the supporting documents shall be made available for 
inspecting at any time during this process of election by the Deputy 
Commissioner-cum-District Election Officer (Panchayat), Returning 
Officer (Panchayat), Election Expenditure Observer appointed by the 
Commission or any other such authority nominated by the 
Commission in this behalf (b) Failure to produce this register on 
demand by the authority mentioned (a) above will be considered as a 
major default. 

 
(6) (a) Each contesting candidate shall also maintain account of election 

expenditure in the proforma as per Annexure II to this Order for 
showing the total expenditure on various items listed therein and 
shall within 30 days from the date of declaration of the result of the 
election lodge with the Deputy Commissioner-cum-District Election 
Officer(Panchayat) or any other officer as specified by the State 
Election Commission, induplicate and account of election expenses 
which shall be a true copy of the account maintained by him or by his 
election agent in the proforma at Annexure-II. The Deputy 
Commissioner-cum-District Election Officer(Panchayat) shall retain 
one copy of the account of election expenses and the second copy 
shall be submitted to the State Election Commission. 

 
(b) The Deputy Commissioner-cum-District Election 
Officer(Panchayat) or the Officer specified in sub-para(a) above shall, 
within 2 days from the date on which the account of election 
expenses has been lodged by a candidate under sub-para(a) above, 
cause a notice to  be affixed to the notice board of his office 
specifying— 

 
  (I) the date on which the account has been lodged; 
  (ii) the name of the candidate ; and 

(iii) the time and place at which such accounts can be inspected. 
 

(c) Any person shall on payment of a fee of Rs.5 be entitled to 
inspect any such account and on payment of such fee as may 
be fixed by the State Election Commission in this behalf be 
entitled to obtain attested copies of such account or of any 
part thereof. 

 
(7) (a) While lodging the account of election expenditure the 

candidate shall file the prescribed register as a part of the record. 
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 (b) Each candidate while lodging the returns of his election 
expenditure shall also file an affidavit on oath as in Annexure-III that 
the expenditure shown as nil, if any, on items listed in the proforma or 
left blank therein, has not been incurred by him, the affidavit will also 
clearly state that all election expenditure on listed items relating 
thereto has been completely and unexceptionally included in the 
return and there is nothing that has not been disclosed. 

 
(8) A register in a standard proforma as shown in Annexure-I, Proforma 

as at Annexure-II and specimen of affidavit on oath as in Annexure-III 
to this Order shall be issued to each candidate by Returning 
Officer(Panchayat) after his nomination for keeping the day to day 
account of expenditure and for showing the total expenditure on 
various items. 

 
(9) Since the return of election expenditure filed by a candidate has to 

reflect “correct” account of “all” election expenses the Deputy 
Commissioner-cum-District Election Officer (Panchayat) or the officer 
specified in sub-para (a) of para 6 above before accepting the 
account of the candidate as being in accordance with the manner 
prescribed, shall conduct such enquiry as he deems necessary and 
at the time of communicating his report to the Commission, certify to 
the Commission with reference to the documents filed before him and 
as verified by him through an appropriate enquiry that the statement 
of accounts is in the manner prescribed. 

 
(10) The Commission intends to super-check the authenticity of the 

returns filed through the above procedure and shall hold the 
candidate personally responsible for any lapse or misrepresentation. 

 
(11) Disqualification for failure to lodge account of election expenses. 

 
 If the State Election Commission is satisfied that a person:- 
 
 (a) has failed to lodge an account of election expenses within the 

time and in the manner required under this order ; and 
 
 (b) has no good reason or justification for the failure, the State 

Election Commission shall by order published in the  Official 
Gazette, declare him to be disqualified and may such person 
shall be disqualified for a period of three years from the date of 
the order. 

 
 (12) These directions are absolutely mandatory and cannot be locally 

ordered or modified in any manner without prior written approval of 
the Commission. The Deputy Commissioner-cum-District Election 
Officer(Panchayat) will not be competent to permit any relaxation. 

 
 (13) Power of State Election Commission to issue instructions and 

directions :- The State Election Commission may issue instructions 
and directions:- 

 
 (a) for the clarification of any of the provision of this order ; 
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 (b) for the removal of any difficulty which may arise in relation to 
the implementation of any such provision; and 

 
 (c) in relation to any matter with respect to maintenance and 

submission of election expenditure return, by the contesting 
candidates, for which this order makes no provision or make, 
insufficient provision, and provision is in the opinion of the 
State Election Commission necessary for the smooth and 
orderly conduct of elections. 

 
 (14) A copy of this order may be made available to the local unit of all 

recognised National and State Political Parties immediately, and to 
each candidate or the agent authorised by him at the time of his 
nomination (repeat nomination and not secrutiny of nominations) 
under acknowledgement. 

 
 (15) This order may be given to the widest possible publicity through the 

quickest and all possible means.

   The State Election Commissioner further directs that the 
account of expenditure to be incurred by the contesting candidates of various 
offices in Panchayat bodies will be maintained and submitted to the Deputy 
Commissioner-cum-District Election Officer ({Panchayat) within a period of 30 days 
from the declaration of the result, in the performa to be prescribed for the purpose 
and the Deputy Commissioner-cum-District Election Officer (Panchayat) in turn 
would send report to the Commission as per provisions contained in the Haryana 
Panchayati Raj Election Expenditure (Maintenance and Submission of Accounts) 
Order, 1996. 
   The State Election Commission further directs that if a 
candidate fails to submit accounts of expenditure incurred by him for election to 
Panches, Sarpanches, Members Panchayat Samitis/Zila Parishads, as the case 
may be, within the prescribed time limit, the Commission by order published in 
Official Gazette shall declare him to be disqualified and may such person be 
disqualified for a period of three years from the date of the order. 
   Every contesting candidate shall either by himself or by his 
authorized election agent will have to keep a separate and correct account of all 
expenditure in connection with the election between the dates he has been 
nominated and date of declaration of result both dated inclusive. The total 
expenditure shall not exceed the limit as prescribed above. 
   No particular party or any other association, body or individual 
shall put up any cut-outs, hoardings, wall paintings, buntings, arches, gates, 
banners, flags, advertisements in newspapers etc. without the general or special 
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authority in writing of the candidates whose election is sought to be promoted or 
procured by such cut-outs, hoardings etc. as expenditure on all such items shall be 
treated as the legitimate expenditure incurred by the contesting candidate. No 
contesting candidate or any individual on his behalf shall put up any cut-outs, 
hoarding etc. without prior permission of the concerned Government authority. 
   Any violation by the contesting candidate or his authorized 
agent/individual to incur any expenditure in excess of the limit mentioned above, 
will be viewed seriously by the State Election Commission and stringent action 
shall be taken against him. 
   This supersedes the earlier letter No. SEC/E-III/2000/3108, 
dated 17.02.2000 issued by the Commission vide which the limitations of 
expenditure were prescribed.

  Under Rule 21 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election Rules, 1994, 
the Returning Officer (Panchayat) shall appoint Presiding Officer for each polling 
station and such Polling Officers or Officials to assist the Presiding Officers as he 
thinks fit. First proviso to sub-rule (1) of Rule 21 however provides as follows:- 
 
 “Provided that no person, who is not a Government 

servant or servant of a authority under the Municipal 
Law or any public undertaking under the 
Government, shall be appointed as Presiding 
Officer.” 

 
 
  It would mean that Government Servant and employees of authority 
under Municipal Law i.e. Municipal Committees, Municipal Councils and Municipal 
Corporation and employees of Government public undertaking can be appointed 
as Presiding Officer. Employees of authority under Panchayat Acts and other Acts 
cannot be, appointed as Presiding Officer and employees of Societies, 
Associations, Federations etc. who are not covered under the definition of Public 
Undertaking under the Government, also cannot be appointed as Presiding Officer. 
 
  In view of the provisions contained in Rule 21, there is bar to appoint 
Class-III (Group-C) officials of the Government as Presiding Officers. 
 
  So far as the provisions relating to declaration of results are 
concerned, Rule 70 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election Rule, 1994 provides 
that the Returning Officer (Panchayat) or the Assistant Returning Officer 
(Panchayat) shall declare to be elected the candidate for the office of Panch. 
Similarly, the result of Sarpanch shall also be declared by the Returning 
Officer(Panchayat) or the Assistant Returning Officer (Panchayat). However, in 
cases where there are more than one polling stations for a Gram Panchayat 
(Sabha Area) the result sheet for the office of Sarpanch shall be sent to the Polling 
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Station presided over by the Presiding Officer nominated by the District Election 
Officer for the purpose of declaring results. Since the Returning Officer(Panchayat) 
or the Assistant Returning Officer (Panchayat) are competent to declare the results 
under Rule 70 of the Rules ibid, the Presiding Officers who are Group –B officers 
may also be appointed/designated as Returning Officers (Panchayat) and the 
Group-C officials, who have been appointed as Presiding Officers be 
declared/appointed as Assistant Returning Officer (Panchayat) so that these 
Presiding Officers after being appointed as Returning Officer (Panchayat) or 
Assistant Returning Officer (Panchayat) as the case may be would be able to 
declare results of Panches and Sarpanches in accordance with the provisions of 
Rule 70. 
  
  Clauses (b), (c) & (d) of Sub-rule (1) of Rule 70 of the Rules ibid also 
contain provisions for declaring results for the offices of Members Panchayat 
Samitis and Zila Parishad. So action may be taken accordingly in view of these 
provision for declaring the results of Member of Panchayat Samitis and Zila 
Parishads. 
 
  The instructions earlier issued by the Commission on this subject 
stands modified to this extent after issue of this letter.

                   I am directed to refer to the subject noted above and to say that a time 
schedule for the conduct of Panchayat Bye-elections to fill the offices of Panches, 
Sarpanches and Member Panchayat Samitis has been issued by the State 
Election Commission vide its notification No.SEC/2E-III/2002/8128, dated 
27.11.2002. According to the time schedule the last date of withdrawal of 
candidature in 09.12.2002.  
2. I am further directed to say that Rule 33 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj 
Election Rules, 1994 regarding symbols for elections to the candidates reads as 
under :- 
 

“Rule 33: 
Symbols for elections- (1) Where a poll becomes 
necessary the Returning Officer (Panchayat) shall assign 
to each candidate anyone of the symbols determined by 
the State Election Commissioner in the manner prescribed 
by him. 
(2) A list of symbols shall be published by the State 

Election Commissioner in the Official Gazette and he 
may in the like manner add to or vary such list. 

(3) The allotment by Returning Officer (Panchayat) of 
any symbol to a candidate shall be final. 

(4) Every candidate or his election agent shall be 
informed of the symbol allotted to the candidate.” 

 
A copy of State Election Commission’s notification No.SEC/2E-III/2002/1605, 
dated 01.05.2002 in which symbols reserved for National level parties, symbols 
reserved for Haryana State level parties, free symbols reserved for the candidates 
of Zila Parishad, free symbols reserved for the candidates of Panchayat Samitis, 
free symbols reserved for the candidates for Sarpanch and free symbols reserved 
for the candidates for Panch have been publsihed is enclosed herewith. 
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3. In view of this, I am therefore directed to request you that the 
Returning Officers (Panchayat) should be directed to inform every candidate or his 
election agent of the symbol allotted to him and to supply him with a specimen of 
symbol thereof. The Returning Officers (Panchayat) should also be issued 
directions that they should obtain a receipt of the issue of specimen of symbol 
allotted to the candidate from him or his election agent. 
4. I am also directed to mention herewith that the Rule 70 of the Rules 
ibid regarding declaration of result etc. is reproduced below :- 

 
“70. Declaration of results-(1) The Returning Officer 
(Panchayat) or the Assistant Returning Officer (Panchayat) 
shall— 

(a) declare to be elected the candidate for the office of 
Panch who has secured the largest number of valid 
votes and certify the return of election in Form 18. 
Similarly the result of Sarpanch shall also be declared 
forthwith but if there are more than one polling stations 
in the sabha area the result sheets for the office of 
Sarpanch be sent to the Polling Station presided over 
by the Presiding Officer nominated by the District 
Election Officer (Panchayat) for this purpose, on the 
same day who shall, after compiling the result sheets in 
Form 19 declare forthwith the candidate who received 
the largest number of valid votes elected as Sarpanch. 
For the purpose of declaration of result for the office of 
Panch and Sarpanch, the Presiding Officer shall be 
deemed to be Returning Officer and in case of more 
than one polling stations in the sabha area, nominated 
Presiding Officer shall be deemed to be the Returning 
Officer for declaration of result for the office of 
Sarpanch; 

(b) send from the place specified in clause (e) of rule 24 
the result sheet for the offices of members of 
Panchayat Samiti and Zila Parishad to the concerned 
Returning Officer for Panchayat Samiti at block level 
and to the Deputy Commissioner respectively; 

(c) for the election of member of Panchayat Samiti, 
compile all the result sheets in Form 16 and prepare 
Form 20 and declare the Candidate, who received the 
largest number of valid votes elected and shall certify 
the return of election in Form 20; and 

(d) for the election of member of Zila Parishad compile the 
result sheets in Form 17 and prepare Form 21 and 
declare the candidate, who received the largest number 
of valid votes elected and certify the return of election 
in Form 21. 

(2) The Returning Officer (Panchayat) or the officer 
authorised by him shall and the signed copy of the returns 
under this rule to the District Election Officer (Panchayat) and 
to the State Election Commissioner”. 

 
5. I am further directed to request you that instructions should also be issued 
to the Returning Officers (Panchayat) that all the candidates or their election 
agents or their representatives, whosoever may be present at the time of

6. Instructions to the Returning Officers (Panchayat) should also be issued 
that after the declaration of the results, they should issue an election certificate to 
the candidate declared elected in the format a copy of which is enclosed herewith 
and a receipt thereof should be obtained from the candidates declared elected. 
7. The above directions may please be strictly complied with during the 
Panchayat Bye-elections to be held on 15.12.2002.

     ORDER 
7.4                 The Commission is in the process of issuing a number of additional 
instructions for fortifying the existing orders for ensuring free and fair poll during the 
Panchayat Bye Elections proposed to be held in August, 1996 and future elections. 
2. With a view to preserve the purity of election process and 
rendering the election truly reflective of the choice of people, the State Election 
Commission has now decided that in order to enable the Commission to have a 
faithful and accurate record of possible violations of the standing instructions of the 
Commission and to assess the impact of its corrective measures the District 
Election Officers (Panchayat) in respect of their District as and when directed by 
the State Election Commission for a particular Gram Panchayat, Panchayat Samiti 
and Zila Parishad shall make arrangements to record through videography critical 
events during the process of electrioneering, including but not restricted to the 
period of electioneering the day of poll, the transport and receipt of polling 
materials, counting of votes and the declaration of result in an independent 
intelligent and purposeful manner. 
3. The District Election Officer (Panchayat) shall hire local, private 
and professional videographers who do not have any political leanings or 
affiliations and who have not been hired at the same time by any political party or 
candidate for this purpose. 
4. The District Election Officer (Panchayat) shall, while programming 
the itinerary of the video means take into account, the number of electors, the size 
of the Gram Panchayat/Panchayat Samiti/Zila Parishad, the number of sensitive 
polling stations, previous history of booth capturing and other malpractices, the 
general law and order situation, the likelihood of commission of corrupt practices 
and electoral offences and other releated factors. The agencies employed shall be 
given propoer guidance as to the likely trouble spots and type of malpractices and 
irregularities so as to make it a meaningful exercise. 
5. Camera  teams engaged for videography by the District Election 
Officer (Panchayat) should not work without the personal supervision and guidance 
of a senior election related officer. The Observers and Election Expenditure 
Observers of the Commision should be closely associated in the matter so that any 
significant which is observed by them may also be video taped as far as 
practicable. 
6. The District Election Officer (Panchayat) should decide the 
number of cameras needed. 
7. The Video films thus prepared shall be viewed immediately by the 
District Election Officer (Panchayat) for identifying violations for infractions of the 
directions of the Commission committed, if any. In cases where the District 
Election Officer(Panchayat) is himself competent, immediate corrective action 
including disciplinary action against all those found guilty shall be taken and the 
Commission informed of the same. 
8. In case of serious infringements which the District Election Officer 
(Panchayat) in his judgement, decides to report to the Commission the concerned 
video tape will be forwarded to the Commission by the quickest means possible. 
The tapes will be carefully indexed and accompanied by a brief explanatory note of 
the infringement towards which the attention of the Commission is proposed to be 
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invited. The explanatory note shall compulsorily mention the broad details of the 
violations, the persons responsible for the same and the action recommended. 
9. In cases in which the clearance for counting and clearance for the 
declaration of the results is specifically directed to be obtained from the 
Commission the request of the District Election Officer (Panchayat) for obtaining 
the same must include a categorical statement to the effect that all infringements 
observed in the videographed events have been appropriately and completely 
disposed of. 
10. A copy of this order in English/Hindi language(s) shall be made 
available to the local units of all recognised National and Haryana State Political 
parties, immediately, and to each candidate, or the agent authorised by him, at the 
time of his nomination (repeat nomination and not scrutiny of nominations) under 
acknowledgement. 
11. Receipt of this order shall be acknowledged fortwith.

Subject:- Panchayat/Municipal General Elections/Bye-Elections-restriction 

on misuse of vehicles. 
 
  In the interest of preserving the purity of elections process and 
rendering the same reflective of true choice of the people the Commission has 
issued instructions and directions on various aspects. The Commission has 
particularly been concerned about the increasingly vitiating roll of criminality and 
muscle powers at elections and has been directing the taking of a number of 
measures for ensuring peaceful, free and fair poll. 
  One of the ways in which the voter is sought to be wooed is by 
offering him “facility of free transport” on the day of poll. 
  The State Election Commission further observes that during the 
period of electioneering private vehicles are used by the candidates, their agents 
and supporters for carting the supporters of a candidate within the wards and on 
many occassions anti social elements with muscle power are openly paraded to 
instil a sense of fear in the minds of the voters, so that they either vote in favour of 
particular candidate or abstain from voting altogether. These vehicles are also 
used some times to smuggle arms and ammunitions with a view to creating 
disturbances during the elections. 
  In order to curb such undesirable and illegal activities the State 
Election Commission in exercise of the powers vested in it under Article 243-K and 
243-ZA of the Constitution of India read with Section 9 of the Haryana Municipal 
Corporation Act 1994, Section 3A of the Haryana Municipal Act, 1973 and Section 
212 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 and all other powers enabling it in 
this behalf hereby impose restriction to hire or procure whether on payment or 
otherwise only 2 vehicles or vessels for use by a contesting candidate himself or 
his agents or his supporters on the day of poll during the Panchayat/Municipal 
Elections/Bye-Elections. 
  The State Election Commission has further directs that the express 
“Vehicle” means any vehicle used or capable of being used for the purpose of road 
transport whether propelled by mechanical power or otherwise, and whether used 
for drawing other vehicle or otherwise. 
  The State Election Commission further directs that the contesting 
candidates should be issued permit as per proforma prescribed by the Commission 
appended herewith. The permit should be issued to the contesting candidates 
atleast 2 days before the day of poll. 
  The State Election Commission further directs that the District 
Administration shall keep a close watch on the vehicles used by persons 
accompanying the contesting candidates and their supporters for any possible 
mischief, including criminal activities like carrying of illegal arms and weapons. If 
any of these vehicles, either of a candidate or a private owner, is found to be 
involved in any such act or for carting anti-social elements with a view to 
intimidating or creating terror in the minds of the voters, it sould be the duty of the 
local administration to impound such vehicles and not to relase them till the 
process of elections is completed.In addition, accordingly action against the owner, 
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the occupant/occupants and the candidate which is involved in such illegal 
activities shall also be taken as per law. 
  So as to ensure free, fair and peaceful elections, the District 
Administration shall launch such drive for checking the vehicles immediately upon 
the announcement of the elections and shall continue the drive till the completion 
of the process of elections. 
  A copy of this order shall be made available to the local units of all 
recognized National/State Political Parties in the State of Haryana immediately and 
to each candidate, or an agent authorised by him, at the time of his nomination 
(repeat nomination and not scrutiny of nomination) under acknowledgement.

   I am further directed to say that with a view to ensure free and 
fair Panchayats General Election, the State Election Commission has decided that 
steps should be taken for effective enforcement of certain measures in the 
sensitive areas of the State where election is scheduled to be held on 12.3.2000 
and 16.3.2000. In this connection, specific measures enunicated by the State 
Election Commission are detailed hereunder and it is requested that the same may 
kindly be got enforce in letter and spirit during the Panchayats General Election to 
be held on 12.3.2000 and 16.3.2000. 
 

(i) The Police should be asked to be vigilant and start about 10 
days prior to poll, the mopping up operation of the areas 
infested with known anti social elements goondas and other 
band elements. During such mopping operations, special 
attention should be paid to unearth and seize unlicensed arms 
and ammunition right from now outside.  

(ii) No new arms licenses may be issued with effect from 
24.2.2000. 

(iii) An order be issued prohibiting carrying of all licensed fire and 
lethal weapons with effect from 24.2.2000. Further, effective 
steps may also be taken to unearth the unlicensed weapons 
and seize the same. 

(iv)  Arrangements be made for deployment of police at each 
polling stations and near each polling station and also in 
sensitive areas. 

(v) Adequate wireless sets be provided to improve communication 
for meeting any Law and Order eventuality or emergent 
situation. 

(vi) Strict vigil may be kept over movement of undesirable 
elements and vigorous checks may be carriedout to prevent 
men and vehicles moving with arms. 
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(vii) Thorough checking of lorries, trucks and other vehicle be 
carried out for three days before the polls and on the poll day 
etc. to ensure that no undesirable elements or arms 
ammunition are infiltrating into and around the polling areas. 

(viii) Restriction on movement of vehicles on poll days may be 
imposed and instructions may be issued to regulate vehicular 
traffic and plying of vehicles on the poll day. 

(ix) Sale and consumption of liquor should be stopped a day 
before the poll, on poll day or a day after the poll penal action 
should be taken then and there for strict enforcement. The 
Excise and Taxation Department has also been requested to 
issue orders in this regard at the appropriate stage.

programme of Panchayati Raj Institutions, to be held on the aforesaid 
date, is enclosed for ready reference.

Panchayat/Panchayat /Samiti and Zila Parishad and their 
Ward No., shall be printed immediately below item (b) above 
in the following manner; 

 
(d) “Serial No. of Elector”, and  “Serial No. of ballot paper” one 

below the other on the left hand side; 
 

(e) Place for signature or thumb impression of elector just above 
the words “Signature/thumb impression” on the right hand 
side; 

 
(f) One Block of lines of 1 cm with a disjointed straight line below, 

separating the ballot paper from the counterfoil. 
 

(ii) There shall be one block of lines of 1 cm below the disjointed line on 
the ballot paper. 
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(iii) The front face of the ballot paper will contain the serial number of the

45/8/2000-IGSI, dated the 2nd March, 2000 addressed to all the Deputy 
Commissioners in the State (received in the Election Commission’s office on 
7.3.2000) has stated that the Government has decided that the officers/officials of 
the Prohibition, Excise and Taxation and Transport Departments may not be 
drafted into ensuing election process except in highly excertional circumstances. 
 

I am again directed to say that the Deputy Commissioner, Ambala 
vide his fax message No. 1125, dated 8.3.2000 have informed that the Financial 
Commissioner and Secretary to Govt. Haryana, Power Department, Chandigarh 
vide his letter dated 8.3.2000 addressed to all the Deputy Commissioners in the 
State have requested that the officers and staff of the Government sector have 
been assigned the emergency and essential duties of maintenance of power 
supply and recovery of electricity duties. Therefore, employee of power sector may 
not be put on election duties and the vehicles of power sector may also not be 
requisitioned for election duty. 

 
Most of the polling staff i.e. Returning Officers, Assistant Returning 

Officers, Presiding Officers and Polling Officers have already been appointed by 
the Deputy Commissioners-cum-District Election Officers. The work relating to the 
filing of nominations, scrutiny of nominations and withdrawal of nominations is 
already over and ballot papers for first phase of the elections to be held on 
12.3.2000 have already been printed and the printing of ballot paper for the 
election to be held on 16.3.2000 is under process. The Deputy Commissoners 
have organized training for conduct of elections for the staff already appointed for 
this purpose. At this stage, no exemption can be granted to any officer/official of 
any department except in very very exceptional circumstances. The Commission 
has therefore, written to all the Deputy Commissioners that the election duties 
already assigned to the officers/officials of any department should not be changed 
at this stage except in very very exceptional circumstances.

6. Safe transporation of ballot boxes containing ballot papers of zila 

Parishads and Panchayat Samitis elections from the polling stations to 
counting areas. 

7. Security arrangements for the places where the ballot boxes for 
Panchayat Samitis and Zila Parishads elections are to be stored.  

8. Strict implementation of the orders on prohibition. 
9. Making available security cover to the Returning Officers and Assistant 

Returning Officers of zila Parishads and Panchayat Samitis, so that they 
do not face any problem while discharging their duties in the field.

I am directed to draw our attention towards orders dated 
05.04.2001 passed by Hon’ble Double Bench consisting of Mr. Justice Amar Bir 
Singh Gill and Mr. Justice V.S. Aggarwal of Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High 
Court , Chandigarh on the subject cited above and a copy of which is also 
addressed to you. In this judgement the Hon’ble High Court has issued a direction 
to Respondent Nos. 1 to 4 to hold the election to the office of President and Vice 
President of zila Parishad, Fatehabad in accordance with law forthwith, to say, not 
later than one month of the receipt of a copy of this order. 

 
1. The Hon’ble High Court in para 3 of its order dated 5th April, 2001 has 
mentioned about its decision in another case titled as CWP No. 6702 of 2000, 
Upinder Kaur and others Vs. State of Haryana and others, which was decided by 
the Hon’ble Court on 22nd December, 2000,(copy enclosed) wherein an indetical 
issue was involved. The Hon’ble High Court has also held that the procedure 
provided under Rule 39 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election Rules, 1994 as 
mandatory in nature. In the writ petition No. 6702 of 2000(O&M) in the case of 
Upinder Kaur and others Vs. State of Haryana and others, decided by the Hon’ble 
Court on 22nd December, 2000, the Hon;ble High Court has held (at page 10) that 
the manner of voting at the election is provided in Chapter IX (POLL AND VOTING 
FOR ELECTION) of the Rules(The Haryana Panchayati Raj Election Rules, 1994) 
aforesaid. The provisions for election of President and Vice President of zila 
Parishad has been provided in Section 121 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 
1994 and also in Rules 76 and 77 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election Rules, 
1994. 
 
2. Rule 39 of the Rules ibid provides that at every election, where a poll is 
taken, votes shall be given by ballot in the manner hereinafter provided and no 
votes shall be received by proxy. So the provision of Rule 40 and the guidelines 
issued by the Commission in “Panchayat Election 2000, circulated by State 
Election Commission, compilation of Instructions (For Returning Officer/Assisant 
Returning Officer ) at page 128 to 134 about the use of Ballot Box should be 
followed strictly. 
 

The Rule 41 of 1994 Rules ibid provides about the form of ballot paper for 
election to the office of Panches, Sarpanches, Members Panchayat Samitis and 
Members Zila Parishads. No form for the ballot paper for election to the office of 
President and Vice President of zila Parishad have been prescribed in the Rules 
and in the instructions issued by the Commission. 
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Similarily no form of nomination paper for election to the office of President 
and Vice President of zila Parishad has been prescribed in the 1994 Act or the 
1994 Rules or in the instructions earlier issued by the Commission. 

 
3. Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred under Article 243 K of 
the Constitution of India and Section 212 of Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 
(Haryana Act No. 11 of 1994) and all other powers enabling it in this behalf, the 
State Election Commission, Haryana hereby directs as follows:- 
(i) That the nomination paper for election to the office of President and Vice

(iii) That the ballot papers shall be signed by the Prescribed Authority and one 
paper each shall be handed over to each elected member present for each 
election, who shall put a cross (x) against the candidate for whom he wishes to 
vote. If a member is unable due to illiteracy, blindness or other physical infirmity to 
record his vote, the prescribed Authority of the meeting shall record the vote on 
ballot paper in accordance with the wishes of such member. The ballot paper shall 
not be signed by the member nor be marked in any other way that could reveal his 
identity. If the paper is so signed or marked or mutilated, the vote shall be void.  
 
(iv) That the ballot paper shall be inserted in the box provided for the purpose.  
 
(v) That immediately after the voting is over, the Prescribed Authority shall in 
the presence of the members present, open the ballot box containing the ballot 
papers, count them and record the number thereof in a statement. 
 
(vi) That a ballot paper shall be invalid :-

   I am directed to state that this time, in the bye-elections of 
Panchayats to be held on 29.07.2001, the nomination papers for the election to the 
offices of Panches and Sarpanches would also be received at the Block 
Headquarters from 12.7.2001 to 14.07.2001.  As most of the officers appointed as 
Returning Officers(Panchayat)/Assistant Returning Officers(Panchayat) may not be 
having their offices at the Block Headquarters, in order to ensure security of 
nomination papers received by the ROs(Panchayat)/AROs (Panchayat), 
instructions should be issued that the ROs/AROs should daily send the list of 
nomination papers received to the Deputy Commissioner and also to the BDPO.  
The nomination papers received by the ROs/AROs, should be sealed in an 
envelop and deposited with the BDPO for which receipt should be issued to the 
RO/ARO and the BDPO, then, should keep these sealed envelopes  containing 
nomination papers in lock and key for ensuring their security.  However, on the day 
of scrutiny of the nomination papers, the BDPO should take out these sealed 
envelopes containing nomination papers and handover to the RO/ARO for scrutiny. 
   After completion of the scrutiny, the nomination papers should 
again be kept in sealed envelop which again be deposited with the BDPO in sealed 
envelope for which BDPO should again issue receipt.   
   Later on, on the last date of withdrawal of nomination forms, 
the sealed envelopes should again be handed over to the ROs for allotment of 
symbols and making necessary recording on the nomination papers.

                   I am directed to state to that State Election Commission, Haryana has 
issued  an election programme for the bye-elections to the offices of Panches, 
Sarpanches and Member Panchayat Samitis vacant upto 15.09.2002 and on the 
seats where voter lists have already been prepared upto 31.10.2002 vide its 
Notification No.SEC/2E-III/2002/8128, dated 27.11.2002,  according to which after 
the  last date of nominations, the securtiny of nomination paper is to be made on  
07.12.2002.   
2. During the course of a number of inquries into the complaints about 
the irregularities/alleged lapses on the part of the Returning Officers (Panchayat) in 
the election processes, it has been observed that in some cases, the Returning 
Officers (Panchayat) had not mentioned the Sr. No. of the nomination paper, the 
time at  (hours) and date on which the nomination paper were delivered to them in 
the appropriate place of the nomination paper in form No.4 (under Rule 26). 
3. It has also been observed  that the Returning Officers (Panchayat) 
also did not mention the words ‘accepted’ or ‘rejecated’ after examining the 
nomination papers in accordence with the Rule 30 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj 
Election Rules,1994 at the place provided for this purpose with the heading 
“Certificate of Scrutiny” in form No.4 under Rule 26.  In case the nomination paper 
is to be rejected then  the reasons for rejection of the nomination paper  (decision 
of the Returning Officers (Panchayat) accepted or rejected of the nomination 
paper) are also required to be recorded on the nomination paper.   The Returning 
Officers (Panchayat) are also required to put their signature in token of having 
accepted or rejected of nomination paper. 
4. It has further been observed that the Returning Officers (Panchayat) 
also did not mention the name of the symbol assigned to the candidate in the 
nomination paper after a symbol is allotted to him.  The Returning Officers 
(Panchayat) are required to mention the name of the symbol assigned  to the 
candidate and also put their signature and date at the  appropriate place in the 
nomination paper for this purpose. In case of withdrawal of the candidature the 
words “candidature withdrawn” need to be written at the place provided in the 
nomination paper for assigning of symbol and the Returning Officer (Panchayat) 
should put his signature and the date at the appropriate place on the nomination 
form. 
5.  I am, therefore, directed to request that the necessary instructions to 
the Returning Officers (Panchayat) should be issued that:- 

(i)   They should mention the Sr. No. of the nomination paper received 
and the time at (hours) and the date on which the nomination papers 
are delivered to the Returning Officer (Panchayat) and the Returning 
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Officer (Panchayat) should also put their signature and date at the 
appropriate place provided for this purpose in the nomination paper 
in Form 4. 

(ii)  Instructions should also be issued to the Returning Officers 
(Panchayat) that after the scrutiny of the nomination papers they 
should mention the words ‘accepted’ or ‘rejected’ as the case may be 
and also put their signatures at the appropriate place in the 
nomination paper.  In case the  nomination paper is rejected then the 
reasons for rejecting the nomination paper should also be recorded 
on the nomination paper.  

(iii) Instructions to Returning Officer (Panchayat) should also be issued 
that they should mention the name of the symbol assigned to the 
candidate and put their signature and date at the appropriate place in 
the nomination paper. 

 The Returning Officer (Panchayat) should also obtain the 
signature of the candidate or his election agents in token of the 
receipt of the specimen of the symbol assigned to the candidate.

 6. Election Commission of India’s order No.31/ER/2003/JS-II, 
dated the 27th March, 2003. 

 
 

 Whereas, the superintendence, direction and control of the 
preparation of electoral rolls for, and conduct of, all elections to the Panchayats 
and Municipalities are vested in the State Election Commission as per provisions 
of Article 243K and Article 243ZA of the Constitution of India.  

 
2. And whereas, the Hon’ble High Court of Delhi, in its judgement (Ist 
cited) dated 2nd November, 2000 in Writ Petition No.7257 of 1999 (Association for 
Democratic Reforms Versus Union of India and Others) held that for making a right 
choice by electors in regard to the candidate at the election, it was essential that 
the past of the candidate should not be kept in dark, as it was not in the interest of 
the democracy and well being of the country and directed the Election Commission 
of India to secure to voters the following information pertaining to each of the 
candidates seeking elections to Parliament and to the State Legislatures and the 
parties they represent :- 
 

(1) Whether the candidate is accused of any offence(s) punishable 
with imprisonment? If so, the details thereof; 

(2) Assets possessed by a candidate, his or her spouse and 
dependent relatives; 

(3) Facts giving insight to candidate’s competence, capacity and 
suitability for acting as parliamentarian or legislators including 
details of his/her educational qualifications; 
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(4) Information which the Election Commission considers necessary 
for judging the capacity and capability of the political party fielding 
the candidate for election to Parliament or the State Legislature; 

 
3. And whereas, the Union of India filed an appeal before the Hon’ble 
Supreme Court of India (Civil Appeal No.7178 of 2001—Union of India Vs. 
Association for Democratic Reforms and Another) contending that the High Court 
ought to have directed the writ petitioners to approach the Parliament for 
appropriate amendments to the law instead of directing the Election Commission of 
India to implement the same; 
 
4. And whereas, the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India, in its judgement 
(2nd cited) dated 2nd May, 2002, has held as follows :- 
 

i) The jurisdiction of the Election Commission is wide enough to   
include all powers necessary for smooth conduct of elections and 
the word ‘elections’ is used in a wide sense to include the entire 
process of election which consists of several stages and 
embraces many steps. 

 
ii)  The limitation on plenary character of powers is when the 

Parliament or State Legislature has made a valid law relating to or 
in connection with elections, the Commission is required to act in 
conformity with the said provisions. In case where law is silent, Art 
324 is a reservoir of power to act for the avowed purpose of 
having free and fair election. Constitution has taken care of 
leaving scope for exercise of residuary power by the Commission 
in its own right as a creature of the Constitution in the infinite 
variety of situations that may emerge from time to time in a large 
democracy, as every contingency could not be foreseen or 
anticipated by the enacted laws or the rules. By issuing necessary 
directions the Commission can fill the vacuum till there is a 
legislation on the subject. In Kanhiya Lal Omar’s case (AIR 1986 
SC 111) the court construed the expressions’ the 
superintendence, direction and control’ in art 324(1) and held that 
a direction may mean an order issued to particular individual or a 
precept which may have to follow and it may be specific or a 
general order and such phrase should be construed liberally 
empowering the Election Commission to issue such orders. 

 
iii) The word ‘elections’ includes the entire process of election which 

consists of several stages and it embraces many steps, some of 
which have an important bearing on the process of choosing a 
candidate. Fair election contemplates disclosure by the candidate 
of his past including the assets held by him so as to give a proper 
choice to the candidate (sic) (elector) according to his thinking 
and opinion. As stated earlier, in Common Cause case [(1986) 2 
SCC 752], the court dealt with a contention that elections in the 
country are fought with the help of money power which is 
gathered from black sources and once elected to power, it 
becomes easy to collect tons of black money, which is used for 
retaining power and for re-election. If on affidavit a candidate is 
required to disclose the assets held by him at the time of election, 
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voter can decide whether he could be re-elected even in case 
where he has collected tons of money. 

 
iv) To maintain the purity of elections and in particular to bring 

transparency in the process of election, the Commission can ask 
the candidates about the expenditure incurred by the political 
parties and this transparency in the process of election would 
include transparency of a candidate who seeks election or re-
election. In a democracy the electoral process has a strategic 
role. The little man of this country would have basic elementary 
right to know full particulars of a candidate who is to represent 
him in Parliament where laws to bind his liberty and property may 
be enacted. 

 
v)     The right to get information in democracy is recognised all through 

out and it is natural right flowing from the concept of democracy. 
At this stage, we would refer to Art 19(1) and (2) of the 
International Covenant of Civil and Political Rights which is as 
under :- 
 
(i) Every one shall have the right to hold opinions without      

interference. 
(ii) Everyone shall have the right to freedom of expression; this 

right shall include freedom to seek, receive and impart 
information and ideas of all kinds, regardless of frontiers, 
either orally, in writing or in print, in the form of art, or through 
any other media of his choice. 

 
vi) From cumulative reading of plethora of decisions of this court as 

referred to, it is clear that if the field meant for legislature and 
executive is left unoccupied detrimental to the public interest, this 
court would have ample jurisdiction under Art 32 read with Arts 
141 and 142 of the Constitution to issue necessary directions to 
the executive to subserve public interest. 

 
vii) Under our Constitution, Art 19(1) (a) provides for freedom of 

speech and expression. Voters’ speech and expression in case of 
election would include casting of votes that is to say, voter speaks 
out or expresses by casting vote. For this purpose, information 
about the candidate to be selected is must. Voter’s (little man-
citizen’s) right to know antecedents including criminal past of his 
candidate contesting election with MP or MLA is much more 
fundamental and basic for survival of democracy. The little man 
may think over before making his choice of electing law breakers 
as law makers’. 

 
5. And whereas, the Hon’ble Supreme Court, in its aforesaid judgement 
(2nd cited)  dated 2nd May, 2002, has directed as follows :- 
 

“The Election Commission is directed to call for information on sworn 
affidavit by issuing necessary order in exercise of its power under Art 324 of the 
Constitution of India from each candidate seeking election to Parliament or a State 
legislature as a necessary part of his nomination paper, furnishing therein, 
information on the following aspects in relation to his/her candidature :- 



 

325 
 

1) Whether the candidate is convicted/acquitted/discharged of any 
criminal offence in the past; if any, whether he is punished with 
imprisonment or fine? 

2) Prior to six months of filling of nomination, whether the candidate is 
accused in any pending case of any offence punishable with 
imprisonment for two years or more, and in which charge is framed 
or cognizance is taken by the court of law, it so, the details thereof. 

3) The assets (immovable, movable, bank balances etc) of a 
candidate and of his/her spouse and that of dependants. 

4) Liabilities, if any, particularly whether there are any over dues of 
any public financial institution or government dues. 

5) The educational qualifications of the candidate.” 
 

6. And whereas, for implementation of the above-mentioned order of 
the Supreme Court dated 2nd May 2002 the Election of India has issued an Order 
No.3/ER/2002/JS-II/Vol-III, dated 28th June, 2002 (3rd cited) in exercise of its 
plenary powers under Article 324 of the Constitution of India directing the every 
candidate filing nomination paper for any election to the Council of States, House 
of the People, Legislative Assembly of a State of the Legislative Council of a State 
to furnish information required by the Supreme Court as stated above by means of 
a sworn affidavit in the format appended to the said order, as a necessary part of 
the nomination paper. Thereupon, the Government of India promulgated The 
Representation of People (Amendment) Ordinance, 2002 (Ordinance No.4 of 
2002) which was subsequently replaced by the Representation of the People 
(Third amendment) Act, 2002 (4th cited) which brought about the following 
Legislative changes namely:- 
 

1) Section 33A was inserted requiring every candidate to     
furnish information, apart from any information which he is 
required to furnish, under the Representation of the People 
Act, 1951 or the Rules made thereunder in his nomination 
paper delivered under sub-Section (1) of Section 33, as to 
whether:- 

 
i) he is accused of any offence punishable with 

imprisonment for two years or more in a pending case 
in which a charge has been framed by the Court of 
competent jurisdiction; 

(ii) he has been convicted of any offence (other than any 
offence referred to in sub-section (1) or sub-section (2), 
or covered in sub-section (3), of Section 8) and 
sentenced to imprisonment for one year or more. 

 
2) Section 33B has been inserted, stating that no candidate is 

liable to disclose or furnish any such, information in respect of 
his election which is not required to be disclosed or furnished 
under the Representation of the People Act, 1951 or the Rules 
made thereunder, notwithstanding anything contained in any 
judgement, decree or order of any Court or any direction, 
order or any other instruction issued by the Election 
Commission of India. 

3) Section 75A has been inserted to provide for declaring the 
assets and liabilities to the Presiding Officer of the concerned 
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House after election within ninety days from the date of taking 
oath or affirmation as Member. 

4) No requirement for giving information on educational 
qualifications is provided. 

5) Penalty has been provided for giving false information in the 
affidavit. 

 
7. And whereas, the Representation of the People (Third Amendment 
Act) 2002 has been questioned in W.P.Nos.490,509 and 515 of 2002 before the 
Hon’ble Supreme Court. In its judgement dated 13th March, 2003 (5th cited), the 
Hon’ble Supreme Court of India held that : 
 

(i) Section 33B is unconstitutional; 
(ii) The information required to be provided in respect of criminal 

antecedents in the newly inserted section 33A is reasonably 
adequate to safeguard the right to information vested in the 
voter/citizen. 

(iii) The provisions made in newly inserted sections 75A regarding 
declaration of assets and liabilities of the elected candidate to the 
Speaker or Chairman of the House has failed to effectuate the 
right to information and freedom of expression of the 
voters/citizens and that Parliament ought to have made a 
provision for furnishing this information at the time of filing 
nomination; 

(iv) Failure to provide for disclosure of educational qualifications does 
not, in practicable terms, infringe the freedom of expression; and 

(v) The Election of India has to issue revised instructions to ensure 
implementation of the newly inserted section 33A and the earlier 
orders dated 28th June, 2002 of the Election Commission of India 
relating to disclosure of assets and liabilities which will still hold 
good and continue to be operate. However, in so far as 
verification of assets and liabilities by means of summary enquiry 
and rejection of nomination paper on the ground of furnishing 
wrong information or suppressing material information should not 
be enforced. 

 
8. And whereas, following the Judgement of the Hon’ble Supreme Court 
dated 13.03.2003, the Election Commission of India issued revised 
No.31/ER/2003/JS-II, dated 27th March, 2003 (6th cited) orders, the substance of 
which is as follows:- 
 

(i) Every candidate at the time of filing his nomination paper for any 
election to the Council of States, House of the People, Legislative 
Assembly of a State or the Legislative Council of a State having such 
a Council, shall furnish full and complete information in regard to the 
matters specified by the Hon’ble Supreme Court in an affidavit, the 
format of which is annexed to the order. 

 
(ii) The said affidavit by each candidate shall be duly sworn before a 

Magistrate of the First Class or a Notary Public or a Commissioner of 
Oaths appointed by the High Court of the State concerned. 

 
(iii) Non-furnishing of the affidavit by any candidate shall be considered 

to be violation of the order of the Hon’ble Supreme Court and the 
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nomination of the candidate concerned shall be liable to rejection by 
the Returning Officer at the time of scrutiny of nominations for such 
non-furnishing of the affidavit. 

 
(iv) The information so furnished by each candidate in the aforesaid 

affidavit shall be disseminated by the respective Returning Officers 
by displaying a copy of the affidavit on the notice board of his office 
and also by making the copies thereof available freely and liberally to 
all other candidates and the representatives of the print and 
electronic media. 

 
(v) If any rival candidate furnishes information to the contrary by means 

of a duly sworn affidavit, then such affidavit of the rival candidate 
shall also be disseminated along with the affidavit of the candidate 
concerned in the manner directed above. 

 
(vi) It is also clarified that the earlier direction contained in para 14(4) of 

its earlier order dated 28th June, 2002, in so far as verification of 
assets and liabilities by means of summary enquiry and rejection of 
nomination paper on the ground of furnishing wrong information or 
suppressing material information is not enforceable in pursuance of 
the order dated 13th March, 2003 of the Apex Court. 

 
9. And whereas, though the aforesaid two judgements of the Supreme 
Court were delivered in the context of securing to the voters the right to information 
with regard to the candidates seeking elections to the Legislative Assembly  of a 
State or the Legislative Council of a State having such Council and the Parliament, 
the spirit thereof equally applies to the voters exercising their franchise in elections 
to Rural and Urban Local Bodies also, which have been conferred with 
Constitutional status. The democratic process should be common to all levels of 
electoral offices in the pyramid starting from the Gram Sabha to Lok Sabha. The 
Commonality of the powers between the State Election Commission and the 
Election Commission of India can be seen from the fact that Article 243K is exactly 
Parametria with Article 324 of the Constitution of India. In the interest of purity of 
elections to the Panchayats and Municipalities, the State Election Commissions of 
Uttaranchal, Maharashtra, Uttar Pradesh, Punjab, Karnataka, Andhra Pradesh 
States and Union Territories of Delhi and Chandigarh have already implemented 
the aforementioned orders of the Supreme Court of India for conduct the elections 
to Panchayats and Urban Local Bodies.  In view of this, the State Election 
Commission, Haryana decided that the orders of the Supreme Court of India 
should be made applicable to the elections to rural and urban local bodies also in 
the State of Haryana. 
 
10. And whereas, accordingly, the State Election Commission Haryana, 
in exercise of its powers under Articles 243K read with 243ZA of the Constitution of 
India and sections 175 and 212 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 (Act 11 
of 1994), sections 3A and 13A of the Haryana Municipal Act, 1973 (Act 24 of 1973) 
read with Rule 21 of the Haryana Municipal Election Rules, 1978 and Sections 8 
and 9 of the Municipal Corporation Act, 1994 (Act 16 of 1994) read with Rule 23 of 
the Haryana Municipal Corporation Election Rules, 1994 and all powers hereunto 
enabling it in this behalf, hereby directs as follows:- 
 

(i) Every candidate seeking elections or bye-elections to the office of 
Member or Sarpanch of a Gram Panchayat or Member of Panchayat

Samiti or Member of Zila Parishad or Member of a Municipality, shall 
along with the nomination paper furnish full and complete information, 
apart from any other information which he is required to furnish, in 
regard to all the five matters referred to in paragraph 5 above as also 
specified in the format of Affidavit, annexed hereto as Annexure to this 
Order.

(ii) The said affidavit by each candidate shall be duly sworn before a 
Magistrate of the First Class or a Notary Public or a Commissioner of 
Oaths appointed by the High Court of the State or before the Sub-
Divisional Officer (Civil)/Tehsildar/Naib Tehsil (conferred with the powers 
of Executive Magistrate) having jurisdiction to the area. 

(iii) Non furnishing of a declaration or affidavit as the case may be, by any 
candidate, shall be considered to be a violation of this order and the 
nomination of the candidate concerned shall be liable to be rejected by 
the Returning Officer, at the time of scrutiny of nomination papers of the 
concerned candidate. 

(iv) Furnishing of any wrong or incomplete information or suppression of any 
material information by any candidate in or from the said affidavit or 
declaration, as the case may be, shall invite penal consequences under 
the Indian Penal Code for furnishing wrong information to a public 
servant or suppression of material facts before him. 

(v) The information so furnished by each candidate in the aforesaid 
declaration or affidavit, as the case may be, shall be disseminated by the 
concerned Returning Officer by displaying a copy of the 
declaration/affidavit on the notice board of his office and also by making 
copies thereof available to all other candidates on demand and to the 
representatives of the print and electronic media. 

 
(vi) If any rival candidate furnishes information to the contrary, by means of a 

duly sworn affidavit, then such affidavit of the rival candidate shall also 
be disseminated along with declaration/affidavit of the candidate 
concerned in the manner directed above. 

 
(vii) The Returning Officer shall not verify by means of a summary enquiry or 

otherwise the correctness or otherwise of the information furnished in the 
declaration/affidavit and reject the nomination paper on the ground that 
in his opinion the information furnished is incorrect. 

 
(viii) All the Returning Officers shall ensure that the copies of the 

Affidavit/Declaration prescribed herein by the State Election Commission 
in the Annexure to this order, shall be delivered to the candidates along 
with the forms of nomination paper as part of the nomination papers. 

 

This order shall come into force with effect from 6th October, 2003.

   Please refer to Commission’s letter No.SEC/E-III/97/14071-89, 
dated 29.09.1997 on the subject of Criminalisation of Politics—Participation of 
Criminals in the electoral process as candidates—disqualification on conviction for 
offences—effect of appeal and bail regarding. Under this letter of 29.09.1997 
referred to above, in which you were requested that the candidate be asked by the 
Returning Officers to furnish information under Section-8 of the Representation of 
Peoples Act, 1951 and sub-clause (i) and (ii) of clause (a) of sub-section (1) of 
Section 175 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994. The proforma was revised 
as per instructions issued by the Commission’s letter No.SEC/E-III/98/2522-40, 
dated 13.02.1998.  

 
In this regard I have been directed to request you that Form-4 

for the Nomination papers under Rule 26 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Election 
Rules, 1994 has been revised by the Government vide its notification No.S.O. 
93/HA 11/94/S.209/2001, dated 04.07.2001  in which the declaration to be made 
by the candidate about all the disqualifications mentioned in Section 175 of the 
Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 including that of clause (i) and (ii) of clause (a) 
of Sub-Section (1) have been provided. 

 
 Further the Commission has also issued an order 

No.SEC/4E-III/2003/8831, dated 06.10.2003 under which the candidate is required 
to file an Affidavit in the proforma attached with this order alongwith nomination 
paper. In this affidavit under Commission’s order dated 06.10.2003, the information 
about all convictions of criminal offences, acquittal or discharged in the criminal 
cases and pending cases of criminal offences are required to be mentioned. In 
view of above mentioned two developments, now there seems to be no need to 
furnish the information in the Proforma for furnishing information under Section 8 of 
the Representation of the People Act, 1951 and sub-clauses (i) and (ii) of clause 
(a) of sub-section (1) of Section 175 of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 by 
every candidate at an election to Panch/Sarpanch/Member Panchayat Samiti and 
Zila Parishad under the Commission’s earlier letters dated 29.09.1997 and 
13.02.1998 referred to above. 
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2. I have also been directed to invite your attention to the order 
No.SEC/E-III/2003/8831, dated 06/10/2003 issued by the Commission, requiring a 
candidate to file an Affidavit for disclosure of information about the conviction and 
acquittal /discharged in criminal cases, and details of pending criminal cases in 
which charge has been framed or cognizance has been taken by the Court and 
details of the assets, liability and educational qualification of the candidate. 
 
3. I have also been directed to invite your attention to the fact that 
despite declaration made by the candidate that he does not suffer from the 
disqualifications under clause (q) of sub-section (1) of Section 175 of the Haryana 
Panchayati Raj Act, 1994. It has been noticed that a large number of candidates 
who have more  than two living children and one or more of them was/were born 
after 22.04.1995 have been elected to as Panches & Sarpanches of Gram 
Panchayats and Members of Panchayat Samitis & Zila Parishads. These persons 
in fact were disqualified to be chosen for being a member of the Panchayati Raj 
Institutions. Resultantly, when complaints are received against such elected 
members and Sarpanches of Gram Panchayat and Members of Panchayat Samitis 
& Zila Parishads. The proceedings for disqualification under Section 175 and 177 
of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 are initiated by the Deputy Commissioner 
and Director Panchayats.  As only declarations are made by such persons and 
Affidavits are not filed by the candidates about the disqualification under clause (q) 
of sub-section (1) of Section 175 of the Act ibid, the penal action for wrong 
declaration or supression of information in the matter is not initiated against such 
persons. In order to enforce the provisions of clause (q) of sub-section (1) of 
Section 175 of the Act ibid in more effective manner and also to initiate penal 
action against those who furnish wrong information in this regard, it is necessary 
that the candidate be required to file Affidavits in the matter. It is, therefore, 
decided that the candidates should also file an Affidavit regarding having more 
than two living children or not alongwith the nomination paper.   
 
4. Under these revised instructions for the Panchayat elections to be 
held henceafter, while supplying the nomination papers, the Returning Officer 
shall inform the intending candidates in the manner prescribed in Annexure-I in the 
format enclosed herewith that he should file an Affidavit in Annexure-II in the 
format enclosed, that he does not suffer from the disqualification under clause (q) 
of sub-section (1) of Section 175  of the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994 i.e. he 
does not have more than two living children or has more than two living children 
but one or more of them was/were not born after 22.04.1995 and another Affidavit 
in Annexure-III, in the format enclosed disclosing the information about the 
convictions in criminal cases, acquittal/discharged of criminal offences, pending 
criminal cases, details of immovable & movable properties, assets & liabilities and 
educational qualifications.  The Returning Officer shall give copies of the 
Annexures  II and III referred to above, to the intending candidates alongwith the 
nomination paper, so that the candidate may file these two above said Affidavits 
alongwith the nomination paper to be submitted to the Returning Officer.
