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Visit of Shri Rajesh Kumar Gangal, Senior Director (IT), to
NIC District Centre, Saharanpur

Pursuant to the directions of the State Informatics Officer, Uttar Pradesh, Shri Rajesh Kumar
Gangal, Senior Director (IT), National Informatics Centre, undertook an official visit to the NIC
District Centre, Saharanpur on 17th and 18th December 2025.

NIC District Centre Review:

On his arrival at NIC Saharanpur, Shri Rajesh Kumar Gangal was warmly welcomed by Shri Mohit
Tyagi, District Informatics Officer (DIO), Saharanpur, along with NIC technical staff. Shri Gangal
reviewed the overall ICT support being extended to the district administration.

Discussions were held on ongoing and proposed e-Governance initiatives, with particular focus on
Board of Revenue-related applications, data systems, and inter-departmental coordination.

During the review, DIO Shri Mohit Tyagi demonstrated some district-level web applications
developed by him to address administrative requirements. These included a portal to monitor
progress of construction projects, a plantation progress tracking application for the Plantation
Drive 2025 of the Govt of Uttar Pradesh at district level, a web application for capturing data and
track screening of tobacco-consuming citizens for oral cancer symptoms by ASHA
workers/CHOs/Dental surgeons, and a voter facilitation application enabling citizens to search
their own or their relatives’ details in the Electoral Rolls of 2003 for filling enumeration form under
SIR-2026.

Shri Rajesh Kumar Gangal appreciated the quality and effectiveness of the web applications
developed by DIO Shri Mohit Tyagi, noting their usefulness in supporting district administration.

As part of the visit, physical verification of hardware stock at the NIC District Centre, Saharanpur
was completed as per prescribed guidelines.

Drawing upon his extensive experience as a former District Informatics Officer, Shri Gangal
provided guidance to the NIC team on addressing operational challenges and ensuring timely
delivery of district-level ICT solutions.

Meeting with District Administration:

Shri Rajesh Kumar Gangal paid a courtesy visit to Shri Manish Bansal (IAS), District Magistrate,
Saharanpur. During the meeting, discussions were held on the role of ICT in strengthening
governance and improving administrative efficiency in the district.

The District Magistrate appreciated the efforts of DIO Shri Mohit Tyagi for timely development and
deployment of need-based digital solutions using freely available tools, which provided effective
support to the district administration, including during the Special Intensive Revision (SIR)-2026
exercise.
