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Review Meeting through Video Conferencing

State Coordinator - Uttar Pradesh

The newly appointed State Coordinator of NIC
,Uttar Pradesh, Dr. Rajesh Kumar Mishra, DDG
held his first interactive session with the State
Informatics Officer Uttar Pradesh, Group
Heads, and District Informatics Officers from all
75 districts of the state through Video
Confrencing. Shri Ashesh Kumar Agarwal, DDG
and SIO, Uttar Pradesh, briefed him about the
initiatives undertaken in the state.During the
interaction, the DIOs briefed the State
Coordinator on the preparations being
undertaken at the district level for the
observance of Safer Internet Day. They also
highlighted key challenges related to network
connectivity, = hardware availability, and
manpower constraints.
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In this regard, the SIO informed that the supply of laptops and desktops is being carried out by
the NIC Headquarter as per availability of stock and district requirements.. The State
Coordinator further apprised the participants that the file to resolve network-related issues has
already been moved at the Headquarters level. Throughout the session, the State Coordinator
patiently listened to the concerns raised by the districts.

The State Coordinator instructed all districts to conduct Safer Internet Day activities strictly as
per the prescribed format, ensure their effective execution, widely propagate the initiatives for
media coverage, and submit detailed reports along with event footprints to the NIC
Headquarter. He also emphasized the need to report district-wise contributions in terms of
software development and master database creation.He underlined the importance of
implementing the Digital Personal Data Protection (DPDP) Act, 2023 in a time-bound manner by
March 2027, along with a strong focus on capacity building across emerging technologies. He
further advised districts to strengthen collaboration with line departments and keep the
Headquarters informed about past developments as well as future roadmaps.All DIOs have
been instructed to prepare and display a chronology of DIOs from the establishment of the
district centre onwards, as such records are not maintained presently.Similarly, instructions
were given to compile the IT-related works undertaken earlier by the district.

Concluding the session, the SIO thanked the State Coordinator, Group Heads and all
participating DIOs/DIAs. The districts were instructed to display awards and appreciation
received on their respective websites. The SIO also informed the State Coordinator about the
proposed in-person DIO Meet scheduled for 26-27 February 2026, which will include technical
sessions by industry experts and officials from Headquarters, and requested him to grace the
event with his auspicious presence.
