To ensure the Census 2026 process is conducted with absolute accuracy and transparency within the
district, District Magistrate (DM) Dr. Vipin Kumar Jain held a review meeting at the N.I.C. Video
Conferencing Room in the Collectorate. The meeting finalized preparations for the upcoming three-day
intensive training program scheduled to begin on April 23.

Quality of Training and Mandatory Evaluation

The District Magistrate issued strict directives stating that no errors at any level would be tolerated in a national
task as significant as the Census.

Intensive Training: Attendance is mandatory for all enumerators and supervisors in the training camps
starting April 23.

Mandatory Testing: The DM directed that an evaluation (test) must be conducted for all personnel
upon the completion of their training.

Facilities: Instructions were given to ensure robust arrangements for drinking water, uninterrupted
power supply, and digital resources at all training venues.

Role of Additional District Census Officer / DIO (NIC)




To ensure the success of the Digital Census, the Additional District Census Officer / District Informatics
Officer (DIO, NIC) has been made primarily responsible for the technical aspects. Their key responsibilities
include:

e CMMS Portal Management: Acting as the Nodal Officer for the Government of India’s Census
Management & Monitoring System (CMMS) portal, monitoring all activities, and overseeing all
necessary tasks on the platform.

Emphasis on Coordination and Deadlines

During the meeting, the DM instructed all Sub-Divisional Magistrates (SDMs), Tehsildars, Block Development
Officers (BDOs), and Executive Officers of urban local bodies to work in close coordination. He stated firmly
that all preparations must be completed within the stipulated timeline to ensure the census process begins
systematically.
