A training workshop on the e-Sakshya and e-Summon applications, developed by NIC under the
ICJS Project, was organized on 24 April 2026 at the Signature Building, Police Headquarters,
Lucknow. Approximately 200 police officials from across the state of Uttar Pradesh attended the
training in person, while around 150 officers participated remotely from their respective districts
through video conferencing.

The event was inaugurated by Shri Rajeev Krishna, Director General of Police (DGP),IPS, Uttar
Pradesh. In his address, he welcomed the participants and dignitaries, and appreciated the efforts
of the NIC Delhi team, NIC Uttar Pradesh team, and the Technical Services officials of Uttar Pradesh
Police Headquarters for successfully organizing and conducting the workshop for police personnel.

The session covered user authentication, practical
demonstrations of key features such as capturing
video and photographic evidence, syncing data with
the central system, and secure evidence
management within the ICJS platform.

The highlight of the workshop was a panel discussion
with experts from NIC Uttar Pradesh, UP Police Technical

Services, and officials from the Forensic Science
Laboratory (FSL) and State Forensic University, focusing
on addressing queries through an online solution.
