REGULATION, 1994

No. 5 of 1994

Promulgated by the President in the Forty-fifth
Year of the Republic of India

A Regulation to provide for the constitution
of Municipalities in the Andaman And HNicobar
Iglands and to define and regulate their power
and functionz and to repeal the Andaman and

Nicobar Islands (Administration) Regulation,
1979.

in exarcise of ithe powers conforrad by
article 240 of the Constitution. the President 1s
pleased to promulgate the ftollowing Regqulation
made by him; -~
