Fake toothpaste unit busted

in Kanjhawala, owner held

The Delhi police have busted a counterfeit
toothpaste manufacturing unit operating in
outer Delhi’s Kanjhawala area and arrested its
owner, an official said on Friday. Acting on a
tip-off, a team on Thursday raided a godown in
Mahaveer Vihar and seized 1,800 filled fake
toothpaste tubes, along with over 10,000 empty
tubes and more than 1,200 packed tubes.
Around 130 kg of blue-coloured paste stored in
drums were also seized. “The seized goods
were worth several lakhs and posed serious
health risks due to unhygienic manufacturing
conditions,” a senior police officer said. The
labourers told police that the unit was run by

gas situation in the city is
under control and the dai-
ly LPG domestic bookings
have declined from a peak
of over 2 lakh per day dur-
ing March to around 1.1
lakh on April 1.

Addressing a press con-
ference, Additional Com-
missioner of the Depart-
ment of Food Supplies and
Consumer Affairs, Arun
Kumar Jha, said since the
start of the West Asia con-
flict, the number of new
PNG (piped natural gas)
connections has risen from
684 per day in February to
around 2,000-2,500 per
day in March, according to
official data. “From today,
we have started a control
room to take action against
black marketing and
hoarding,” Mr. Jha said.
Complaints can be lodged
via helpline numbers O11-
23379836 and 8383824659.
He said the government
would act on verified com-
plaints and ensure the con-
fidentiality of informants.

Mr. Jha said that while
earlier domestic LPG cylin-
ders were delivered within

two to three days of book-
ing, the waiting time has
now increased to four to
six days “due to the back-
log created during the
surge in demand in
March”. He said the go-
vernment is encouraging
consumers to opt for PNG
connections because of
better availability com-
pared to LPG in India. “We
are requesting people to
get a PNG connection whe-
rever possible,” he said.
The official said strict ac-
tion is being taken against
black marketing and hoard-

ing. According to sources,
the Delhi police have regis-
tered around 27 such cases
since March 12. An official
said registered LPG con-
sumers are receiving cylin-
ders but those who earlier
relied on “informal means”
are now facing problems as
supply systems have been
tightened.

Cylinder hoarding

Meanwhile, the Delhi pol-
ice busted an LPG cylinder
hoarding and black mar-
keting racket in the Bawa-
na area, arresting a 50-

year-old man, identified as
Anil, and seizing 75 cylin-
ders. At 4 p.m. on Thurs-
day, a pick-up truck was in-
tercepted, leading to the
recovery of 27 LPG
cylinders.

“The accused failed to
produce any valid docu-
ments,” an officer said.
During interrogation, the
accused said more cylin-
ders were stored nearby.
Raids at two rooms and an
iron shed near a factory led
to the recovery of 48 addi-
tional cylinders, taking the
total seizure to 75.

Households, vendors
continue to feel the
heat amid short supply

Despite government assu-
rances that cooking gas re-
mains adequately sup-
plied, many food cart
owners and domestic con-
sumers told The Hindu that
they continue to face long
delays and soaring costs
while trying to procure cy-
linders.

In Chittaranjan Park’s
bustling market, Md. Reh-
mat Ali, who runs a biryani
shop, said he has been call-
ing his supplier daily with
no success. “My supplier
last took my call on Febru-
ary 28 and delivered three
cylinders. Since then,
there has been total si-
lence,” he said. Now rely-
ing on his remaining stock,
Mr. Ali fears closure. “We
prepare many biriyanis ev-
ery day for the shop and
private parties. Once this
lot is over, I won’t be able
to run my shop,” he said,
adding that even black
market suppliers are no
longer responding.

In Rajouri Garden’s Neh-
ru Market, Mukesh Kumar,
who runs a chaat stall, has
reduced his menu from se-
ven items to three, drop-
ping dishes that require
longer cooking. He earlier
bought LPG at 100 per kg,
but since the second week
of March, prices have
surged to I450-500 per kg.

Domestic consumers
said they face long
delays and soaring
costs while trying to
procure cylinders

“Customers complain
about higher prices for gol-
gappa and tikki, but how
can I survive with such ex-
pensive gas? If this conti-
nues for another month, I
may have to shut shop and
return to my village in
Mathura,” Mr. Kumar said.
In central Delhi’s Bho-
gal, dhabha owner Anil Ku-
mar said LPG prices have
jumped from under 100
per kg to nearly ¥400. He
has turned to an induction
stove and increased prices
of food items by 20-30%.

‘Simply unavailable’
Domestic consumers are
also feeling the strain. Mita
Pal, a migrant worker in
Kalkaji, said her family has
been unable to procure a
cylinder for the past 20
days. “Earlier it was expen-
sive, now it is simply un-
available,” she said.

In Malviya Nagar, Asma
Khan, who runs a tiffin ser-
vice, said she placed an or-
der on HP’s portal on
March 3 but is still waiting.
“I have bought two induc-
tion stoves. Shutting the
service would mean no in-
come,” she said.

Curbs on entry of goods vehicles from Nov. 1: CMO

The entry of commercial
goods vehicles into Delhi,
except those that are CNG-
powered, electric, or com-
pliant with BS-VI norms,
will be restricted from No-
vember 1 as part of the ‘Air
Pollution Mitigation Action
Plan 2026’, the Chief Minis-
ter’s Office (CMO) said in a
statement on Friday.

The restriction is in line
with the directions issued
by the Commission for Air

Quality Management in the
National Capital Region
and Adjoining Areas
(CAQM) in April last year.
The CAQM had directed
the Delhi government to
impose a strict ban on the
entry of all commercial
goods vehicles, except
those compliant with BS-VI
norms, CNG, LNG, or elec-
tric vehicles, from Novem-
ber 1, 2025, barring vehi-
cles registered in Delhi. An
exemption was later grant-
ed to BS-IV commercial
goods vehicles until Octob-

er 31, 2026.

According to the CMO
statement, the government
will also regulate non-es-
sential traffic inflow. Dur-
ing periods of severe pollu-
tion, it may consider
staggered office timings,
work-from-home  direc-
tives, and additional res-

trictions on polluting vehi-
cles for immediate relief.

“This is not just a policy
announcement; it is an en-
forcement-driven  cam-
paign powered by resourc-
es, technology, and strict
oversight,” Chief Minister
Rekha Gupta said, adding
that the goal is to ensure
cleaner air for every resi-
dent of Delhi.

The action plan targets
key sources of pollution,
including vehicular emis-
sions, road dust, construc-
tion activity, industrial dis-

charge, and biomass
burning, through a scien-
tific, data-driven approach.
It identifies 11 priority sec-
tors with clearly defined
responsibilities, timelines,
and real-time monitoring
mechanisms to ensure
compliance, the CMO said.
The key focus areas in-
clude a tougher stance on
vehicular pollution, pro-
motion of public transport
and electric vehicles, tack-
ling congestion and traffic
emissions, and large-scale
dust control measures.

Bail conditions can’t invade the
privacy of accused’s family: HC

NEW DELHI

The Delhi High Court has
observed that directing the
police to monitor an accu-
sed’s wife amounted to an
“unacceptable invasion” of
the privacy of a person not
named in the case.

In a March 20 order, Jus-
tice Anup Jairam Bhambha-
ni upheld the interim bail
granted by a trial court to a
man who had sought tem-

porary release to care for
his wife during her surgery
and post-operative recov-
ery but set aside the court’s
conditions requiring the
police to monitor and col-
lect personal data of the
wife during his interim bail.

‘Surveillance’ report

The trial court, in its March
13 order, directed the inves-
tigating officer to deploy a
policewoman to stay with
the accused’s wife and sub-

mit a detailed report.

The accused ap-
proached the High Court
challenging the conditions.

The court noted, “The
law only empowers the
court to impose appro-
priate conditions on the un-
dertrial or convict to whom
bail or suspension of sen-
tence is being granted; and
while doing so, the court
cannot impose conditions
on the family members of
the accused or convict.”

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3) Risk Purchase:

The contractor fails to deliver the stores of any installment thereof within the period
fixed for such delivery or at any time repudiates the contract before the expiry of
such period, the Government is entitled to cancel the contract and repurchase the
stores not delivered at the risk and cost of the defaulting contractor. In the event of
such a risk purchase, the defaulting contractor shall be liable for any loss which the
Government may sustain on that account provided the purchase, or if there is an

It is a condition of the contract that all through the currency thereof, the price at
which you will the supply stores should not exceed the lowest price charged by you
to any customer during the currency of the rate contract and that in the event of the
prices going down below the rate contract prices you shall promptly furnish such
information to us to anable to ammend the contract rates for subsiquent supplies.
D) Force Majeure Clause:

“If, at any time, during the continuance of this contract the performance in whole or
in part by either party of any obligation under this contract shall be prevented of
delayed by reason of any war, hostility, acts of the public enemy, civil commotion,
sabotage, fires, floods, explosions, epidemics, quarantine restriction, strikes, lock-
outs or acts of God (hereinafter referred to as “events™), provided notice of
happening of any such eventuality is given by either party to the other within 9 days
from the date of occurrence thereof, neither party shall by reason of such event, be
entitled to terminate this contract nor shall either party have any claim for damages
against the other in respect of such non-performance or delay in performance; and
deliveries under the contract shall be resumed as soon as practicable after such
event has come to an end or ceased to exist, and the decision of the purchasing
officer as to whether the deliveries have been so resumed or not, shall be final and
conclusive, provided further that if the performance in whole or part of any obligation
under this contract is prevented or delayed by reason of any such event for a period
exceeding §o days, either party may at its option terminate the contract PROVIDED
ALSO that it the contract is terminated under this clause, the purchaser shall be at
liberty take over from the contract at a price to be fixed by the purchasing Officer
which shall be final all unused, undamaged and acceptable materials, bought out
components and stores in course of manufacture in the possession of the contractor
at the time of such termination or such portion there of as the purchaser may deem
fit accepting such material, bought out components and stores as the contractor
may with the concurrence of the purchaser elect to retain.
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
