Whereas to remove the difficulties and shortcomings in the present system of
supply and sale of Stamps the State Government after considering the aspect of losses of
the Government revenue by use of fake and bogus stamps has decided to implement
Computerized Stamp duty Administration System for supply and sale of Non Judicial
Stamp in the State to:

(a) prevent the use of paper and processes resulting in fraudulent practices;
(b) set up a consumer friendly, secured and reliable Stamp duty collection mechanism:

7. COMPATIBILITY WITH THE REGISTRATION SYSTEM

9.2  The State shall set up and provide tables that will enable the Approved
Intermediaries or the client who is liable to pay Stamp duty to ascertain the exact amount
of Stamp duty that is payable on a particular instrument. Further, the State will also
provide the necessary information with respect to the amount of the Stamp duty to be
paid for the documents pertaining to immovable properties on the basis of their details.
Such information provided will be updated by the Government as per the Registration
Act, 1908 (Act no. 16 of 1908) and the Indian Stamp Act,1899 (Act no. 2 of 1899) the
current rules and regulations and amendments carried out to them from time to time and
a link from the Government's site to e-Stamping Server. Such information provided on
e-Stamping Server will be for the guidance of clients/ users and (... name of the

9.3  The State will be able to re-access the data through internet by using user id and
password.
