| would like to inform you that at present for the Non-Postal stamps from Uttar
Pradesh State 11 (Eleven) depots are collecting consignments by Personal Delivery
except high value Nor+judicial stamps from Rs. 10,000/- to Rs. 25,000/- denomination
(which is being collected by Noda Treasury, Kanpur for retail destribution to the
treasuries in Uttar Pradesh State.)

As a policy decision the Government of India, Ministry of Finance, Department of
Revenue has advised al the State Governments to creste Noda Teasuries in their
respective State and forward consolidated indents ans collect the bulk supply from this
Department. Accordingly almost all the States have created Nodal Points and the Non-
postal stamps in bulk are collected by Personal Delivery for further distribution to the
concerned treasuries.



In order to have a uniform policy, it has become necessary to have only one Nodal
Point for uttar Pradesh State also who will submit consolidated indent on this department
and collect bulk supplies of al denominations by Presonal Delivery as is being done by
other States. We have been requesting the Government of Uttar Pradesh to forward
consolidated indent and to collect the bulk supply of all the denominations of NonPostal
stamps for retail distribution to the Treasuries in Uttar Pradesh State vide this office
protracted correspondence during the last couple of years, but the matter is till not
finalized.

It would be difficult for us to continue the supply of Non-Postal stamps to number of
depots any longer due to various congtraints. |, therefore, request you to take adequate
measures to create only one Nodal Point for Uttar Pradesh State and forward consolidated
indents for all the treasuries for al the denominations and make arrangements to collect
the bulk supply from this department by Personal Delivery with vehicle and Police
Escort. In this connection, it is aso come to the notice that the Central Treasury Officer,
Kanpur has been declared as Nodal Officer for the entire Uttar Pradesh State to place the
indem and collection of Non-Postal stamps from Security Printing Press, Hyderabad. It is
suggested that similar action may be taken to nominate One Nodal Officer for collecting
stamps from Central Stamp Depot, Nasik Road.

Further, 1 would like to invite your attention to the meeting of the State Secretaries of
Revenue and Inspector Generals (Registration) of Stamps held in the Ministry of Finance,
New Delhi on 4th March, 2004 to place 3 years rolling indent for proper production
planning at India Security Press and current years six monthly indent with 30% advance
payment. In this connection, please refer to my letter no. 25-C-NP/69-R dated the 3rd
May, 2004 and reminder letter no. 25-C-NP/199-R dated the 1st July, 2004.

Taking into consideration the above facts and need of the time, it has become
inevitable to adopt new changes. I, therefore, request your good offices to understand the
situation in its true spirit and take immediate action on the above in the interest of the
nation and the public.
