Case Study Based Questions

Case Study 1:

In a small village in Rajasthan, Meera, a 19-year-old girl, aspired to become a teacher. However,
she faced multiple barriers—her family believed that educating a girl beyond primary school was
unnecessary. Instead, they wanted her to get married at an early age, following traditional societal
norms.

Meera refused to accept these restrictions. She approached a local self-help group that worked for
women’s rights and education. With their support, she convinced her parents to allow her to
continue her studies. She later became a role model in her community, encouraging other girls to
fight for their right to education.

Movements such as the
Chipko Movement and protests against dowry and domestic violence have brought significant
legal and social changes.

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Case Study 2:

In the remote forests of Jharkhand, the Adivasi community has been struggling for decades to
retain their land and cultural identity. With the increase in mining and industrialization, many
Adivasi families have been displaced, losing their ancestral homes and means of livelihood. The
government introduced various policies to rehabilitate them, but the benefits have not always
reached those in need.

One such example is the struggle of the Santhal tribe. Many Santhals protested against illegal land
acquisition under various movements, such as the Pathalgadi Movement, where they put up stone
slabs inscribed with constitutional provisions to assert their rights. The resistance led to conflicts
with authorities, legal battles, and at times, violence. Despite the constitutional provisions
safeguarding tribal rights, loopholes in implementation and lack of awareness continue to
challenge their progress.

However, various NGOs and social activists have been working to empower Adivasis through
legal literacy, education, and self-employment schemes. Women in the community are playing a
significant role in these struggles, taking up leadership positions to demand equal rights and
opportunities.
