Following the death of Jawaharlal Nehru in 1964, India faced a crucial moment of political transition. As the

first Prime Minister of independent India, Nehru had established a strong leadership presence and had led

the nation through significant post-independence reforms. His demise left a leadership vacuum in the

Congress party and the country. The process of selecting the next Prime Minister was fraught with

uncertainty and internal deliberation. Ultimately, Lal Bahadur Shastri emerged as a consensus candidate.

Though seen as modest and unassuming, Shastri ensured continuity in Nehruvian policies while also

initiating a few independent directions, such as the slogan “Jai Jawan, Jai Kisan.” His tenure, though short-

lived, was marked by efforts to maintain internal unity and external security during challenging times like
the Indo-Pak war of 1965.

Case Study 2:

After Lal Bahadur Shastri’s untimely death in 1966, the Congress party again faced a crisis of leadership. At
a time when the party was still adjusting to the post-Nehru era, this sudden void created internal debate.
Indira Gandhi, the daughter of Nehru and then Information and Broadcasting Minister, was seen by many
as a compromise candidate who could unite the party while maintaining a symbolic connection to Nehru’s
legacy. However, her leadership soon marked a shift from symbolic continuity to assertive centralization.
Her rise reflected the changing dynamics within the Congress party, where internal democracy began giving
way to a more centralized leadership under her command. This phase began the era of personal charisma
influencing Indian politics.

Case Study 3:

The Fourth General Elections of 1967 were a turning point in Indian politics. After enjoying continuous
power since independence, the Congress party faced widespread dissatisfaction due to economic hardship,
inflation, and food shortages. The rise of regional parties and the formation of anti-Congress coalitions
known as Samyukt Vidhayak Dal in several states signaled the fragmentation of the political landscape.
Congress lost power in several important states like Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, and Punjab. For the first time,
non-Congress governments were formed through coalition politics, reflecting the growing influence of
regional and caste-based politics.

Case Study 4:

The internal strife within the Congress party reached a peak in 1969 when a dispute over the presidential
candidate led to a formal split. Indira Gandhi supported independent candidate V. V. Giri against the official
Congress (Syndicate-backed) candidate, N. Sanjeeva Reddy. Giri’s victory marked Indira Gandhi’s success in
asserting her control over the party. Following this, the Congress was split into Congress (O) — Organisation,
and Congress (R) — Requisitionists led by Indira. This event significantly changed Indian political discourse,
shifting power towards a more personalized and centralized leadership, reducing the role of internal party
democracy.

Case Study 5:

After years of internal conflict and political instability, the 1971 general elections marked a resounding
comeback for Indira Gandhi and the Congress (R). Her campaign centered around the slogan “Garibi
Hatao,” which resonated with the masses. She projected herself as the champion of the poor and distanced
herself from the old guard of the party. The opposition was fragmented and lacked a unifying leader. The
electoral result gave her an overwhelming majority in the Lok Sabha and re-established Congress as the
dominant force in Indian politics under a new, centralized model of leadership.
