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Case Study 1:

During the 1990s, India witnessed a major transformation in its political landscape. The
dominance of a single-party system weakened, and coalition governments emerged as a new
trend. The Congress Party, which had governed for decades, started facing challenges from
regional and emerging national parties. In 1989, the National Front government, supported by
the Left Front and BJP, marked the beginning of coalition politics at the national level. Later, the
United Front (UF), the National Democratic Alliance (NDA), and the United Progressive
Alliance (UPA) shaped Indian politics. The rise of coalition politics led to increased bargaining
power for regional parties, influencing national policies significantly.

Case Study 2:

In 1990, the Mandal Commission recommendations were implemented by the government,
providing 27% reservation to Other Backward Classes (OBCs) in government jobs and
educational institutions. This decision led to large-scale protests and debates across the country.
While some sections viewed it as a step towards social justice, others saw it as caste-based
politics. The implementation of Mandal politics led to the rise of regional parties like

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Samajwadi Party (SP), Rashtriya Janata Dal (RJD), and Bahujan Samaj Party (BSP) that
focused on the empowerment of backward classes and Dalits.

Case Study 3:

The Ayodhya dispute became a major issue in Indian politics, especially in the 1990s. The
conflict centered around the Disputed Structure, which was demolished on 6th December 1992
by Hindu nationalist groups, leading to nationwide communal tensions and riots. The incident
had significant political consequences, strengthening the support for Hindutva ideology and
leading to the rise of the BJP as a dominant political force. It also resulted in legal battles,
commission inquiries, and a long-standing dispute over secularism, communalism, and
democracy in India. The Supreme Court of India finally resolved the dispute in 2019, granting
the land to the Hindu community for the construction of the Ram Temple while allocating an
alternative land for a mosque.
