Subject: SEPERATION OF CIVIL AVIATION DEPARTMENT
FROM TRANSPORT DEPARTMENT HARYANA
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In today’s world quicker means of travel and [fast
communication are of paramount importance to attract investments. The
status of development of civil aviation industry plays a crucial role in the
development of a region or state. Civil Aviation department in [;Iaryéna thus
was mainly concerned with the VIP’s aircraft flight operations and imparting
of flying and gliding training to the boys and girls at three centres of
Haryana Institute of Civil Aviation situated at Pinjore, Karnal & Hisar civil
aerodromes in the State. The department was looking after rclated work
such as the procurement and maintenance of trainer aircrafts, gliders and
other cquipment needed/required for providing infrastructure lacilities to
pilot trainecs and construction/development of new acrodromes airstrips and
avionics buildings and maintenance of existing facilities at Pinjore, Karnal,
Hisar, Bhiwani and Narnaul. In addition, the department also ifnparts
practical training to the candidates desirous of obtaining their initial Aircralt

Maintenance lingineer’s Licence [or the maintenance of aircraft.

2, Haryana Institute of Civil Aviation is providing flying and
gliding training to the boys and girls of Haryana domiciles as well as others
and prepare them for the issue of Commercial Pilot Licence, Assistant Pilot
[nstr.ucl:tor Rating and Pilot Instructor Rating. The flying licences obtained
by boys and girls through this Institute are recognized all over the world.
Many of the trainees 'got attractive jobs in Indian Airlines,  Air India,

Alliance Air, Sahara Airlines and Jet Airways elc.
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3. Adviser, Civil Aviation is the head of the department and
controlling officer of Civil Aviation department as well as Chief Executive
Director of Haryana Institute of Civil Aviation (HICA) and looks after the
budget and expenditure, planning and development of aerodromes in the
Haryana State. The administrative and operational functioning of State Govt.
VIP’s aircraft is supervised by the Adviser, besides, the incumbent also
monitors the work of flying and gliding training activities of HICA and
liaises with Central Govt. entities such as Director General of Civil Aviation
(DGCA), Ministry of Civil Aviation, Indian Air Force, Air Head Quarters
| New Delhi, Ministry of Defence, Ministry of Commerce etc. This post is
being looked after by an 1.A.S. Officer, in the rank of either Joint Secretary
or Special Secretary since April,1989. The work of the administrative
department is looked after by the Financial Commissioner and Principal
Secretary to Governmnet of Haryana, Civil Aviation Department.

3. In recent years the Civil Aviation sector in the country has
been experiencing a trans-formational change. With many new aviation
companies entering the scene, air travel at economical rates has become
possible for a vast majority of Indians and correspondingly there has been a
many fold increase in the demand for trained personnel, particularly pilots

and aircraft maintenance engineers and technicians.

6. With the increased pressure on Indira Gandhj International
Airport, an urgent requirement for another Airport near Delhi is being felt.
Rapid Industrialization of NCR area, clustering of hi-tech industry and
| consequent urbanization is expected to contribute to the demand for a range
of aviation related activities in the NCR region. Haryana Government
forwarded a proposal for setting up an International Cargo Airport in tehsil
Bahadurgarh, District Jhajjar as a public — private partnership venture
involving the State Government, Airport Authority of India and a private

partner(s).

7 The increased flying activity opens up several opportunities in
training and support services for the civil aviation industry which the
existing aviation facilities in Haryana at Hisar, Narnaul, Bhiwani, Karnal
and Pinjore could take advantage of and benefit from, provided they

suitably augment the infrastructure available at cach of these facilities.

8. The department had already initiated several proposals for
involving the private sector to set up Flying Training Academies at Pinjore,

Hisar and Narnaul and upgrading infrastructure at Hisar Airfield BOO (Built
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Own Operate) basis. In addition interest is being expressed by some large
players in the specialized field of advanced aircraft flight training and
maintenance operations in Haryana because of its locational advantage and
the availability of air strips in close proximity to New Delhi.  Haryana
Institute of Civil Aviation (HICA) is working towards starting Aircraft
Maintenance Engineer course with Technical Education Department at
Nilokheri (Karnal). Separate land for the hangar for setting up own
maintenance workshop of VIP Aircraft at Air Force Station Chandigarh is
also being pursued.

9. The Departments of Civil Aviation and Transport had been
functioning as two separate departments till a decision was taken by
Councils of Ministers in its meeting held on 28.10.2005 to merge the two
departments. The Notification dated 12-1-2006 issued in pursuance of this
decision is at Annexure ‘A’.

10. In view of the activities stated above, it is proposed that the
merger of Civil Aviation Department with Transport Department alongwith
its existing staff/posts, programmes/schemes and assets aﬁd liabilities may

be re-visited on the following terms and conditions :-

1) The Transport and Civil Aviation Department will split into two
independent departments, viz. Transport Department and Civil
Aviation Department.

ii)  That the functions of the head of department will be
performed by Adviser, Civil Aviation, Haryana.

1)  That the functions of administrative department will be
performed by the Financial Commissioner and Principal
Secretary to Govt. Haryana, Civil Aviation Department /Special
Secretary to Govt. Haryana, Civil Aviation Department.

iv)  That all the existing technical and non-technical posts will
remain.

v)  That the rules and regulations for appointment, promotion etc.
being adopted in the Civil Aviation Department remain the
same. The service rules of Class A, B, C & D will also remain

same.
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vi) That the budget and expenditure of the civil aviation
department will be maintained separately and will be under
direct control of head of the department i.e. Adviser, Civil
Aviation and drawing and disbursing officer will be of Civil
Aviation Department who will work under direct control of
head of the department.

vil)  That the Haryana Institute of Civil Aviation(HICA) will also be
looked after by the Adviser, Civil Aviation Haryana being head
of the department, who will also function as Chief Executive
Director of HICA.

viii) The Financial Commissioner & Principal Secretary to Govt.
Haryana/Special Secretary to Govt. Haryana, Civil Aviation
Department will remain the Vice President of Haryana Institute
of Civil Aviation.

1.1 In this regard Chief Secretary,Haryana, Finance Department
and Transport Department have conveyed their concurrence in the matter
vide their U.O. No. 62/61/2005-6GSI, dated 6/7-12-07, No.12/12/2005-1FG-
[1/2306, dated 26.11.07 and No.2/58/2005-3T(I), dated 27.11.07,
respectively.

12.. As per provision contained in Sr.No. 15 of the Schedule of the
Rules of Business of the Government of Haryana, 1977, proposal involving
any important change of policy and practice is required to be placed before
the Council of Ministers for their approval. Accordingly, the matter
regarding re-visiting of the Civil Aviation Department alongwith its
staff/posts , programmes, schemes, assets, liabilities and infrastructure etc.
from the Transport Department is placed before the Council of Ministers,
Haryana for their consideration and approval. |

13. Prior approval for placing the matter before the Council of

Ministers has been obtained from the Hon’ble Chief Minister, Haryana.
