thereby and notice is hereby given that the draft rules shall be taken into for consideration
after the expiry of a period of 30 days from the date on which the copies of this notification
as published in the Official Gazette are made available to the public.

Any objections or suggestions received from any person regarding the said draft
rules before the expiry of the specified period will be considered by the State Government.

DRAFT RULES

Short Title, Extentand 1. (1) These rules may be called the “Uttarakhand
Commencement Commercial Dairy Premises Licensing Rules, 2024”.
(2) It shall extend to all the municipal corporation areas of
the entire Uttarakhand state.
(3) It shall come into force at once.

Definition Z Unless the context otherwise requires, in these rules-
(a) “dairy cattle” means milch animals including cow,
bullock, heifer, buffalo, bull and their male & female
calves.

(b) *“uneconomic animal” means unproductive, old, sick and
injured, homeless cow progeny and the case property cow
progeny seized by the police administration / municipal
bodies from the cattle smugglers or cases of animal
cruelty.

(c) “commercial dairy premises” means such premises,
where more than 10 dairy animals are kept to earn profit

for commercial purposes.

(d) “Veterinary Doctor” means a graduate degree holder in
Veterinary Science from a college recognized by the
Veterinary Council of India and registered veterinary
doctor under the Uttarakhand State Veterinary Council.

“Municipal Veterinarian” means a veterinarian deployed
in Municipal Corporation either on full time or on part-time
or appointed on deputation or on attachment or on
additional charge or on contract basis.

“Regional Veterinary Officer” means a Veterinary
Doctor appointed at Government Veterinary Hospital of
the area, by the Uttarakhand Animal Husbandry
Department.

“District S.P.C.A.” means the District Society for the
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals, chaired by the District
Magistrate of the concerned district, constituted under the
S.P.C.A. Rules, 2001, promulgated under the Prevention
of Cruelty to Animals Act, 1960.

“commercial dairy cattle owner” means such animal
owner by whom more than 10 dairy animals are kept for
earning profit for commercial purposes.

“dairy cattle owner” means a cattle owner by whom 10
or less than 10 dairy animals are kept for profit for
commercial purposes.

These rules shall applicable on all the commercial cattle

premises within the area of the Municipal Corporation.

Before applying for license for commercial dairy premise,
the concerned animal owner compulsorily has to take
consents (Consent to Establish and Consent to Operate)
from the State Pollution Control Board and a verified
photocopy of this record will be submitted to the
concerned municipal body. The concerned animal owner
will compulsorily follow the guidelines of the Central
Pollution Control Board.

In order to run commercial dairy premises under the
Municipal Corporation area, it will be necessary for the
concerned commercial dairy owner to obtain license from
the Municipal Corporation by paying the prescribed fee
as per Appendix-01.

For obtaining license to run commercial dairy premises
under the Municipal Corporation area, the applicant shall
have to apply through prescribed application Format-1 as
per the format, along with the application fee prescribed
by the Municipal Board. The application fee deposited by
the applicant will be non-refundable.

In case of each application, an on-site inspection of
commercial dairy premises shall be conducted by the
Municipal Commissioner by forming an inspection team

under the leadership of the Municipal Veterinarian. The
on-site inspection report shall be submitted by the
inspection team in Format-2.

Based on the on-site inspection report submitted in
Format-2, the Municipal Commissioner shall take
appropriate decision in order to grant permission to the
concerned commercial dairy premises. Commercial dairy
premises qualifying the norms shall be issued license as
per Format-3 mentioning the maximum permissible
number of adult animals in the commercial dairy
premises.

The licensed commercial dairy premises owner shall be
bound to comply with the restrictions/ conditions of the
license.

It will be mandatory for each of the licensed commercial
dairy premises owner to display the license on the main
wall of it's dairy premises.

On-site inspection of all commercial dairy premises
under the Municipal Corporation area shall be done from
time to time or once a year. Violation of the restrictions/
conditions for license, shall be liable for either immediate
suspension or complete cancellation of the license and
the penalty shall be imposed accordingly.

The license issued by the Municipal Corporation shall be
valid for a period of 05 years and the registration fee for
animals between 1 to 10 years will be Rs. 1000/- per
animal and for animals between 10 to 20 years, the
registration fee will be Rs. 2000/- per animal shall be
payble by the commercial dairy animal owner.

In case of non-suitability to grant license, a notice of
rejection of the concerned case shall be issued within
one month from the date of application.

In case of operation of commercial dairy premises under
Municipal Corporation area without license, the fine may
be recovered by the Municipal Commissioner, by
imposing the prescribed fine through mitigation on the
animal owner as per Appendix-01.

For renewal of the license the concerned commercial dairy
animal owner shall have to submit an application to the
Municipal Commissioner through the prescribed form as per

Format-1, along with the prescribed fee as per Appendix-01,
at least one month before the date of expiry of the license.

The solid waste (dung, bedding grass etc.) shall be collected
at regular intervals by the concerned commercial dairy
animal owner. The collected solid waste shall be used for
compost manure or vermin-compost manure or for use in
biogas plants or compressed biogas plants or for the
manufacture of cow dung cakes. It will be ensured that it
does not get discharged into drains/ canals/ rivers/ ponds/
lakes/ springs or other natural water sources. To keep the
premises odour-free, a regular sprinkling of lime or any other
disinfectant material shall be done on the floor of the dairy
premises. An adequate number of labours and resources
shall be employed by the commercial dairy animal owner to
ensure proper management of solid waste.

Just to ensure no wastage of potable water & water used
for cleanliness, concerned commercial dairy animal owner
shall ensure maximum 150 litre water is consumed on each
animal per day. The wastewater shall be disposed of by the
commercial dairy animal owner only after proper treatment
as per the standards of the State Pollution Control Board
and it shall be ensured that the wastewater of the dairy
premises doesn't pollute the underground water sources. It
will also be ensured by the dairy premises owner that the
floor does not become slippery due to the wastewater of
the premises.

For the prevention of foul smell and control of humidity
inside the dairy premises, proper arrangement of fresh air
and cleanliness shall be ensured by the concerned
commercial dairy animal owner. For the housing
arrangement and maintenance of animals, the norms of the
Bureau of Indian Standards shall be complied with and tree
plantation shall be ensured inside the dairy premises. Proper
nutrition of animals shall be ensured as per the technical
advice of the Animal Husbandry Department or Milk
Development Department or National Dairy Development
Board or National Dairy Research Institute or Krishi Vigyan
Kendra.

In case of keeping a large number of dairy animals under the
cattle shed, the animals shall be kept in separate groups
according to their gender, age group, productivity,
pregnancy and health status. Sick animals shall be isolated
separately.

(1) At the place of keeping the animals, proper
arrangements shall be ensured to protect the animals
from strong sun-light, heat, cold, rain, storm, dust, hot
winds, snow and other climatic troubles.

(2) To prevent unnecessary cruelty, suffocation, dampness
and overcrowding in the place of keeping the animals,
proper arrangements of air circulation (ventilation) and
natural sunlight as per the reference mentioned in
Appendix-2 (BIS: 1223-1987) shall be ensured by
providing minimum covered area 40 sq.ft per animal for
adult animals and minimum covered area of 10 sq.ft.
per infant animal.

Dairy animals shall not be tied continuously and the length of
the rope shall not be less than 3 meters and they will be
allowed to exercise/walk in the open for 2 to 4 hours daily.
1/3rd of the total area proposed for the cowshed will be kept
as open space for the animals to exercise/roam in the open.

Place of keeping animals shall be kept suitable for
independent activities (e.g. the corridor should be wide
enough so that two animals can easily pass through it
without any obstruction).

(1)  The floor shall be capable of comfortable sitting,
standing, traction and segregated from the ground.

(2)  Arrangement for proper bedding shall be ensured at the
place of sitting.

(8) The floor shall not be kept perfectly flat, slippery, hard
or overly rough and shall be kept least possible
minimum wet.

Animals should be driven by low-stress methods, in which

they shall be patted instead of using a stick. Electric curbs

shall not be used.

The process of mutilation should be minimal. If it is
necessary to cauterize and put a ring in the nose and cut the
tail or dehorn or remove the horn of the animal due to
problem or castration, then these procedures should be
completed in the puberty of the animal (at the age of about 6
months for crossbreed animals and 18 months for Indian
breed animals) through a qualified veterinarian.
Unnecessary pain and suffering of the animals shall be
avoided in this procedure, by using Tranquillizers, Local
Anaesthetics and Analgesics in appropriate dose by the
veterinarian.

Employees -

(1) Care will be taken while milking to ensure that the dairy
animal does not suffer unnecessarily and its udders and
milk should be protected from any kind of infection or
damage.

(2) In order to save the udders from unnecessary pain and
damage, instead of the “thumb milking method
(Knuckling Method)”, “Full Hand Milking Method” shall
be used for milking.

(1) The use of oxytocin hormone or any other chemical for
milking shall be prohibited. The use of the oxytocin
hormone is illegal and a punishable offence.

(2) The use of hormones for medical purposes is valid only

under the written prescription of a qualified veterinarian.
Dairy animals shall be given balanced and nutritious food in
sufficient quantity according to their physical requirement.
The availability of proteins, carbohydrates, fats, vitamins,
minerals and fibre in proper proportion in the food shall be
ensured. There shall be no sudden change in diet of
animals.

Adequate space shall be provided in the den of dairy

animals to ensure the adequate availability of clean drinking
water.

An adequate number of skilled workers shall be employed,
who are capable of taking good care of the dairy animals
and are skilled in keeping the herd free from stress and fear.

The commercial dairy establishment shall ensure the
services of a qualified veterinary doctor on a regular basis
for health check-ups, pregnancy diagnosis, vaccination, de-
worming, antiparasitic drugs, epidemic prevention, diagnosis
and other medical purposes.

The dairy owner shall shall carefully watch the animal herd
on daily basis for diseases, injury, limping, change in
posture, change in gait, loss of appetite and thirst, changes
in cow dung or urine, blood or any other secretions in milk or

timely treatment may be prescribed by the Veterinary
Doctor.

In collaboration with the Animal Husbandry Department, ear
tagging (or other advanced technology identification marks)
shall be mandatory for keeping identification, health status,
vaccination and other information of cattle in the city.

Sick animals shall be kept isolated from other healthy
animals by making separate arrangements for food, drinking
water, and milking.

After the licence is obtained by the commercial dairy
establishment, Commercial Dairy Owner shall maintain
following records in prescribed formats : -

Details of all the animals kept as per the prescribed format.
Veterinary health details of animals,

Details of Animal Vaccination/Toxoid/Snakebite Antivenom.
Record of De-worming Medication.

In semination Record/ breed details of animals.

Details of purchase and sale of animals.

Animal Husbandry Ministry, Government of India &
Uttarakhand Animal Husbandry Department has launched
latest technology of Artificial insemination through Sex
Sorted Semen, that ensures birth of female calves in more
than 90% of cases. In order to prevent the evil & cruel
practice of abandonment of male calves by dairy owners, the
dairy owners of the city area shall compulsorily get the
female animals inseminated through artificial insemination
technique using Sex Sorted Semen Straws. After three
months of artificial insemination, Pregnancy Diagnosis
should be done by qualified Veterinary Doctor.

Dairy cattle of weather-friendly breed, resistant to parasites
and diseases and having long lifespan should be selected,
compatible with local agro-climatic conditions. To prevent
the illegal practice of abandoning unwanted male calves,
conception should be done through sexed semen as far as
possible and according to the breed and they should be kept
healthy. Only after 03 months of conception, pregnancy
should be tested by a qualified veterinarian.

Weaning shall be done gradually while keeping the new-
born animals with their mother for at least three months.

Immediately after birth, after giving a proper opportunity to
the mother to lick her calf, the calf should be given colostrum
within 1-2 hours of birth. If the mother of the calf has died or
colostrum is being produced in less quantity, then the calf

should be given colostrum of another mother or artificial

colostrums feeding shall be done.

The calves should be kept with their mother on clean and

dry bedding. If separated from their mothers, they should be

kept around other animals, preferably in pairs or in small
groups.

The sterilization of male calves above the age of 4 months

shall be compulsorily done by the dairy owner of the city

area. 4-5 month old male calves after sterilization to be sent
to government/non-government cow shelters at the rate of

Rs 500 per calve.

(1) Every commercial dairy premises owner should
dispose of the unprofitable unproductive animals as
per a humane legal system with the help and
coordination of local non-government animal welfare
organizations/ cow-shelters/ animal shelters. Municipal
bodies are expected to operate these cow
shelters/kanji houses with their own resources or by
levying fees or by earning income by imposing fines or
through public cooperation or through non-government
animal welfare organizations or by other means.

(2) ltis illegal and a punishable offence for a dairy animal
owner or commercial dairy animal owner to abandon or
let any dairy animal stray. If found guilty on this regard,
the Municipal Commissioner is authorized to
compound the offence & impose the fine prescribed as

per Appendix-01.

(3) Kiling any animal, killing calves by starving them or
abandoning them, or killing them by tying them in the
sun and keeping them thirsty is illegal and a punishable
offence.

It shall be ensured by every commercial dairy premises
owner that dung, bedding, straw and cow urine shall neither
be disposed of in drains, nor will it be disposed in canals,
rivers, ponds, or natural water bodies, nor will it be burnt.
Rather, the dung shall be disposed of by paying the
prescribed fee as per Appendix-01 for this purpose.

It shall be ensured by every commercial dairy premises
owner that the premises are kept completely clean and
odorless. Regular efforts shall be made to control rats, flies

and mosquitoes.

If the Municipal Corporation Board decides to relocate the
dairy premises outside the urban areas, every licensed

commercial dairy premises owner shall comply the decision.

In the event of death of dairy animals, the disposal of the
carcass shall be ensured by the concerned animal owner as
per the procedure/guidelines prescribed by the Municipal
Corporation, and after paying the prescribed fee as per
Appendix-01.

The revenue generated by the concerned Municipal
Corporation from various types of fees and fines under these
rules, can be utilized for the management of Kanji House /
Gaushala Shelters set up for the management of abandoned
stray cattle in the city area. In this regard, the rates of
fee/penalty may be re-fixed by the Municipal Corporation
from time to time. The management of Kanji House /
Gaushala Shelters shall be done by the Municipal
Corporation from its own resources or from the cooperation
of various non-government animal welfare organization,
religious organizations/ charitable organizations/ donors.

If the dairy cattle owner or commercial dairy animal owner
violates the legal provisions prescribed under these rules,
the Municipal Commissioner may recover the prescribed fine
as per Appendix-01. Separate legal action may also be
taken in case of animal killing or mortal injury to the animal.
For violating the legal provisions of the State Pollution
Control Board, action may be taken against the commercial
dairy owners as per the laws related to environment
protection.

According to Appendix-03 (Annexure-A prescribed by
Central Pollution Control Board) the municipal bodies, shall
record the information related to commercial dairy premises,
share the information with the State Pollution Control Board
annually. As far as possible, all commercial dairy premises
shall be registered by the municipal bodies in online mode.
Training on technical subjects related to waste management
and pollution control may be given to all the commercial
dairy owners and workers by the State Pollution Control
Board and the municipal bodies.

To prevent unnecessary cruelty, suffocation, dampness and
overcrowding of animals in the place of keeping the animals, proper
arrangements of ventilation and natural sunlight as per the reference
mentioned in Table 1 (BIS: 1223-1987) shall be ensured by providing
minimum covered area 40 sq.ft per animal for adult animals and
minimum covered area of 10 sq.ft. per animal for infant animals.
Tying - Dairy animals shall not be kept tied up continuously and the
length of the rope shall not be less than 3 meters and they shall be
allowed to exercise/walk in the open for 2 to 4 hours per day.
Independent activity - Place of keeping animals shall be kept
suitable for independent activities. (e.g. the corridor should be wide
enough so that two cows can easily pass through it without any
obstruction)
Floors -
(A) The flooring shall be such that the animals are able to sit
comfortably, stand, and to enable segregation on the ground.
(B) Arrangement for bedding will be ensured at the place of sitting.
(C) The floor shall not be kept perfectly flat, slippery, hard or overly
rough and shall be kept wet to the minimum.
Animal Husbandry Management (Husbandry) -
Animals should be driven by low-stress methods, in which they will be
patted instead of using a stick. Electric curbs shall not be used.
Mutilation -The process of mutilation should be minimum. If it is
necessary to cauterize and put a ring in the nose and cut the tail or
dehorning or remove the horn of the animal due to the problem or
castration, then these procedures should be completed in the puberty

of the animal (at the age of about 6 months for crossbreed animals

and 18 months for Indian breed animals) through a qualified

veterinarian. In this process, animals will be saved from unnecessary
pain by using paliiative (Tranquillizers), Local Anaesthetics and
painkillers (Analgesics) in appropriate amount by the veterinarian.

Milking -

(A) Care shall be taken while milking to ensure that the dairy animal
does not suffer unnecessarily and its udders and milk should be
protected from any kind of infection or damage.

(B) In order to save the udders from unnecessary pain and
damage, instead of “thumb milking method (Knuckling Method)",
“whole hand milking method (Full Hand Method)" shall be used
in milking.

Use of external hormones -

(A) The use of oxytocin hormone or any other chemical for milking
shall be prohibited. The use of the oxytocin hormone is ilegal
and a punishable offence.

(B) The use of hormones for medical purposes is valid only under
the written prescription of a qualified veterinarian.

Food - Dairy animals shall be given balanced and nutritious food in

sufficient quantity according to their physical requirement. The

availability of proteins, carbohydrates, fats, vitamins, minerals and
fibre in proper proportion in the food shall be ensured. There shall be
no sudden change in diet.

Drinking water system - Adequate space will be kept in the den of

dairy animals to ensuré availability of clean drinking water in

abundance.

Care taking employees - Adequate number of skilled workers should

be employed, who are capable of taking good care of the dairy

animals and are skilled to keeping the herd free from stress and fear.

II- Health care (Animal Health Care)

Veterinary doctor - The commercial dairy establishment will ensure
the services of a qualified veterinarian on & regular basis for health
check-up, pregnancy diagnosis, vaccination, anthelmintic medication
(Deworming), antiparasitic drugs, immunisation, epidemic prevention,
diagnosis and other medical purposes. Vaccination will be ensured as
per the policies of Animal Husbandry Department, Uttarakhand for
effective prevention of epidemic spread in animals.

Daily inspection of dairy animals - The animal herd will be
inspected daily by the dairy owner and by thorough inspecting the
signs like bruising, limping, change in standing, change in gait, loss of
appetite and thirst, changes in cow dung or urine, blood or other
secretions in milk, irregular growth of hooves, flatulence, dryness of
nostrils, suffocation or protrusion of tongue, no chewing gum, nostril
or ear discharge, foam in the mouth or changes in voice or symptoms
such as thinness or obesity and treatment will be done by the

veterinarian in time.

Ear tagging - In collaboration with the Animal Husbandry
Department, ear tagging (or other advanced technology identification
marks) will be mandatory for keeping identification, health status,
vaccination and other information of cattle in the city.
Sick animal - Sick animals will be kept separate from other healthy
animals by making separate arrangements for food, drinking water,
and milking.
Record keeping - After permission is obtained by the commercial
dairy establishment, the records will be maintained by the
establishment in a register containing the following forms:-
(A) Details of all the animals kept in the dairy premises.
(B) Veterinary health details of animals.
(C)  Details of Animal Vaccination / Toxoid / Snakebite
Antivenom.
(D) Description of de-worming medication.
(E)  Insemination/breed details of animals.
(F)  Details of purchase and sale of animals.
Breed selection - The selection of dairy animals of breeds should be
adapted to the weather, resistant to parasites and diseases and
longevity in harmony with the local agro-climatic conditions. In order
to prevent the frequent illegal practice of abandoning unwanted male
calves, insemination should be done through sexed semen as far as
possible and according to the breeding and they should be kept
healthy. For which after 3 months of fecundation, pregnancy test
should be done by a qualified veterinarian.
Weaning - Breast divorcement will be done gradually while keeping
the new-born animals with their mother for at least three months.
Colostrum Feeding - Immediately after birth, after giving proper
opportunity to the mother to lick her calf, the calf should be given new
milk within 1-2 hours of birth. If the mother of the calf has died or her
new milk is being produced in small quantity, then the calf should be
given new milk by another mother or artificially.
Keeping of calves - The calves should be kept with their mother on a
clean and dry bedding. If separated from their mothers, they should
be kept around other animals, preferably in pairs or in small groups.
Artificial insemination by Sex Sorted Semen - In order to
effectively stop the evil practice of abandonment of male calves by
dairy owners, the dairy owners of the city area will compulsorily get
the female bovine animals inseminated through artificial insemination
technique using sex-determined semen.

Ill- Uneconomic Animals

Humane legal system -

(A)  According to a humane legal arrangement for non-profitable
non-productive animals, they should be disposed of with the
cooperation and coordination of local non-government animal
welfare organizations / cow houses / animal shelters by each
commercial dairy premises owner. These cow houses shelters

(B)  Abandonment of dairy animals by the dairy cattie owner or
commercial dairy animal owner is illegal and a punishable
offence. If found guilty on this count, the Municipal
Commissioner can recover the fine by imposing the prescribed
fine through mitigation as per Appendix-01.

(C) Kiling any animal, kiling or abandoning infant animals,
subjecting any animals to starvation or dehydration, and tying
them in the sun is illegal and punishable offences.

Waste management and Dung Disposal - It shall be ensured by
every commercial dairy premises owner that dung, bedding, straw
and cow urine will neither be disposed of in drains, nor will be
disposed of in canals, rivers, ponds, natural water bodies, nor will it
be bumt. Rather, making a separate arrangement for this work, it will
be disposed of only for the preparation of organic manure.

Sanitation and Foul Smell Management - It shall be ensured by

every commercial dairy premises owner that the premises are

completely clean and foul smell - free. Regular efforts will be made to
control rats, flies and mosquitoes.

Sterilization of Male Calves - The sterilization of male calves above

the age of 4 months will be done compulsorily by the dairy owner of

the city area.
