No. Reshim 132000/C.R. 39/Reshim Cell— In exercise of the powors
conferred by the proviso to article 309 of the Constitution of India,the
Governor of Maharashtra is hercby pleased to make the following rules
regulating recruitment to the posts of Sericulture Development Officer
Grade-I1, Group-B (Non Gazetted); Senior Technical Assistant. Senior Field,
cum Laboratory Assistant, Demonstrator, Field Assistant, Rearing
operative, Group ‘C’ and Rearers Attendant, Laboratory Attendant, Group
17 in the Directorate of Sericulture under the Co-operation,Markting and
Textiles Department of the Government of Maharashtra, namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Sericulture Development Officer,
Grade-1T Group- ‘B’ (Non-Gazetted); Senior Technical Assistant, Senior
Field-Cum Laboratory Assistant, Demostrator, Ficld assistani, Rearing
Operative Group-C and Rearers, Attendant, Laboratory Attendant Group-
1), in the Directorate of Sericulture (Recruitment) Rules, 2009.

2. In these rules, unless the context requires otherwise,

(@) “Degree “ means a Degree of statutory University ;

(b)  “Department ” means the Co-operation, Marketing and Textile
Department of the Government Maharashtra

{¢) “Director” means the Dircetor of Sericlture (GGovernment of
Maharashtra;

(d) “Directorate ” means the Directorate of Sericulture, Government
of Maharashtra ;

fe) “Government” means the Government of Maharashtra ;

“Recognized Institution” means an institution recognized by Government
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(g) “Sccondary School Certificate Kxamination” means the Secondary
School Certificate Examination conducted by a Division Board under
the Maharashira Secondary KEducation Board Act, 1965 (Mah. XLI
1965) and includes any other examination declared by Government to
be equivalent thereto.

3. Appointment to the post of Sericulturc Development Officer,
Grade-11, in the Directorate shall he made either,—

(a} by promotion of a suitable person on the basis of Sceniority
subject to fitness from amongst the persons holding the post of Senior
Technical Assistant, having not less than three years regular serviee
in that post and possess ciuaiiﬁcation and expericnce preeribed for
appointment by nomination in clause (b) (i7) of this rules,

or
(b) by nomination from amongst the candidates who,—
(i) are not more than 36 vears of age,

(1) possess a Degree in Science, with Agriculture or Sericuliure
or Biology or Zoology or Botany or Textile Kngineering, in First
Class ;

{tir) possess practical experience in responsible position involving
administrative responsibilities for period of not less than three years
in any Industry or Government Department or Public Scctor
Undertaking or Statutory Board or Corporation established by
Government or Sericulture Industry gained afler acquiring the
qualification mentioned in sub-clause (b) ().

{iv) possess adequale knowledge of Marathi and Hindi Language :

Provided that, the uper age limit may be relaxed by the Government,
upto 40 years or expericence period may be relaxed to minimum two
years with the approval of the Government in favour of a candidate
having exceptional qualification or experience or hoth :

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Provided further that, preference may be given to a candidate
possessing Post Graduate Degree/Diploma in Sericulture or POSSCSS

exceptional educational qulification in that subject or such expericnee
or bhoth.

{(b) by transfer of a suitable person holding equivalent post in

other department who possess qulification mentioned in (if) of sub-
clause (h) ;

4. Appointment to the post of Senior Technical Assistant, in the
rectorate shall be made either,—

(@) by promotion of a suitable person on the basis of Seniorily
subject to fitness from amongst the persons holding the post of Senior
Filed-cum-Laboratory Assistant, having not less than three years regular
service in that post,

(b) by nomination from amongst the candidates who,—

(¢} are not more than 33 years of age,

(tf) possess a Degree in Science, with Agricullure or Sericulture
or Biology or Yoology or Botany as one subject ;

(iii) posscss adequate knowledge of Marathi and 1lind; language :

provided that, preference may be given to candidates possessing
Degree in Sericulture or post-graduate Diploma or who possess extra-
ordinary educational qualification in this subject ;
or
(e) by transfer of suitable of person holding equivalent post in other
departments of Government who possess qualification mentioned in
sub-clause b (ii).

5. Appointment to the post of Senior Filed-cum Laboratory Assistant,
the Directorate shall be made either,—

(@) by promotion of a suitable person on the basis of seniority
subject to fitness from amongsl the persons holding the post of
Demonstrator or Field Assistant, having not less than three years
regular service in that post,

or
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(b) by nomination {rom amongst the candidates who,—

() arc not more than 33 years of age,

(ii) possess a Degree in Science, with Agriculture or Sericulture
or Biology or Zoology or Botany as main subject ;

{iii) possess adequate knowledge or Marathi and Hindi language

Provided that, preference may bhe given to candidates possessing
Degree or post-graduate Diploma in Sericulture or who possess extra-
ordinary educational qualification in this subject,

or

{¢) by transfer of a suitable or person holding cquivalent post in
other departments of Government who posscss qualification mentioned
in sub-clause b (if) :

6. Appointment to the post of Demonstrator, in the Dircetorate
shall be made by,—

(@) by nomination from amongst candidates who,—
(1) arec not more than 33 years of age,

(11) have passed the Higher Sccondary School Certificate
Examination with Science subject or have passed Secondary the
School Certificate Examination and possess Tramning in Sericulture
or Diploma in Agriculture, from Recognized Institute,

(i) possess adequate knowledge of Marathi and 1lindi language :
Provided that, preference will he given to Sericulture Diploma Holder,

or

(b} by transfer of a suitable person holding cquivalent post in
other departments of Government who possess qualification mentioned
in sub-clause (ii) of clause (a) of this rule,
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7. Appointment to the post of field Assistant, in the Directorate
shall be made cither,—

(@) by promotion of a suitable person on the basis of scniority,
subject to Fitness, from amongst the persons holding the post of
Rearing Operative having not less than three years regular service in
that post and possess qualification presecribed for appointment by
nomination in sub-clause b (i) of clause (h) of this rule;

or
(b) by nomination [rom amongst candidates who, —
(i) are not more than 33 years of age.

(i) have passed possess the Iligher Secondary School Certi ficate
Kxamination, with Science subject or have passed the Secondary
School Certificate and possess Training in Sericulture or a Diploma
in Agriculture, from recognized Institute,

(i) possess adequate knowledge of Marathi and IHind; language :
Provided that, preference will be given to a Sericulture Diploma

holder,

or

(¢c) by transfer of a suitable or person holding equivalent post in
other departments of Government who possess qualification as sub-
clause (ii) of clause (b) of this rule.

8. Appointment to the post of Rearing Operative, in the Directorate
shall be made cither —

(a) by promotion of suitahle person on the basis of seniority sub;ect
Lo Fitness {rom amongst the person holding the post of Reaer,
Attendant or Laboratory Attendant or having
years regular service in that post

not less than three
and possess in a qualification
preseribed for appointment by nomination mentioned in sub-clausc
(11) of clause (b) of this rule,
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or
(b) by nomination {rom amongst the candidates who,—
() are not more than 33 years of age ;

(i2) have passed the Secondary School Certificate Examination
with Science, atleast in Second class ;

(11) possess adequate knowledge of Marathi and Hindi language.
or

(¢) by transfer of a suitable or person holding equivalent post in
other departments of Government who possess qualification mentioned
in sub-clause (iz) of clause (b) of this rule.

9. Appointment to the post of Rears, Attendant, Laboratory
Attendant, Group-D in the Directorate shall be made by nomination
[rom amongest candidates who,—

(i) are not more than 33 years of age ;

(i¢) have passed minimum Eight Standard :

(¢i¢) possess adequate knowledge of Marathi and Hindi Language.

10.  Appointment to the post mentioned (a) in-rule 3 by promotion
and nomination shall be made in ratio of 3:1 (b) in rules 4 and 5
promotion and nomination shall be made in the ratio of 1:1 and 1:2
respectively, or which promotion from the cadre of Demonsirators and
Field Assistant shall be in the ratio of 1:3 respectively, and (¢) in rules
6 and 7 promotion and nomination shall be made in the ratio of 1:25

and 1:3, respectively,

11. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rules 3,1,5,6, and
7 shall be required to pass the examination in 1lindi and Marathi
according to the rules made in that behalf, unless he has already
passed or has been exempted from passing those examinations.
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12, A person appointed to the post mentioned in rules 3, 4 and 5
shall be required has to undergo Training in Sericulture from Central
Silk Board Institute.

13. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rules 6, 7 and 8§
has to undergo Short term course in Sericulture approved by the
Government,

14. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rules 3,4,5.6,7
and 8 should possess a certificate of computer operation preseribed by
the Directorate of information Technology of Government of
Maharashtira, {rom time to time.

15. Notwithstanding anything contained in these rules if in the
opinion of the Government the exigencies of service so require,
Government may, after consultation with the Selection Authority,
wherever necessary make appointments to the post mentioned in
3,4,5,6,7,8 and 9 in relaxation of the ratio preseribed in these rules for
recrmtment by nomination.

16. A person appointed to the posts mentioned in rules 3,4,5,6,7,8
and 9 shall be liable for transfer anywhere in the State of Maharashtra,
