CHAPTER-I
PRELIMINARY

1. Short title, extent and Commencement.-
(1) These rules may be called the Maharashtra State Rights of Persons with
Disabilities Rules, 2023.
(2) They shall come into force on the date of its publication in the Maharashtra
Government Gazette.
2. Definitions.-
(1) Inthese rules, unless the context otherwise requires,-

(a) "Act" means the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 (49 of 2016);
(b) "Form" means forms appended to these rules;

(¢) “MDC Home” means and includes an aided or unaided ‘Mentally Deficient
Children’s residential home meant for persons with intellectual disabilities and
/ or multiple disabilities including autism, who are orphan or deserted and have

nobody to support them;

(d) “Repealed Act of 1995” means the Persons with Disabilities (Equal
Opportunities, Protection of Rights and Full Participation) Act, 1995 (1 of
1996);

(e) “Rule” means rule under these rules.

(f) “State Advisory Board” means 'the Mabharashtra State Board on Disability,
constituted by the State Government under section 65*01’ the Act.

(2) Words and expressions used herein and not defined but defined in the Act

o

shall have the same meanings respectively assigned to them in the Act.
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CHAPTER II

STATE COMMITTEE
FOR RESEARCH ON DISABILITY

3. Maharashtra State Committee for Research on Disability constituted as per

clause (ii) of sub-section (2) of section 6 of this Rules.- (1) There shall be a

Maharashtra State Committee for Research on Disability which shall consist of

the following members, namely:-

(2) Nominated members shall hold office for a period of three years from the
date of appointment.
(3) The Chairperson may call any expert in the subject matter of disability in

which the research is proposed, as invitee member.

(4) Two-third of the members shall constitute the quorum for the meeting.

(5) The Committee shall hold a meeting twice in a year, however there shall not

be interval of more than six months between two meetings:

Provided that, if situation so arise, the Chairperson may call special

meeting of the Committee.

(6) The decision of the Committee shall be final.
CHAPTER-III

LIMITED GUARDIANSHIP

4. Limited Guardianship. — (1) Appointment of designated authority and
appellate authority.-

(a) The District collector shall be the designated authority for the purpose of
sub-section (/) of section 14 of the Act.
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(b) The District Judge shall be the appellate authority for the purpose of sub-
section (3) of section 14 of the Act.

(2) Appointment of limited guardian and manner thereof: -

(a) A parent of person with disability or his relative shall make an application in
Form-I to the designated authority for appointment of any person of his choice
including himself to act as a limited guardian of the person with disability. A
person with disability may also directly apply for appointment of limited

guardian for himself.

(b) Any registered organization shall also make an application, in Form-I to the
designated authority for appointment of a limited guardian for a person with
disability:

Provided that, no such application shall be entertained by the designated
authority unless the consent of the parent of the person with disability is also
obtained. In case of orphan person with disability the consent of their legal parent
shall be obtained.

(c) While considering the application for appointment of a limited guardian, the
designated authority shall consider, -
(i) whether the person with disability needs a limited guardian;
(i) the opinion of the person with disability if such person is in a position to
give such opinion shall be considered; and
(iif) the purposes for which the limited guardianship is required for
person with disability.
(d) while taking a decision for the appointment of limited guardianship, the
designated authority shall ensure that the person whose name has been suggested

for appointment as limited guardian,-

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(1) 1s not of unsound mind;

(ii) does not have a history of criminal conviction;

(1ii) 1s not dependent on others for his own living; and

(iv) has not been declared insolvent or bankrupt.
(e) The designated authority shall take a decision preferably within a period of
one month from the date of receipt of an application regarding grant of limited
guardianship or from the date of coming to his notice, the need of such limited
guardianship.
(/) The confirmation of appointment of a limited guardian shall be made in
Form-1I:

Provided that, while making appointment of a limited guardian, the
designated authority shall confer obligations which arc to be fulfilled by the
limited guardian and it shall be ensured that any decision taken by the limited
guardian shall follow a system of joint decision making between the person with
disability and the limited guardian based on mutual understanding and trust.

(¢) The designated authority shall send to the State Commissioner for Persons

with Disabilities, the particulars of the applications received by him and orders

passed thereon at the interval of once in six months.
(3) Procedure for removal of limited guardian. -

(a) The designated authority, upon receiving an application for removal of a
limited guardian from the person with disability or a parent or a relative of a
pers)on with disability or a registered organization on the grounds, such as failure
to fulfil obligations, abuse of powers, abusing or neglecting a person with

disability, misappropriation or neglecting the property or any other genuine
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reasons, shall appoint a committee consisting not less than three persons to assist
in decision making.

(b) The committee shall consist of the District Social Welfare Officer, one
representative of any association for the persons with disabilities or a registered
organization and any other official or non-official member as may be nominated

by the designated authority. -
(c) The committee shall submit their report within a period of fifteen days.

(d) Upon receiving the report of the committee, the designated authority shall
take the final decision within the period of fifteen days for removal of the limited
guardian against whom the complaint has been received after giving the said

guardian an opportunity of being heard.

(e) The designated authority shall record in writing its reasons for removal of the
limited guardian or rejection of the application.

() The designated authority shall have power to suspend the limited guardianship
with immediate effect, without notice, pending his removal, if the designated
authority is satisfied that grave and irreversible harm will be caused to the
persons with disabilities on account of the continuance of the limited
guardianship or when the person with disability himself applies for a revocation
of the limited guardianship. |

(g) On removal or suspension of limited guardianship, such guardian shall stop
working and not entitle to take any decision on the matters related to the person
with disability.

(h) The designated authority shall before such a removal make temporary

arrangement for appointing legal guardian for the persons with disabilities under

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consideration for a period of not more than threc months during which the

process of appointment of regular limited guardianship shall be completed.

(i) The legal guardian appointed for the temporary period shall not, without
consulting competent authority, make important decision regarding property,

livelihood and other serious matters related with person with disability.

(4) Report from limited guardian. - Every limited guardian appointed under this
rule shall furnish a detailed report in Form -11I to the designated authority within
the period of two months before the expiry of one year or expiry of the limited
guardianship period, whichever is earlier, as to how the obligation vested on him

has been or is being fulfilled.

CHAPTER IV
CERTIFICATE OF REGISTRATION OF INSTITUTION

5. Competent Authority- The Statec Commissioner for Persons with Disabilities
shall be the competent authority for the purposes of Chapter IX of the Act.

6. Application for grant of certificate of registration.- (1) A person or
organization desiring to establish or maintain an institution for persons with
disabilitics shall make an application in Form-IV to the State Commissioner for
Persons with Disabilities, through concerned District Social Welfare Officer and
in case of Mumbai District and Mumbai Suburban District through Assistant
Commissioner, Social Welfare. A separate application shall be made for each
activity or as the case may be, cach unit, if such applicant, carries on multiple
activities or as the case may be.

(2) Every application made under sub-rule (/) shall be accompanied with
documents specifying the facilities provided in the institution and the standards
maintained by it, as enlisted in Annexure appended herewith.
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(3) A certificate of registration shall be granted initially for a period of one vear
and renewal of certificate may be granted for a period not exceeding four years

at a time.

(4) An application for the renewal of the certificate of registration shall be made
within the period not less than sixty days before the expiry of the period of
validity, in the same manner as per the procedure given for grant of initial
certificate under sub-rule(/). No application for renewal shall be entertained after

such period.

(5) The application for renewal of certificate of registration shall be accompanied
with earlier certificate alongwith documents specifying the facilities provided in
the institution and the standards maintained by it, as enlisted in Annexure I

appended herewith.

(6) In case, the institution fails to make application for renewal of a certificate
of registration within stipulated period, shall not be entitled for any grant from

the State Government.

(7) Every application made under sub-rule (4) for renewal of certificate of
registration, shall be disposed of by competent authority within a period of sixty

days from receipt of application.

(8) Form of issue of Certificate of Registration, refusal and revocation.- Upon
making suitable enquiry into the functioning of the organization and being
satisfied that the organization, upon fulfilling the requirements as are specified
by the Government from time to time in this behalf, can be registered under the

provisions of section 51, the competent authority shall issue the certificate of
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registration or for rencwal thereof, to the organization in Form V appended

herewith .

(9) The competent authority shall maintain register in the office, including in the

form of electronic records, in respect of certificate of registration granted under

sub-rule (/) and renewal of certificate of registration granted under sub-rule (4).

7. Appeal against the order of competent authority.- (1) Secretary, Persons with

Disabilities Weltare Department shall be the appellate authority for the purpose

of section 53 of the Act. Any person, aggrieved by the order of the competent

authority, refusing to grant a certificate of registration or renewal or revoking

a certificate of registration may, within thirty days from the date of the order,
prefer an appeal to the appellate authority.

| (2) Procedure for appeal .- An appeal before the appellate authority shall be made

in following manner and accompanied by, —

(a) memorandum of appeal,

(b) name, description and the address of the appellant organization;

(c) name, description and the address of the opposite party or parties, as the case
may be, so far as they may be ascertained;

(d) facts relating to appeal and cause of action when and where it arose;

(e) documents in support of the allegations contained in the complaint; including

order of the competent authority, against which appeal is being filed,;

(/) the reliefs, which the appellant claims.
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(3) The appellant shall serve the copy of appeal, alongwith relevant documents,
in advance to the respondent parties within the period of thirty days and
acknowledgement thereof shall be annexed with the appeal at the time of filing
of appeal.

(4) On receipt of appeal, within stipulated period of thirty days or after passing
an appropriate order for condonation of delay for filing appeal, the appellate
authority shall issue a notice of appeal and call say or statement in writing of the
respondent parties.

(5) On receipt of notice of appeal, respondents shall submit their say or statement
in writing before the appellate authority along-with documents supporting their
say, within stipulated period of fifteen days or before the date as mentioned in the
notice.

(6) The appellate authority, without say or written statement of respondent parties
if satisfied, based on facts and circumstances of the case, may grant interim orders
or directions, as it thinks {it.

(7) On the date of hearing or any other date of hearing the parties or their duly

authorized representative shall appear before the appellate authority.

(8) Where the appellant or his representative fails to appear before the appellate
authority on such days, the appellate authority may cither dismiss the appeal on

account of default or decide the same on its own merits.

(9) Where the opposite party or his representative fails to appear on the date of
hearing, the appellate authority may take such necessary action as he deems fit

for summoning and enforcing the attendance of the opposite party.

(10) The appellate authority, if he has reason to believe that after giving
reasonable time, the opposite party fails to appear and / or to submit its written

statement on stipulated date or delaying the procedure or avoiding its appearance

on due scrvice of notice against them, after passing reasoned order in writing in

this regard, may dispose of the appeal ex-parte.

(11) The appellate authority may on such terms as he deems fit and at any stage

of the proceedings, adjourn the hearing of the appeal.

(12) The appellate authority shall decide the appeal expeditiously as early as
possible within the period of ninety days from the date of receipt of say or
statement in writing of the opposite party and communicate its decision to all the
concerned parties by registered post or email or fax or through any other mode

permissible under law;

Provided that, no hearing in appeal shall be conducted, without due notice

to the respondents, at least ten days in advance.

(13) The appellate authority shall maintain register of appeals, received under
section 53 of the Act, containing serial number, registration number of appeal
and date of registration of appeal, name of the appcllant and special school /
workshop / MDC Home, ctc., district name, date of receipt of appeal, date of

decision on appeal, naturc of decision, ctc.

(14) Lffect of revocation/cancellation of registration certificate.-The State
Commissioner for Persons with Disabilities shall transfer the students or trainee
and teachers or trainers and stafl’ from the aided schools / workshops run by
institutions, whose registration has been revoked/cancelled, to other same kind
of schools or institutions in the nearby locations preferably within 25 kilometers
and not beyond 50 kilometers radius. The Commissioner while doing so shall

temporarily enhance the capacity of the said nearby school and pass order
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accordingly for the said temporary transfer of students / trainees / teachers and

staff.
CHAPTER V
CERTIFICATE OF DISABILITY

8. Appeal against the decision of certifying authority.- (1) Any person aggrieved
with the decision of the certifying authority issuing the certificate of disability,
may within thirty days from the date of knowledge of the decision, prefer an

appeal, to the designated Appellate Authority in the following manner: -

(a) the appeal shall contain brief facts and the grounds for preferring the appeal;

(b) the appeal shall be accompanied by a copy of the order of rejection of
application or certificate of disability issued by the certifying authority, against

which the appeal is being filed:

Provided that, where a person with disability is a minor or having any
disability which renders the person with disability unfit to make such an appeal,
the appeal on behalf of such person with disability may be made by his guardian

as the case may be.

(2) Any establishment has reason to believe that the person holding a disability
certificate is found to be suspicious, may file appeal before the designated

appellate authority within thirty days from the receipt of knowledge of the same.

(3) On receipt of such an appeal under sub-section (/) or (2), the appellate
authority shall provide the appellant and respondent if any, an opportunity of
being heard and thereafter pass such reasoned and detailed order as it may deem

fit:

AT =N-37-3%3 -
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Provided that, the appellate authority, on its own motion or otherwise
satisfied, may refer concerned person to any medical expert or carry out medical
examination of said person with disability, for re-assessment of his disability

and after receipt of experts’ medical opinion, pass an appropriate order:

Provided further that, re-assessment shall be done in accordance with the

guidelines framed by the Central Government as per section 56 of the Act.

(4) Livery appeal preferred under sub-rules (/) and (2) shall be decided as
expeditiously as possible, within the period of sixty days from the date of receipt

of the appeal.

(5) In casc of the appecal on the datc of commencement of these rules, the
appellate authority shall issue notices to all the concerned parties of appeal and

dispose of the appeal as per these rules.
CHAPTER VI
STATE ADVISORY BOARD ON DISABILITY

9. Allowances payable to the non-official members of the State Advisory Board.-
The non-official members nominated on the State Advisory Board on disability,
under sub-clauses (i) and (i) of clause (e) of sub-section (2) of section 66 of the
Act, shall be paid travelling allowance for the meetings of the said Board, as are

payable to Group-A officer of the Government of Maharashtra.
10. Procedure for transaction of business of the Board.-
(1) Notice of the Meeting.- (a) The meetings of the State Advisory Board on

Disability shall ordinarily be held at the place and on such dates as may be
decided by the Chairperson. '
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(b) The Chairperson of the Board may, upon the written request of not less than
one-third members of the Board, call a special meeting of the Board, in case of
exceptional circumstances.

(¢) The Member-Secretary shall give fifteen days’ clear notice of an ordinary
meeting and five clear days’ notice of a special meeting to all the members
specifying the time and the venue where such meeting is to be held and the
business to be transacted thercat.

(d) Notice of a meeting may be given to the members of the Board by delivering
the same to them by messenger or sending it by registered post to their respective
last known places of residence or business or by email and in the case of
exceptional circumstances, in such other manner as the Chairperson of the Board
may thinks fit.

(e) The members desire to bring the subject matter for consideration of the Board
shall give ten days’ clear notice in writing to the Member-Secretary:

Provided that, the Chairperson may grant permission to bring such subject
matter for consideration without the said advanced notice if he may think fit to
do so.

(2) Presiding officer.- Every meeting of the Board shall be presided over by the
Chairperson of the Board and in his absence by the Vice-Chairperson and if both
the Chairperson and the Vice-Chairperson of the Board are absent, the members

present shall elect one of them to preside over the meeting.

(3) Quorum.- (a) Two-third of the total members of the Board shall form the

quorum for any meecting.

(b) If a meeting of the Board cannot be held for want of quorum, the Chairperson

thereof may adjourn the meeting to such hours on the following or on some other

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future date as may be fixed by the Chairperson. No quorum shall be always

necessary for the adjourned meeting of the Board.

(c) No matter which had not been on the agenda of the ordinary or the special
mecting of the Board, as the case may be, shall be discussed at its adjourned

meeting.
(4) Minutes.-

(a) The Member-Sccretary shall maintain the record containing the names of all
the members of the Board who attended the meeting of the Board and of the
proceedings at the meetings in a book to be maintained for that purpose.
(b) The minutes of the previous meeting of the Board shall be read at the
beginning of every succeeding meeting and shall be confirmed and sigricd by the
presiding officer at such mecting.
(¢) The proceedings shall be open to inspection by any member of the Board at
the office of the Member-Secretary of the Board during office hours.
(5) Business to be transacted at meeting.- Except with the permission of the
presiding officer, no business which is not included in the agenda or of which
notice has not been given by a member under clause (e) of sub-rule (/) shall be
transacted at any meeting of the Board.
(6) Agenda for the meeting of the State Advisory Board.- At any meeting of the
Board, business shall be transacted in the order in which it is entered in the
agenda, unless otherwise resolved in the meeting with the permission of the
presiding officer:

Provided that, either at the beginning of the meeting of the Board or after
the conclusion of the debate on a motion during the meeting, the presiding officer

or a member of the Board may suggest a change in the order of business as
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entered in the agenda and if the Chairperson of the Board agrees, such a change

shall take place.

(1) The District Level Committee on disability shall perform the following
functions, namely:-

(a) The District Level Committee on disability shall meet quarterly in a year;

(b) to advise the District authoritics on matters relating to rehabilitation and
empowerment of persons with disabilities;

(c) to monitor and review the implementation of the provisions of the Act and
the rules;

() to monitor and review functioning of the District Planning and Development
Council as well as expenditure of 5% of funds reserved by appropriate authority

for welfare of persons with disabilities;

(e) assist the District authorities in implementation of schemes and programs of

the Central and State Government for empowerment of persons with disabilities;
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(/) take the cognizance of complaints relating to non- implementation of the
provisions of the Act by the District authorities and recommend suitable
remedial measures to the concerned authority to redress such complaints;

(g) take the cognizance of complaints made by the employees of Government
establishments aggrieved by the action taken by the concerned grievance
redressal officer under sub-section (4) of section 23 of the Act and recommend
appropriate measures; and

(h) any other functions as may be assigned by the State Government, from time
to time. |

(2) The District Level Committee shall forward report of minutes of its each
quarterly meeting to the office of the State Commissioner for persons with
disabilities not later than fifteen days from the day of each and every meeting.

State Commissioner shall review the said report.

CHAPTER VII

STATE COMMISSIONER FOR PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES

[3. Salary and allowances and conditions of service of State Commissioner and
officers and employees thereof.- (1) The salary and allowances payable to and
other terms and conditions of service of the State Commissioner shall be as
admissible and applicable to the Indian Administrative Service Cadre in the State
of Maharashtra.

(2)The salary and allowances payable to and other terms and conditions of
service of officers and employees of the office of the Statc Commissioner shall
be as admissible and applicable to the officers and employees of the State

Government.
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14. Advisory Committee to assist the State Commissioner- (1) There shall be a
Advisory Committee constituted by the State Government to assist the State
Commissioner for Persons with Disabilities. The Advisory Committee shall

consists of,-

(a) three experts to be nominated by the State Government who are working in

the rehabilitation of the persons with disabilities;

(b) the State Commissioner for the persons with disabilities may invite subject
or domain expert as per the need who shall assist him in meeting or hearing and
in preparation of the report.

(2) The tenure of the members of the Advisory Committee shall be for a period
of three years and the members shall not be eligible for re-nomination.

(3) The members of the Advisory Committee shall receive the travelling

allowance as payable to the Group-A ofticer of the Government of Maharashtra.

15. Submission of Annual Report by the State Commissioner.- (1) The State
Commissioner for the Persons with Disabilities shall, as soon as may be, after
the end of the financial year, but not later than the 30" day of September in the
next ensuing year, prepare and submit to the State Government an annual report

giving a complete account of his activities during the said financial year.

(2) In particular, the annual report referred to in sub-rule (/) shall include the
details of separate matters be provided under separate heads inter-alia containing
thercin information in respect of each of the following matters, namely:-

(a) names of officers and employees in the office of the State Commissioner and
a chart showing the organizational set up;

(b) the functions which the State Commissioner has been empowered under the

Act and the highlights of the performance in this regard;
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(c) the main recommendations made by the State Commissioner;

(d) progress made in the implementation of the Act; and

(¢) any other matter deemed appropriate for inclusion by the State
Commissioner or specified by the Government from time to time to be included

in the report.

CHAPTER VIII
SPECIAL PUBLIC PROSECUTOR

16. Fee and other remunerations of Special Public Prosecutor.- The fee and
other remunerations of the Special Public Prosecutor specified or appointed
under sub-section (7) of section 85 of the Act shall be such as may be decided
by the State Government, from time to time.

CHAPTER IX

STATE FUND FOR PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES

[7. Constitution of State I'und for persons with disabilities and its management
under section 88 of the Act.-
(1) There shall be constituted a fund to be called as State Fund for persons with
disabilities (hereinafter referred to as ‘the State Fund’); |
(2) The following shall be paid into and form part of the State Fund —

(a) sums received from the State Government, for this purpose;

(b) all sums received by way of grant, gifts, Corporate Social Responsibility
