NOTIFICATION
CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No. MSC-2019/C.R.451/SER-4.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article 309 of
the Constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make the following rules
further to amend the Maharashtra Civil Services (Commutation of Pension) Rules, 1984, namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Civil Services (Commutation of Pension)
(Amendment) Rules, 2021.

2. Inrule 3 of the Maharashtra Civil Services (Commutation of Pension) Rules, 1984 (hereinafter
referred to as “the principal Rules”), in sub-rule (1),—

(a) in clause (a), after the words “Auditor General of India” the words “or Director, Accounts
and Treasury” shall be added and shall always be deemed to have been added;

(b) in clause (d), -
(i) sub-clause (i) shall be deleted;
(i1) in sub-clause (ii), the words “including sub-treasury,” shall be deleted.
3. Inrule 5 of the principal Rules,—

(a) in sub—rule (1), for the words “one-third” the words “forty per cent.” shall be substituted
and shall be deemed to have been substituted with effect from the 27th February 2009 ;

(b) Following Note be inserted after sub-rule (1).—
Note — However, this entitlement would be optional.

(¢) in sub—rule (2), for the words “one-third” the words “forty per cent.” shall be substituted
and shall be deemed to have been substituted with effect from the 27th February 2009.

4. After rule 8 of the principal Rules, the following rule shall be added and shall be deemed to
have been added with effect from the 30th May 1988, namely:—

(A) “8A. Restoration of commuted portion of Pension.—

(1) (@) In cases, where Government Servant who has commuted a portion of his pension
on the 1st April 1985 or thereafter, his pension shall be restored after completion of fifteen
years of his retirement.

(b) In cases, where a Government Servant commuted a portion of his pension and
completed fifteen years before the 1st April 1985, his pension shall be restored with effect
from the 1st April 1985.

(2) Each pensioner, who is eligible to get the commuted portion of his pension restored
under sub-rule (1) above shall apply in the Form-F duly completed, to the Pension Disbursing
Authority.

(3) In cases, where the pensioner has completed fifteen years from the date of retirement
on the 1st April 1985 or thereafter and had died subsequently, his legal heirs are also
entitled to receive arrears with effect from the 1st April 1985 or from date of completion of
fifteen years from the date of retirement whichever is later, till the date of the pensioner’s
death. For this purpose, legal heirs may also apply to the Pension Disbursing Authority.

(4) In the cases, where the pension payment order does not contain information
regarding commuted portion, the Pension Disbursing Authority shall obtain the information
from the Accounts Officer who had issued the pension payment order.
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(5) The Pension Disbursing Authority shall intimate to the Accounts Officer, who had
issued the pension payment order, the full particulars of each pension case alongwith the
amount of pension restored for verifying its correctness in the Form G.

(6) The State Government employees, who had absorbed under Public Sector
Undertaking, Autonomous Bodies, Local Bodies, etc. and have received or opted to receive
commuted value for one third of pension as well as terminal benefits equal to the commuted
value of the balance amount of pension after commuting one third of pension, are not
entitled to any benefit under these provisions as they have ceased to be State Government
Pensioners.”;

(B) In rule 8A as so added,—

(i) in sub-rule (1), after the clause (), the following Explanation shall be inserted and
shall be deemed to have been inserted with effect from the 28th March 1990, namely:—

“Explanation.—In cases, where a Government Servant commuted the portion of
pension after the date of retirement, his pension shall be restored after completion of
fifteen years from the date of commutation of pension.”;

(i1) sub-rule (2) shall be deleted and shall be deemed to have been deleted with effect
from 2nd July 2015;

(ii1) sub-rule (6) shall be deleted and shall be deemed to have been deleted with effect
from 26th May 1997.

5. After rule 8A of the principal Rules, the following rule shall be added and shall be deemed
to have been added with effect from 26th May 1997, namely:—

“8B. Revision of the restored amount of one-third commuted portion of pension in respect
of the State Government employees who had drawn lumpsum amount on their absorption in a
Public Sector Undertaking or Autonomous Body or Local Body.— The cases of the revision of the
restored amount of one-third commuted portion of pension of absorbed Government employees,
who had drawn lumpsum amount on absorption, in a Public Sector Undertaking or Autonomous
Body or Local Body shall be regulated as per the Government Resolution issued by Government
in this regard, from time to time.”.

6. Inrule 9 of the principal Rules, in sub-rule (3),—

() in clause (a), for the words “one hundred rupees” wherever it occurs, the words “ten per
cent. of basic pension” shall be substituted;

(1) in clause (), for the words “one hundred rupees” or “rupees one hundred” wherever it
occurs, the words “ten per cent. of basic pension” shall be substituted.

7. In Rule 10 of the principal Rules,—

(a) before the existing proviso, the following proviso shall be inserted and shall be deemed
to have been inserted with effect from 11th March 1994, namely:—

“Provided that, if a pensioner has specifically mentioned the amount of commutation of
his final pension in his application of commutation of pension and as a result of Government
decision his final pension has been revised and enhanced retrospectively, if the pensioner
expresses his willingness, he is entitled to revised and enhanced amount of commutation
of his final pension upto one-third of revised final pension:”;

(b) in the proviso as so added, for the words “one-third” the words “forty per cent.” shall be
substituted and shall be deemed to have been substituted with effect from the 27th February
2009;

(c) after the proviso as so inserted the following proviso shall be added, namely :—

Provided further that, as per revised Pay Commission Order, the Government has
changed the pay scale and pension has been revised and enhanced retrospectively, the
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pensioner may opt for difference of commutation, and he may submit the application to the
concerned authority for the same within six months from the date of order issued by the
Government. If the pensioner does not apply or opt for the difference it is presumed that
he is not interested for revised commutation.

(d) in the existing proviso,—
(1) for the words “Provided that” the words “Provided also that” shall be substituted;

(i1) for the words “rupees one hundred” or “one hundred rupees” wherever it occurs,
the words “ten per cent. of basic pension” shall be substituted.

8. Inrule 13 of the principal Rules, in sub-rule (3),—

(i) for the words “pension papers prior to” the words “pension papers up to” shall be
substituted ;

(1) in the proviso,—

(a) for clause (c) the following shall be substituted and shall be deemed to have been
substituted with effect from 3rd March 1990, namely:—

“(c) no such application of commutation of pension received after period specified in
clause (b) shall be rejected on the ground of not received it in time and if such application of
commutation of pension is received by the Head of office on or before the date of retirement
of Government servant, the commutation of pension shall become absolute on the next day
of his retirement.”.

(b) clause (b) and clause (¢) as so substituted shall be deleted.

9. Inrule 20 of the principal Rules, in sub-rule (1), in clause (), after the word “the request”
the words “to the Audit Officer” shall be substituted.

10. In rule 22 of the principal Rules, sub-rule (1), in clause (b), for the words “one hundred
rupees” the words “ten per cent. of basic pension” shall be substituted.

11. In rule 25 of the principal Rules, in sub-rule (1), in clause (b), for the word “subject” the
word “send” shall be substituted.

12. Inrule 31 of the principal Rules, in sub-rule (1), in the proviso, for the words “one hundred
rupees” wherever it occurs, the words “ten per cent. of basic pension” shall be substituted.

13. In Form A appended to the principal Rules,—
(a) in Part-I,
(1) in serial No.11,—
(a) in clause (a) the words “/ Sub-Treasury” shall be deleted,;
(b) clause (b) shall be deleted;

(i) in the Note, for the words “one-third” the words “forty per cent.” shall be substituted
and shall be deemed to have been substituted with effect from the 27th February 2009;

(b) In part I1II, in para 4, the figures “266” shall be deleted.
14. In Form B appended to the principal Rules,
(a) In the bracket mentioned below the title, the sentence is deleted.

(a) in clause (a) the words “/ Sub-treasury” shall be deleted,;

(b) clause (b) shall be deleted;
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(1) in the Note, for the words “one-third” the words “forty per cent.” shall be substituted
and shall be deemed to have been substituted with effect from the 27th February 2009;

(c) In part III, in para 4, the figures “266” shall be deleted.
In Form C appended to the principal Rules,—
