Kumbh Mela, 2021, Haridwar.

Sir, '
Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Gol has issued Standard Operating

Procedures (SOPs) on preventive measures to contain Covid-19 spread during
Kumbh Mela 2021 at Haridwar.

Based on the SOPs issued by MoHFW, the Department of Disaster
Management, Govemment of Uttarakhand also issued further additional specific
measures’ SOPs to be adhered at various facilities of the Mela area such as;
Parking area, Halting Points, Ghats, Public Transport, Railway Station, Bus
Stand/ Depot, Hotels / Restaurants/ Guest Houses, Temples/ Religious Places,
Shops/ other business establishments and Ashrams’ Dharmshalas to ensure
smooth and safe conduct of Kumbh Mela which is enclosed as Annexure - 1.

In order to ensure implementation of the SOPs by Mela administration,
District administration & relevant departments and to attract cooperation,
compliance of the SOPs by all other stakcholders including other state
governments (for devotees coming from other states) and by travellers coming
from other countries, the following SOPs is being issued.

1. Applicability (Area and Duration)

1.1. This SOP shall be applicable in the Mela area during the Mela period (as
notified in the Mela notification order).

2, Mandatory conditions to visit

a) All devotees coming for kumbh with negative RT-PCR test report (Test
done 72 hours prior to the date of visit) shall be allowed to enter the
Kumbh Mela area.
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b) The devotees shall produce negative RT-PCR test report at entry points/
check posts established at the district border.

¢) Prior to their travel all devotees shall mandatorily register on the Kumbh
Mela registration web portal (www. haridwarkumbhmela2021.com /
www haridwarkumbhpolice2021.com). The travellers shall mandatorily
upload all relevant documents in prescribed format in the registration
portal. After validation, they shall be issued an e-pass/ e-permit from the
portal to enter into the Mela area.

d) The e-pass/e-permit shall be randomly verified at the Border Check Post/
Railway Station/ Airport/ in Hotels/ Dharmashala/ while boarding trains,
buses and in commercial vehicles along with RT-PCR negative test

report.

¢) Devotees coming without e-pass/e-permit shall not be allowed to enter in
to the Mela area.

f) All devotees coming from other states shall obtain a compulsory medical
fitness certificate from the nearest Community Health Centre/ District
hospital/ Medical college from their place of joumney/ Origin State which
also shall be uploaded in the registration portal and shall be checked at
the Border Check Post/ Railway Station/ Awport/ Hotels/ Dharmashalal/
while boarding in trains, buses and in commercial vehicles.

g) Devotees coming without the compulsory medical certificate issued by a
competent authority shall not be allowed to enter Mela area.

h) Devotees who comply with the above conditions shall only be allowed 10
enter/ participate in Maha Kumbh Mela, 2021 at Haridwar.

3. Wide publicity of the SOP by all state governments

a) All state governments are requested to widely publicize the SOPs that
devotees from other states carrying the following documents are only be
allowed to enter the Kumbh Mela area,

i) Negative RT-PCR test report (test done 72 hours prior to the date of

visit to Kumbh Mela).

ii) Medical fitness certificate of the devoitees from the nearest
Community Health Centre/ District hospital’ Medical college (from
the place of origin).

lii) e-pass/ c-permit gencrated after the registration on the Maha
Kumbh Mela, Haridwar, 202] registration portal.

b) The devotees may carry such test reports, medical fitness cenificate and
¢-pass/e-permit either on their mobile phones or in hard copies for
verification as and when required.
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4. Protecting vulnerable population

4.1. The high risk group population needs to be protected. The following
procedures shall be followed:

a)

b)

The Department of Health, Government of Uttarakhand, Mela administration
and District administration shall ensure that the Healthcare workers and the
other frontline workers engaged during Kumbh Mela are vaccinated on
priority in the ongoing Covid-19 vaccination program. As far as possible
only vaccinated health workers and other frontline workers will be deputed
for Kumbh Mela duties,

All District Administration of Uttarakhand as well as other states shall
widely circulate the SOPs among all the stakeholders and public well in
advance, clearly specifying that the vulnerable population (age more than 65
years; pregnant women; children below the age of 10 years; those with
underlying comorbid conditions such as diabetes, hypertension, cardiac
disease, chronic lung disease, cerebro-vascular disease, chronic kidney
disease, immune-suppression and cancer) are discouraged to attend the
Kumbh Mela.

The employees of Government of Uttarakhand who are at higher risk i.e,
older employees, pregnant employees and employees who have underlying
medical conditions must take extra precautions. They shall not be exposed to
any front-line work requiring direct contact with the public.

5. Promoting COVID appropriate behavior

5.1. Simple public health measures are to be followed to reduce the risk of
COVID-19. These measures need to be always observed, by all. These are as
follows:

a) Individuals must maintain a minimum distance of 6 feet in public places
as far as feasible.

b) Use of face covers/masks to be made mandatory. Mela administration
shall make arrangement for Mask dispensing kiosks at approved rates at
entry points and parking lots. Provision shall be made for distribution of
free masks for those who cannot afford.

¢) Levying fines/penalties on defaulters for not wearing mask/face cover or

for not following social safety and distancing norms should be done by
the enforcement agencies.

d) Practice frequent hand washing with soap (for at least 40-60 seconds)
even when hands are not visibly dirty. Use of alcohol-based hand
sanitizers (for at least 20 seconds) can be made wherever feasible.



€) Mela administration shall establish hand washing stations in public utility
areas and shall ensure availability of soap and water. Use of foot operated
taps and contactless soap dispenser is mandatory.

f) Respiratory etiquettes to be strictly followed. This invelves strict practice
of covering one’'s mouth and nose while coughing/sneezing with a
tissue/handkerchief/flexed elbow and disposing off used tissues properly.

g) Self-monitoring of health by all and reporting any illness at the earliest to
State, Mela and District Covid Helpline,

h) Spitting in public places should be strictly prohibited.
1) Installation & use of Aarogya Setu App shall be advised to all.

6. In addition to the above given directions, all the central/ state/ district
authorities, private organizations and devotees are instructed to adhere
and comply with the Para:rapi No: 6 & 7(i) to 7(x) of SOPs issued by
MoH&FW, Gol on 22™ January 2021 (enclosed at Annexure-2)

7. Advisory to international travellers

a) In addition to the above SOP, Intemational travellers visiting Kumbh Mela
shall follow the travel advisory available on the website of Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare (https://www mohfw.gov.in/) for international

arrivals.

b) This apart, travellers shall fulfil country specific mandatory requirements, if
any, prescribed from time to time.

¢) The international travellers who intend to visit Kumbh mela 2021, Haridwar
shall strictly comply with the registration process/ instruction mentioned in
the point no:2 ie. Mandatory conditions to visit and other relevant
instructions of this order.

8. Strict enforcement of the SOPs

a) The Mela Administration / District Administration shall not dilute these
guidelines along with SOPs issued by MoHFW, Gol on 22" January, 2021
and SOP issued by State govenment on 9™ February, 2021 (L.No.

1054/USDMA/792(2020) TC) issued by the Government of Uttarakhand and
ensure its strict enforcement.

9. Penal provision

a) Any persons/ officers involved in the Haridwar Kumbh Mela, 2021
violating theses SOPs will be liable to proceeded against as per the
provisions of section 51 to 60 of the Disaster Management Act, 2005 besides
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legal action under section 188 of the IPC and other legal provisions as e
s applicable.

Standard Operating Procedures on preventive measures to contain spread of
COVID-19 during Kumbh Mela, Haridwar 2021.

1. Background

Kembh Mela is not only a religious pilgrimage, bul also perhaps the largest mass gathering ai one
place. It is celebrated four times over a course of 12 years and spans four locations, This year the
Kumbh Mela would be held at Haridwar (Uttarakhand). The likely dates for this event are from 27
February 2021 to 30" April 2021. It is expected that about 1 million (10 lakh) people will attend
the mela on a regular day and about 5 million (50 lakh) people will attend the mela on auspicious
days. There are six suspicious days: Magh Purnima (27" February 2021), Mahashivratri (11%
March 2021), Somvati Amavasya (12" April 2021), Baisakhi (14™ April 2021), Ram Navmi (21*
April 2021), and Chaitra Purnima (27" April 2021). These days are expected to witness large surge
of crowds congregating at Har Ki Pauri Ghat, Haridwar, 1o take holy bath.

2. Scope

Primarily, the Government of Uttarakhand is responsible for instituting measures to prevent spread
of COVID-19 during Kumbh Mela and ensure prompe public health responge to an outbreak.
Ministry of Health and Family Welfare shall support the State with advocacy, trining, risk
assessment, surveillance and public health response in such an event, if required.

Mass gathering events, such as this, have the potential (o facilitate the transmission of the virus and
potentially disrupt the gains made by the country in COVID-1% management. This document
outlines various generic precautionary measures (o be adopted in addition to specific measures o
be taken to prevent spread of COVID-19.

The State govt may implement additional measures within their jurisdiction as per their local
assessment and in line with activities permitted by Ministry of Home Affairs (MHA) as per extant

MHA orders issued under Disaster Management Act, 2008,
3. Protecting vulaerable population

The high risk group population needs (o be protected. The following procedures shall be followed:

i.  The Government of Uttarakhand shall ensure that the Healthcare workers and the other
frontline workers engaged during Kumbh Mela medical and public health operations are
vaccinated on priority in the ongoing vaccination of this group. Only vaccinated Healtheare
and other frontline workers be deputed for Kumbh Mela duties.
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4.

The Government of Uttarakhand shall follow registration of the devotees and a compulsory
medical centification regimen on similar lines as being practiced for the Shri Amamathii
Yalra. All devotees desirous of atiending the Kumbh Mela shall:

a. register with the Government of Uttarakhand.

b. oblain & compulsory medical certificate from the nearest Community Health

Centre/ District hospital’ Medical college in their Stae.

Government of Unarakhand shall widely circulale this requirement to all the States well in
advance, clearly specifying that the wvulnerable population [age more than 65 years:
pregnant women; children below the age of 10) years; those with underlying comorbid
conditions such as diabetes, hypertension, cardisc disease, chronic lung disease, cerebro-
vascular disease, chromic kidney disease, immunc-suppression and cancer] shall be
discouraged to attend the Kumbh Mela.
Devolees coming to the Kumbh Mela site without the compulsory medical certificate
usued by a competent suthorily as detailed in para 3(ii) above shall not be allowed.
State government employees who are at higher risk ie.. older employees, pregnant
employees and employees who have underlying medical conditions (as explained above)
must take extra precautions. They shall not be exposed 1o any (ront-line work requiring
direct contact with the public.

The Governmeni of Uttarakhand would widely publicize, as also comvey to all other State
Goveraments thal devoices with negative RT-PCR 1est report (Lest done 72 hours prior to the date of
visit) shall only be allowed to enter the Kambh Mela site. The devotees may carry such test reports
either on their mobile phones or in hard copies.

Specific administrative measures for preventing spread of COVID-19 during Kumbh
Mela

The Kumbh Mela authorities may consider curtailing the total duration of the Kumbh Mels. They
shall comply with the administrative requirements as below:

The Kumbh Mela Administration shall ensare the following:

Idemify spatial boundaries of the Mela Area keeping in view the physical distancing
requirements and prepare a detailed site plan which would facilitate compliance with
thermal screening, physical distancing, sanitization, etc.

Multiple and scparate entry and exits for devotees shall be ensured. Help desks should be
sel up and widely publicized with adequate number of staff to ensure that people do not
wander around for want of direction.

Entrances to have mandatory contactless hand hygiene and multiple thermal screening
provisions. Anyone found symplomatic during thermal screening should be politely refused
entry and advised to seek immediate medical care.

The crowd density does not remain the same throughout the day and usually peaks around
certain hours of the day and on auspicious days (as mentioned sbove). Planning for the
event should specifically factor this so that erowds are regulated and managed 1o ensure
physical distance and frequent sanitization.

Volunteers should be appropristely stationed to ensure thermal scanming, physical
distancing and wearing of masks.

Keeping in view the physical distancing norms, the Kumbh Mela site should have proper
markings at all locations which are likely to be visited by devotees.

Singgering of devotees to be done maintaining physical distancing of a minimum of & fee,
when quesing up for the holy bath,
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vili. Ewents such as exhibitions, fairs, prayer meetings eic within the Kumbh Mela site shall be

restricted, regulated as far as feasible. For those allowed by the Mela Administration, the

number of people should mol exceed the limit prescribed by the Ministry of Home

ix.  Seuting wrrangemeni in the pandals (akharas), food courts, prayer meetings, elc. must

ensune adequate physical distancing. The number of shops, stalls, cafeteria, etc. must be
cuflailed and such establishmenis oo shall always follow physical distancing norms.

Community kitchens/langars / “Ann-dasn”, etc. at event venue should also follow physical
distancing norms while preparing and distributing food.

xi.  In view of potential risk of spread of infection by groups singing bhajansichants, erc.,

recorded devational music/songs may be played and singing groups/chants should not be
allowed as far as feasible.

xii.  Proper crowd management outside the main venue - in parking lots, waiting areas, stalls

and eateries etc. - duly following physical distancing norms shall be ensured.

The existing bed capacity of government, referral and private hospitals— all combined
— is about 2,800 in Haridwar, Rishikesh and Dehradun. This needs to be substantially
augmemigd. The expected surge of the floating population and potential outbreak of
Covid or other epidem|ic prone diseases will overwhelm the existing facilities.
Mega-size lemporary hospitals {1000 beds) that would augment bed capacity by at lenst
2,000 beds shall be established. State Government may contact DRDO for setting up
such facilities.

The State Government shall also assess the requirement of PPE kits, consumables,
human resources, oxygen and ventilators, and if required, shall procure and store well
in advance.

Sodium Hypochlorite within the Kumbh Mela premises,
Cleaning and regular disinfection (using 1% sodium hypochlorite) of frequently
touched surfaces (handrails, que barricades, seats, benches, washroom fixtures, etc.)
to be made mandatory in all public utility common areas,

Deep cleansing of the toilets, hand washing and drinking water stations shall be done
ut least 3-4 times daily.

Website of the Kumbh Mela, mobile application and that of the Uttarakhand
tourism department, must display preventive measures for COVID-19 at their
landing page. The website/ mobile application shall inform the devolees on

Offences and Penalties for Violation of Lockdown Measures

B8 Section 51 to 60 of the Disaster Management Act, 2005

51. Punishment for obstruction, etc.—Whoever, without reasonable

cause —

(a) obstructs any officer or employee of the Central Government or the
State Government, or a person authorised by the National Authority
or State Authority or District Authority in the discharge of his
functions under this Act; or

(b) refuses to comply with any direction given by or on behalf of the
Central Government or the State Government or the National

Executive Committee or the State Executive Committee or the
District Authority under this Act,

shall on conviction be punishable with imprisonment for a term which may
extend to one vear or with fine, or with both, and if such obstruction or
refusal to comply with directions results in loss of lives or imminent danger
thereof, shall on conviction be punishable with imprisonment for a term
which may extend to two years,

52, Punishment for false claim.—Whoever knowingly makes a
claim which he knows or has reason to believe to be false for obtaining any
relief, assistance, repair, reconstruction or other benefits consequent to
disaster from any officer of the Central Government, the State Government,
the National Authority, the State Authority or the District Authority, shall,
on conviction be punishable with imprisonment for a term which may
extend to two years, and also with fine.

53, Punishment for misappropriation of money or materials,
ete.—Whoever, being entrusted with any money or materials, or otherwise
being, in custody of, or dominion over, any money or goods, meant for
providing relief in any threatening disaster situation or disaster,
misappropriates or appropriates for his own use or disposes of such money
or materials or any part thereof or wilfully compels any other person so to
do, shall on conviction be punishable with imprisonment for a term which
may extend to two years, and also with fine.

54, Punishment for false warning —Whoever makes or circulates
a false alarm or warning as to disaster or its severity or magnitude, leading
to panic, shall on conviction, be punishable with imprisonment which may
extend to one year or with fine.

55, Offences by Departments of the Government.—(1) Where an
offence under this Ac! has been committed by any Department of the
Government, the head of the Department shall be deemed to be guilty of
the offence and shall be liable to be proceeded against and punished
accordingly unless he proves that the offence was committed without his

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knowledge or that he exercised all due diligence to prevent the commission
of such offence.

(2) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-section (1), where an
offence under this Act has been committed by a Department of the
Government and it is proved that the offence has been committed with the
consent or connivance of, or is attributable to any neglect on the part of,
any officer, other than the head of the Department, such officer shall be
deemed to be guilty of that offence and shall be liable to be proceeded
against and punished accordingly.

56. Failure of officer in duty or his connmivance at the
contravention of the provisions of this Act—Any officer, on whom any
duty has been imposed by or under this Act and who ceases or refuses to
perform or withdraws himself from the duties of his office shall, unless he
has obtained the express written permission of his official superior or has
other lawful excuse for so doing, be punishable with imprisonment for a
term which may extend to one year or with fine.

7. Penaity for contravention of any order regarding
requisitioning.—I1 any person contravenes any order made under section
63, he shall be punishable with imprisonment for a term which may extend

58. Offence by companies.—(1) Where an offence under this Act
has been committed by a company or body corporate, every person who at
the time the offence was committed, was in charge of, and was respongible
to, the company, for the conduct of the business of the company, as well as
the company, shall be deemed to be guilty of the contravention and shall be
liable to be proceeded against and punished accordingly:

Provided that nothing in this sub-section shall render any such person
liable to any punishment provided in this Act, if he proves that the offence

(2) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-section (1), where an
offence under this Act has been committed by a company, and it is proved
that the offence was committed with the consent or connivance of or is

officer shall also, be deemed to be guilty of that offence and shall be liable
to be proceeded against and punished accordingly,
Kxplanation—For the purpose of this section—

(a) “company” means any body corporate and includes a firm or
other association of individuals: and

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59. Previous sanction for prosecution.—No prosecution for
offences punishable under sections 55 and 56 shall be instituted except with
the previous sanction of the Central Government or the State Government,
as the case may be, or of any officer authorised in this behalf, by general or
special order, by such Government.

60. Cognizance of offences.—No court shall take cognizance of an
offence under this Act except on a complaint made by—

(a) the National Authority, the State Authority, the Central
Government, the State Government, the District Authority or
any other authority or officer authorised in this behalf by that
Authority or Government, as the case may be; or

(b) any person who has given notice of not less than thirty days in
the manner prescribed, of the alleged offence and his intention
to make a complaint to the National Authority, the State
Authority, the Central Government, the State Government, the
District Authority or any other authority or officer authorised as
aforesaid.

Section 188 in the Indian Penal Code, 1860

188. Disobedience to order duly promulgated by public servant.—
Whoever, knowing that, by an order promulgated by a public servant
lawfully empowered to promulgate such order, he is directed to abstain
from a certain act, or to take certain order with certain property in his
possession or under his management, disobeys such direction, shall, if such
disobedience causes or tends to cause obstruction, annoyance or injury, or
risk of obstruction, annoyance or injury, to any person lawfully employed,
be punished with simple imprisonment for a term which may extend to one
month or with fine which may extend to two hundred rupees, or with both;
and if such disobedience causes or trends to cause danger to human life,
bealth or safety, or causes or tends to cause a riot or affray, shall be
punished with imprisonment of either description for a term which may
extend to six months, or with fine which may extend to one thousand
rupees, or with both.

Expianation.—It is not necessary that the offender should intend to
produce harm, or contemplate his disobedience as likely to

harm. It is sufficient that he knows of the order which he disobeys,
and that his disobedience produces, or is likely to produce, harm. -
Hlustration

An order is promulgated by a public servant lawfully empowered to
promulgate such order, directing that a religious procession shall not
pass down a certain street. A knowingly disobeys the order, and
thereby causes danger of riot. A has committed the offence defined
in this section,
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
