No. 4 “Junior Assistant (Accounts)” cadre shall be inserted.

- (d) In column 4 under the heading “Qualification for the
methods of appointments” against serial No. 4 following shall
be inserted- '

(1) Appointment to the post,' of Junior Assistant
(Accounts) shall be made either,—

(a) by promotion of suitable person of District Services
(Class IV) of Zilla Parishad who has passed secondary
School Certificate Examination or equivalent examination
