PRELIMINARY

This Act may be called the Uttarakhand Subordinate
Service Selection Commission Act 2014.

[t shall come into force on such date as the State
Government may, by notification, appoint in this behalf.

The provisions of this Act shall apply in relation to direct
recruitment to all Group 'C' posts outside the purview of
the Public Service Commission. The State Government
may by notification add or withdraw any Group 'C' post
from the purview of the Commission in a Board or a
Corporation or other statutory body established by a
controlled by the State Government:

A person shall be disqualified for appointment as
Chairman or other Member if he-

becomes an undischarged insolvent;

is convicted and sentenced to imprisonment for an offence
which in the opinion of the State Government, involves
moral turpitude;

becomes of unsound mind and stands so declared by a
competent court.

The Commission may associate with itself, in such
manner and for such purposes as may be determined by
regulations made under this Act, any person whose
assistance or advice it may desire to have in carrying out
any of the provision of this bill.

No bill or proceeding to the Commission shall be deemed
to be invalid merely on the ground of

any vacancy or defect in the constitution of the
Commission;

any defect or irregularity in the appointment of a person
acting as the Chairman or other Member thereof;or

any defect or irregularity in such act or proceeding not
affecting the substance.

There shall be a Secretary of the Commission appointed
by the State Government, who shall be the Head of the
Office of the Commission.

The Secretary shall exercise such powers and perform
such duties as may be specified in the rules or regulations

made under this Act or as may be directed by the
Chairman.

All the decisions and orders of the Commission shall be

authenticated by the signature of the Secretary or may
other officer authorised by the Commission in this behalf.
