
Candidate Guide lines for Spot 
Admission 2023 

The vacant seats after CR-5 in Delhi Govt. ITI’s will be filled through Spot 
Admission Round, The procedure for Spot Admission Round 2023 would be as 
follows:- 

 

Registration for Spot Admission 
(19/9/2023 & 20/9/2023) 

 

1. All Verified candidates who are not holding any seat are eligible for participation 
in spot admission round. 
2. The list of vacant seats ITI wise would be displayed on online admission portal. 
3. The interested candidates would visit participating ITI and fill the admission 
form.  
4. Admitting ITI registration counter will check the candidate data from online 
admission portal and thereafter register the candidate for online admission portal. 
5. Registration for spot round would only be valid for the institute in which 

candidate has successfully submitted registration form and not for other institutes 
however candidate can register in multiple institutes if he/she so desires.  
6. “Application Form”   would be provided by ITI free of cost. No registration fee is 
payable by these candidates. 
7. Candidates can also download registration form from online admission portal 
and use it for registration. 
8. Copy of acknowledgement slip would be given to candidate after successful 

registration. 
 

Display Of Rank List 
(Display of Merit List: - 21/9/2023) 

 

7. The rank list would be displayed on 12.SEP.2023 at admitting institute 
and on online admission portal.  

 

Spot Admission Procedure at Institute Level  
(On spot reporting by candidate for admission 22.09.2023 & 23.09.2023) 

The candidates would report for seat allotment to the admitting institute on 
22.09.2023 & 23.09.2023. 

a) The reporting time slots may be created by admitting ITI and candidate may 
call or visit admitting ITI and get information about various time slots 
during which he/she can report on the above days. 

b) The Admitting Institute will mark the attendance of reporting candidate up to 
a specific time.  
 

c) Reporting Merit list would be prepared based on specific time slot in 
descending order of merit i.e. highest /% age would be given 1st rank and so 
on. 

d) ITIs would call the candidates according to their merit/rank for 

allotment of  seats. 

e) The admission would be granted to the candidates according to their  

merit only. 

f) Candidates will have to deposit entire fee in cash at admitting ITI at the time 

of admission. 

g) Candidate needs to carry all original documents and a set f photocopy of 

documents at the time of reporting. Non availability of documents would lead 

to removal of candidate from seat allotment sequence and thus he would not 

be able to take admission.
