The Undersigned is directed to refer to this
office memo WNo- 1411(1¥XXVII3)P/2004,
dated: 02 November, 2004 on the subject
mentioned above sanctioning an installment of
Dearness Relief with effect from 01 July, 2004
and to say that the Governor is pleased to revive
the rates of dearness relief admissible to all
civil/family pensioners of this Government to
compensate them for the rise in the cost of living
bevond average consumer price index 306.66 (as
on (1.01.1996) at the rate of 3% (Three Percent)
with effect from 01 Jan., 2005 in super session of
the rates mentioned in the OM. dated: 02
November, 2004 refered to above accordingly the
rate of dearness of pension/family pension w.e.f.
01-01-200% has risen to 17%.

2- Payment of dearness relief involving a fraction
of a rupee shall be rounded, off to next higher
rupee.

3- These orders will not be applicable to the
Judges of High Court, Chairman and Members of
Uttaranchal Public  Service Commission,
employees of lecal bodies and Public
undertaking/corporation efc. in respect of whom
separate orders will have to be issued by
respective departments,

4- These order will also be applicable to such
teaching and non-teaching pensioners of
Institutions aided from state under the education/
Technical  Education  Department  whose
Pension/Family pension is at per with the
pensioners of the state Government,

5- As per orders issued in O.M. No. A-1-252/X-
10(3}-81, dated: April 27, 1982 the Accountant
General Authority is not necessary for payment of
relief of pension and as such the payment, of
dearness relief as admissible under, this O.M.
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shall be made by the paying authorities/ Public
Sector Banks.

6- Others terms and conditions regarding of
dearness relief laid down in earlier Government
orders shall remain applicable as usual.

7-  Pensioners who retired prior to 09.11.2000
would be eligible for dearmess relief as
admissible in Utiar Pradesh. Thus we.f. dated :
01.07.2004 payable of additional dearness relief
of 3% (percent) w ould be 64% (percent) instead
of 61% (percent) and w.e.f dated : 01.01.2005 that
admissible dearness relief would be 67%
(percent) which includes an additional dearness
relief of 3% (percent) sanctioned by O.M.No.
14111 WXXVII(3) P/2004 dated : 02 November,
2004,
