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CHAPTER -- |
PRELIMINARY

1. (1) This Act may be called the Uttaranchal Commission for the Scheduled Short title, Extént
Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes Act, 2001.
(2) It extends to the whole of Uttaranchal.
(3) Itshall be deemed to have come into force on the date of publication.

“Commission” means the Commission constituted under section 3 of
Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classps Commission.
“The Govemor”’ means the Govermnor of Uttaranchal.

“The State” means Uttaranchal State.

“The State Government” means the State Government of Uttaranchal.
“The Member” means the member of the Commission in which the Chair-
man is also included.

“The Scheduled Castes” and “Scheduled Tribes” means the Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes as notified in the Constitution of India.
“Other Backward Ciasses” means the Backward Classes other than
Schéduled Caste and Scheduled Tribes as may be specified by the
State Govt. in the list.

CHAPTER - I

THe UttarRANCHAL COMMISSION FOR THE SCHEDULED CASTES, SCHEDULED TRIBES AND OTHER

Backwarp CLASSES

3. The State Government shall constitute a Commission to be known as the
Uttaranchal Commission for the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and
Other Backward Classes and shall exercise such powers and perform such func-
tions as are assigned to it under this Act.

4. (1) The Commission shall consist of the following members appointed by the
State Government :
(@) A Chairman, from amongst persons belonging to the Scheduled Castes;
(b) One member shall be from persons belonging to the Scheduled Tribes;

and

(c) One other member from persons belonging to Other Backward Classes.
(2) The Chairman and Members shall be appointed from amongst persons
of ability integrity and standing who have had a record of selfless service to
the cause of justice for the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other
Backward Classes.
(3) The appointments under sub-section (1) shall be made by a notified order.

5. (1) Every member shall hold office for aterm of Three Years from the date he
assumes office.
(2) A member may, at any time by writing under his hand addressed to the State
Government, resign from his office.
(3) The State Government shall remove a person from the office of Member if
that person:

becomes an undischarged insolvent;

is convicted and sentencedto imprisonment for an offence which in
the opinion of the State Government involves moral turpitude;
becomes of unsound mind and stands so declared by a competent court,
refused to act or becomes incapable of acting;

is, without obtaining leave of absence from the Commission, absent
from Three consecutive meeting of the Commission; or

has, in the opinion of the State Government so abused the position
of Chairman or Member as to render that person’s continuance in
office detrimental to the interests of the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled
Tribes and Other Backward Classes.

(4) Avacancy caused under sub-section (2) or otherwise shall be filled by frest
appointment.

(5) The salaries and allowancgs payable to and other terms and conditions o
service of, the Members shall be such as may be prescribed.

(1) The State Government shall provide the Commission with a Secretary anc
such other officers and employees as may be necessary for the efficien
performance of the functions of the Commissicn.

(2) The salaries and allowances payable to and other terms and conditions o
service of the officers and other employees appointed for the purpose of the
Commission shall be such as may be prescribed.

The salaries and allowances payable to the Members and the administrative
expenses, including salaries, allowances and pensions payable to the officers
and other employees referred to in section 6 shall be paid out of the grants
referred to in sub-section (1) of section 13.

No act or proceeding of the Commission shali be invalid on the ground merely o1
the existence of any vacancy or defect in the constitution of the Commission.

(1) The Commission shall meet as and when necessary at such time and place
as the Chairman may think fit.

(2) The Commission shall regulate its own procedure.

(3) Ifthe office of the Chairman becomes vacant or if the Chairman is for any
reason absent or unable to discharge the duties of his office, those duties
shall, untii he or the New Chairman assumes office, may be as the case be
discharged by the Senior Member as directed by the State Government.

(4) Ali orders and decisions of the Commission shall be authenticated by the
Secretary or any other officer of the Commission duly authorised by the
Secretary in this behalf.

The State Government shall consult the Commission on ali major policy matters
affecting Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes.

CHAPTER -- 1l
FuncTiONS ANG. Powers oF THE COMMISSION

(1) 1t shall be the duty of the Commission :

(a) to investigate and monitor all matters relating to the safeguards provided
for the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes
under the constitution or under any other law for the time being in force or
under any order of the State Government and to evaluate the working of
such safeguards.

{b) to enquire into specific complaints with respect to the deprivation of
rights and safeguards of the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and
Other Backward Classes. '

(c) to participate and advice on the planning process of socio-economic
development of the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other
Backward Classes and to evaluate the progress of their development.

(d) to present to the State Government annually and at such-other times as

the Commission may deem fit, reports upon the working of those
safeguards. o
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(e) to make in such reports recommendations as to the measures that

. should be taken by the State Government for the effective implementa-

1 tion of those safeguards and other measures for the protection, welfare, and

socio-economic development of the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes

§ and Other Backward Classes.

A () todischarge such other functions in relation to the protection welfare,

4 development and advancement of the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes
and Other Backward Classes as may be referred to it by the State
Government.

(g) toenforce effectively the provisions of the Protection of Civil Rights Act,
1995 and Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of
Atrocities) Act, 1989.

(h) toenforce effectively implementations of various educational and Socio-
economic gevelopment schemes under Special Component Plan and Tribal
Sub-plan for the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.

(i) tomonitor, evaluate and inspectthe various programmes for the Scheduled
Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes and to issue
necessary direction to the concerned.

(i) - to enforce the reservation for the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes in
the Government departments and Public sector undertaking and issues
necessary directions to the concerned.

(k) the Commission shall examine request for inclusion of any class of citizens
as Backward classes and hear complaints of wrong inclusion of any
class in the Backward class and tender such advice to the State
Govt. as it deems appropriate.

() any other matter that may be referred to by the State Government or
brought into notice of the Commission.

(2) The State Government shall cause the reports of the Commission to be laid
before the State Legislature alongwith a memorandum explaining the action
taken or proposed to be taken on the recommendations and the reasons for
the non acceptance, if any, of any of such recommendations.

Penalty 18. Whoever being legally bound to obey any order of the Commission under section
12, intentionally omits to do so, shall on conviction be punished under sections
174,175,176, 178, 179 or 180 of Indian Penal Code, 1860, as the case may be.

Cognizance of  19.No court shail take cognizance of an offence specified in section 18 except on a
offences complaint in writing of the Chairman or a Member or of an officer authorized by
the Commission in this behalf.

Protection of - 20.No suit, prosecution or other legal proceeding shall lie against any persoti for
action taken in anything which is in good faith done or intended to be done, in pursuance of the

Power to make 21.(1) The State Government may, be notification, make rules for carrying out the
rules purposes of this Act.
(2) In particular and without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing powers
such rules may provide for all or any of the following matters namely :
(a) salaries and allowances payable to, and the other terms and condi-
tions of service of the Members under sub-section (5) of section 5 and
the officers and other employees under sub-section (3) of section 6:
(b) any other matter under clause (f) of section 12;
(c) theforminwhich the annual statement of accounts shall be presared
under sub-section (1) of section 14;
(d) theformin, and the time at, which the annual report shail be prepared
under section 15;
(e) any other matter which is required to be, or may be prescribed.
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22. (1) If any difficulty arises in giving effect to the provisions of this Act the State
Government may, by a nofified order, make such provisions not inconsistent
with the provisions of this Act as appears to it to be necessary or
expedient for removing the difficulty. . ¢

(2) No order under sub-section (1 ) shall be made after the expiry of a period of
two year from the date of commencement of this Act.

(3) Every order made under sub-section (1) shall as soon as may be after it is
made, be laid before the State Legislature and the provisions of sub-section (1)
of section 23-A of the Uttar Pradesh General Clauses Act, 1904 shall apply as
they apply in respect of rules made by the State Government under any
Uttaranchal Act. -

23. (1) The Uttaranchal Csmmission for the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes
and other Backward Classes Ordinance 2001 is hereby repealed.
(2) Notwithstanding such repeal anything done or any action taken under the
provisions of the ordinance referred to in sub section (1) shall be deemed to
have been done or taken under the provisions of the Act.
