India follows a 

closed fuel cycle to fully utilize the Spent Nuclear Fuel.  Thus spent fuel from 

the Kudankulam Nuclear Power Plants is planned to be stored till it is taken up 

for reprocessing in a safeguarded reprocessing facility in future.
