(b)&(c)Yes, Sir. The present installed nuclear power capacity in the country

comprises of 22 reactors with a total capacity of 6780 MW. There are eleven
(11) reactors with a total capacity of 8700 MW under various stages of
construction / commissioning (which includes KAPP-3 and PFBR by BHAVINI).
In addition, the Government has accorded sanction for 10 more nuclear power
reactors with a total capacity of 7000 MW. The present installed nuclear power
capacity is set to increase from 6780 MW to 22480 MW by 2031 on progressive

completion of projects under construction and accorded sanction
