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As per CHSS Rule No. 14.6 and DAE OM No. 7/4/2016/IR&W/4214 dated 8.3.2016

employees in Category ‘A’ and ‘B’ i.e. drawing Rs.8000/- or less are eligible for reimbursement
upto Rs.200/- for hiring ‘hearse’ for a deceased beneficiary of the scheme.
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Request for increasing the amount towards hearse charges prescribed under Rule 14.6
has been examined in the Department. The matter was also placed before the CHSS Review
Committee and based on the recommendations, it is decided to withdraw the existing provision
in this regard. Accordingly, Rule No.14.6 of CHSS stands deleted with immediate effect.
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This issues with the approval of Competent Authority.
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
