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Department is receiving proposals requesting for extension of CHSS
facilities to dependent unmarried daughters till she starts earning or gets

married, whichever is earlier, as permissible to the beneficiaries under the
CGHS.
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After careful consideration in the Department, based on the
recommendations of the CHSS Review Committee, it has now been decided
to include the following clause no. Note B(aa) below clause no. Note B(a) in
Rule No.4.1 of CHSS: as under :
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“Unmarried daughter beyond the age of 25 years till she stars
earning or gets married will continue to be eligible for medical benefits under
the Scheme on payment of additional contribution at the same rate as
permissible for a third child of the beneficiary. The eligibility is further
subject to recommendation for a maximum period of one year at a time,
through a Committee constituted by respective CHSS administering Unit [as
per O.M. No.7/34/2012/IR&W (Vol.ll)/384 dated 7/12/2015 (Copy enclosed)],
for approval in the Department on case to case basis”. Further, it is also
necessary to submit acknowledgment of Income Tax return filed in respect of
the dependent daughter along with the application.”
