No. RTR.1098/2223/C.R. 265(Part-11)/Desk-11.—In exercise of the powers
conferred by the proviso to article 309 of the constitution of India and in
suppression of all existing rules and orders issued in this behalf, and in
force in the State or any part therecof, the Governor of Maharashtra is
hereby pleased to make the following Departmental Examination rules fr
promotion to the post of the Superintendent (Legal) from the post of
Assistant (Legal), in the Law and Judiciary Department of the Government
of Maharashtra, namely :—

1. Short title and commencement.—(1) These rules may be called the
Departmental Examination rules for promotion to the post of
Supcrintendent (Legal), from the post of Assistant (Legal) Rules, 2012.

(2) These rules shall come into force on the date of publication in the
Official Gazette. ' ,

2. Definition.— In these rules, unless the context otherwise
requires,— .

(a) “ Appendix ” means an Appendix appended to these rules ; "
(b) “ Assistant (Legal)” means a person appointed to the post of

Assistant (Legal), in the Law and J udiciary Department of the

Government of Maharashtra :

(c) “Department ” means the Law and Judiciary Department of the .

Government of Maharashtra ; |

(d) “ Examination ” means Departmental Examination for promotion

to the Post of Superintendent (Legal) from the post of Assistant (Legal)

- 1n the law and Judiciary Department held according to the syllabus
prescribed under rule 11 read with Appendix ‘A’ and ‘B’ ;

V(Ve)v"‘ Existing rules ” means the rules and order relating to the

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(/) “ Government ” means the Government of Maharashtra ;

(g) “ Superintendent ” means the Superintendent (Legal), in legal
section of the Law and Jud1c1ary Department of the Government of
Maharashtra.

3. Inlngbzlzty._——For being eligible to appear for the examination, an
Assistant (Legal) must have passed the post Recruitment Training
Examination prescribed for Assistant (Legal) and must have also completed
five years continuous service as an Assistant (Legal).

4. Period and number of chances.—(1) Subject to the provisions of
rule 3, every Assistant (Legal) shall be required to pass the examination
within nine years of his continuous scrvice as an Assistant (Legal) and
within threc chances ;

(2) Any chance which Assistant (Legal) may have already avalled of
under the existing rules shall be counted towards the computation of
total number of chances to be availed under these rules;;

Provided that the Assistant (Legal) who belongs to the Scheduled
vastes or Scheduled Tribes or Denotified Tribes or Nomadic Tribes,

shall be allowed to pass the examination within ten years of his
continuous service as-an Assistant ( Legal) and within four chances.

5. Comeunes of failure to pass examination. —Any Assistant (Legal)
who fails to pass the examination within the time limit and chances
specified in rule 4, shall lose the seniority, for the purpose of promotion
to the post of Superintendent and shall rank below all the Assistant
(Legal) who pass the examination before him and also below all those
who are senior to such Assistant (Legal) below whom he is placed and
who may pass the examination after him but within the period and
chances specified in rule 4. '

8. Chances for appearing for examination.—Subject to provisions-of
rule 5, an Assistant (Legal) can avail of any number of chances for appearing
for the examination.

9. Appointment of superintendent.—No person shall be appointed to
the post of Superintendent in the Subordinate Secretariat Service, unless
he has passed the examination or has been cxempted from passing' the
cxamination under rule 10.

10. Exemption.—The following persons shall be exempted from passing
the examination, namely,—

(a) Assistant (Legal), who have passed the examination under 13
existing rules ;

(b) Assistant (Legal), who have already been exempted from passing
the examination under the existing rules; '

(c) Any Assistant (Legal), who is cligible for appearing for the
ecxamination under rule 3, on or after the commencement of these
rules, when the Assistant (Legal) attains age of forty-five years :

Provided that, he shall not regain his seniority which he has alrcady
lost as per rule 5.

11. Syllabus.—(1) The ecxamination shall be held into two parts
namely :(— : w

Part (1).—Subjects common for the examination for promotion on the
posts of Desk Officer conducted by the Gencral Administration Department,
and

Part (11).—Specific subjects about legal working in the Department.

(2) The syllabus, duration and maximum marks in cach paper of Part
I of the examination shall be as shown in Appendix ‘A’ or such other
subjects as the Government may direct by an order, from time to time.

(3) The Part I of the examination shall consist of three papers cach
carrying 100 marks. These papers shall be on subjects specifically
regarding legal work in the Department. The syllabus, duration and
maximum marks in cach paper of Part 11 of the examination shall be as
shown in Appendix ‘B’ or such other subjects as the Government may
direct by an order, from time to time.
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(4) The arrangement for holding examinationin Part 1 shall be made
by the General Administration Department and in Part 11 shall be made
by the Department under the directions of the General Administration
Department. The final result of the examination shall be declared
by the General Administration Department, and communicated it to
the Department. | '

12. Standard for passing of examination.—The standard for passing
the examination shall be fifty per cent of the total marks in each paper.

13. Grace marks.—ln case of candidates who secure fifty per cent or
more of the total marks prescribed for the whole examination, but fail to
obtain fifty per cent marks in not more than two individual papers,
maximum se\r;en gracce marks shall be given to them in those subjects, if
thereby they arc able to pasS the examination. This facility shall also be
admissible to those candidates who have sccurced cxemption in their previous
attempts. | | | | N

14. Specipl Merit.—Where an Assistant (Legal), who passes the
examination in the first attempt and sccures seventy per cent or more
marks in any paper, an entry regarding his pefformance in that paper
shall be recorded in his confidential Record.

15. 'Exen*iption in subjects.—An unsuccessful candidate -in any
examination, who has secured fifty-five per cent marks or more in any
paper, shall be exempted from appearing and passing again in that paper
in his subsequent attempts. o

16. Application for examination.—The year during which any Assistant .
(Legal), de;sité to appear for the examination, he shall apply in the format
prescribed 1n Appendix ‘C’ and address it to Secretary, General
Administration Department through principal Secretary, Law and Judiciary
Department before 1st August of the desired year.

CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No. RTR. 2010/C.R. 593/Desk-2.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article 309
of the constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make the following rules to
amend the Deputy Secretary (Legal) (Group A), Under Secretary (Legal) (Group A), and Superintendent
(Legal) (Group B), in Fhe Law and Judiciary Department (Recruitment) Rules, 2012 namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Deputy Secretary (Legal) (Group A), Under Secretary (Legal)

(Group A), and Superintendent (Legal) (Group B), in the Law and Judiciary Department (Recruitment)
(Amendment) Rules, 2020.

2. Inthe Rules 4 of the Deputy Secretary (Legal) (Group A), Under Secretary (Legal) (Group A),
and Superintendent (Legal) (Group B), in the Law and Judiciary Department (Recruitment) Rules, 2012
(hereinafter referred to as “the Principal Rules "), after sub-rule (b), the following proviso shall be added
namely :—

“ Provided that, if the candidates for appointment to the said post by way of promotion are not
available, the post shall be filled in by transfer on deputation of a suitable Judicial Officer from the
cadre of Civil Judge Junior Division and Judicial Magistrate First Class, having not less than three
years experience in that cadre.”

3. Forrule 5 of the Principal Rules, the following rule shall be substituted, namely :—

“5. Appointment to the post of Superintendent (Legal), shall be made by promotion of a suitable
person on the basis of seniority subject to fitness from amongst the persons holding the post of
Assistant (Legal), having not less than five years regular service in that post ”.

4. For rule 6 of the Principal Rules, the following rule shall be substituted, namely :—

“6. Notwifhstanding anything contained in Sub-Clauses (i), (ii), (iii) and (iv) of Clause (lll) of
sub-rule (b) of rule 4, if at any stage of selection, the Commission is of the opinion that sufficient
number of candidates possessing the requisite period of experience are not available to fill up the
vacancies reserved for candidates belonging to Scheduled Castes (including converts to Buddhism),
Scheduled Tribes and De-notified Tribes or Nomadic Tribes, then the Commission may, in the matters
of such selection, relax the requirement in respect of the period of experience upto one year and
select suitable candidate belonging to such Castes or Tribes. ”.

5. For rule 7 of the Principal Rules, the following rule shall be substituted, namely :—

“7. The Appointment to the post of Under Secretary (Legal) mentioned in the rule 4, by promotion,
and nominationishall be made in ratio of 40:60 .
