(b) by transfer of a suitable Judicial officer from the cadre of Civil

Judge (Senior Division),having not less than five years experience in

that cadre.

4. Appointment to the post of" Under Secretary (Legal) ", shall be

made either,-
(a) by promotion of a suitable person on the basis of seniority

subject to fitness from amongst the persons holding the post of
" Superintendent (Legal) ", having not less than three years regular

service in that post; or
(b) by nomination from amongst the candidates who,-

(1) are not more than forty years of age:

Provided that, the age limit may be relaxed by fiveyears in case
of candidates who are already in service of Government; and

(III) are holding or have held the post o£,-

years; or

6. Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-clauses (i), (ii), (iii)

and (iu) of clause (Ill) of sub-rule (b) ofru.le 4, and sub-clauses (i) and
(ii) or clause (III) of sub-rule (b) of rule 5, if at any stage of selection,
the Commission is of the opinion that sufficient number of candidates
possessing the requisite experience are not available to fill up the
vacancies reserved for candidates belonging to Scheduled Castes
(including converts to Buddhism), Scheduled Tribes and De-notified
TribeslNomadic Tribes, then the Commission may, in the matters of
such selection, relax the requirement in respect of the period of
experience, and select suitable candidates belonging to such Castes or

Tribes.

7. The appointment to the posts of" Under Secretary (Legal)" and
" Superintendent (Legal) "by promotion and nomination, shall be made V
in the ratio of 40 : 60 and 67 :33 respectively.

8. A person appointed to the posts mentioned in rule 4 and 5 by
nomination shall be on probation for a period of two years. Probation
period may be extended maximum upto one year only. Person
appointed to the posts shall be required to undergo such training and
pass such Departmental Examination that may be prescribed for the
posts and complete the probation successfullywithin prescribed period.
If he/she does not complete prescribed training successfuUy or does not
pass the Departmental Examination or not found suitable for the post
within prescribed period, than he/she shall be liable to be terminated

from service without prior notice.

9. A person appointed to the posts mentioned in rule 3, 4 and 5
whether by promotion or by nomination shall be required to pass the
examination in Hindi and Marathi according to the rules made in that
behalf, unless he has already passed or has been exempted from passing

those examinations.
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\10. A person appointed to the posts mentioned in rule 3, 4 and 5
shall possess a certificate in computer operation prescribed by the
D~rectorate of Information Technology,Government of Maharashtra,
from time to time.
