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5. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rules 3 and 4 shall be required to pass
examinations in Marathi and Hindi languages and according to the rules made in that behalf,
unless he/she has already passed, or has been exempted from passing, those examinations.

6. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rules 3 and 4 should possess a Certificate
in Computer Operation as prescribed by the Directorate of Information and Technology,

CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No. EST.2013/CR.-526/D-2.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article 309
of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make the following
rules regulating recruitment to the posts of the Secretary and Senior Legal Advisor, Secretary
(Legislation) in the Law and Judiciary Department of the Government of Maharashtra, namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Secretary and Senior Legal Advisor, and Secretary
(Legislation) in the Law and Judiciary Department (Recruitment) Rules, 2015.

2. On these rules, unless the context requires otherwise,—

(a) “District Judge ” means a Judicial Officer who is holding the post of District Judge
or who has been brought from the cadre of the District Judge regularly by the High Court of
Judicature at Bombay ; ‘

(b) “ Government ” means the Government of Maharashtra ;

(¢) “Law and Judiciary Department ” means the Law and Judiciary Department of the
Government of Maharashtra ; .

(d) “Secretary and Senior Legal Advisor ” means the Secretary and Senior Legal Advisor
in the Law and Judiciary Department ;

(e) “Secretary (Legislation)” means the Secretary (Legislation) in the Law and Judiciary
Department. )

3. Appointment to the post of Secretary and Senior Legal Advisor shall be made either,—

(a) by transfer on deputation of a suitable person from amongst the persons holding the
post of Principal District Judge ;

Or

(b) by promotion of a suitable person on the basis of strict selection with due regard to

N seniority, from amongst the persons holding the post of Legal Advisor-cum-Joint Secretary

in the Law and Judiciary Department, having completed not less than three years regular
service in that post:

Provided that, the post shall be filled up by promotion, only if a suitable person holding
the post of Principal District Judge is not available for transfer on deputation on this post.

4. Appointment to the post of Secretary (Legislation) shall be made either,—

(a) by promotion of a suitable person on the basis of strict selection with due regard to
seniority, from amongst the persons holding the post of Draftsman-cum-Joint Secretary in
the Law and Judiciary Department, having completed not less than three years regular
service in that post ;

Or

(b) If eligible and suitable candidate for promotion from amongst the cadre of Draftsman-
cum-Joint Secretary is not available then, by transfer on deputation of a suitable person
from amongst the persons holding the post of Principal District Judge :

Provided that, transfer on deputation shall be made till the period, eligible and suitable
candidate for promotion becomes available.
