NOTIFICATION

CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No. EST 2011/CR. 647/D. I1.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the
proviso to article 309 of the Constitution of India and in supersession of
all existing rules, orders and instruments made in this behalf and in force,
the Governor of Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make the following
rules regulating the recruitment to the post of Deputy Draftsman-cum-
Deputy Secretary (Group A), Assistant Draftsman-cum-Under Secretary
(Group A) and Junior Draftsman (Group B) in the Law and Judiciary
Department of the Government of Maharashtra, namely :—

1. These Rules may be called “the Deputy Draftsman-cum-Deputy
Secretary (Group A), Assistant Draftsman-cum-Under Secretary (Group
A) and Junior Draftsman (Group B) in the Law and Judiciary Department
(Recruitment) rules, 2012.”

2. In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,

(a) “Assistant Draftsman-cum-Under Sesretary” means the
Assistant Draftsman-cum-Under Secretary of the Law and Judiciary
Department of the Government;

(b) “Department” means the Law and Judiciary Department of
the Government;

(c) “Deputy Draftsman-cum-Deputy Secretary” means the Deputy
Draftsman-cum-Deputy Secretary of the Law and Judiciary
Department of the Government;

(d) “Government” means the Government of Maharashtra;

(e) “Junior Draftsman” means the Junior Draftsman of the Law
and Judiciary Department of the Government.

3. Appointment to the post of “Deputy Draftsman-cum-Deputy
Secretary” shall be made by promotion of a suitable person on the basis
of strict selection with due regard to seniority from amongst the persons
holding the post of “Assistant Draftsman-cum-Under Sesretary”, having
not less than three years regular service in that post.
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4. Appointment to the post of “Assistant Draftsman-cum-Under
Secretary” shall be made either,-

(@) by promotion of a suitable person on the basis of Seniority

subject to fitness from amongst the persons holding the post of “Junior
Draftsman” having not less than three years regular service in that
post; or

(b) by nomination from amongst the candidates who,—
(I) are not more than forty years of age:

Provided that, the age limit may be relaxed by five years in case
of candidates who are already in service of Governnment; and

(II) are holding or have held the post of-

(z) ‘Junior Draftsman’ for a period of not less than three
years; or

(1) “Under Secretary to Government on the Legal Side of the
Law and Judiciary Department’ for a period of not less than
three years; or

(iii) ‘Superintendent on the Legal Side of the Law and
Judiciary Department’ for a period of not less than seven
years; or

(tv) ‘Civil Judge (Junior Division) and Judicial Magistrate of
the First Class in any Judicial Service’ for a period of not less
than five years; or

(v) have been Advocates or Solicitors in a High Court
or Courts sub-ordinate thereto for a period of not less than
seven years.

Explanation :~For the purpose of sub-clause (v), in computing
the period during which a person has been an Advocate or
Solicitor, there shall be included any period during which the
person has held the post of Junior Draftsman or Civil J udge
(Junior Division) and Judicial Magistrate of the First (lass in -
any Judicial Service, after he became Advocate or Solicitor

Provided that, the upper age limit may be relaxed ||
of persons possessing exceptional educational qualifi
experience or both.
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5. Appointment to the Post of Junior Draftsman shall be made by
nomination from amongst persons who,-

(a) arenot less than twenty-two years of age; and not more than
thirty-three years of age; and

(b) are holding or have held the post of Superintendent on the
Legal Side of the Law and Judiciary Department, for a period of not
less than three years; or

(c) are holding or have held the post of Assistant on the Legal Side

- of the Law and Judiciary Department, for a period of not less than
five years; or

(d) have been Advocates or Solicitors in a High Court or Courts
subordinate thereto, for a period of not less than five years; or

(e) possess at least Master’s degree in law of statutory university.

Explanation :—For the purpose of sub-clause (d), in computing
the period during which a person has been an Advocate or
Solicitor, there shall be included any period during which the
person has held the post of Junior Draftsman or Civil Judge
(Junior Division) and Judicial Magistrate of the First Class in
any Judicial Service, after he became Advocate or Solicitor:

Provided that, the upper age limit may be relaxed in favour

of persons possessing exceptional educational qualifications or
experience or both.

6. The appointment to the Post of Assistant Draftsman-cum-Under

Secretary, by promotion and by nomination, shall be made in the ratio
of 50:50 '

7. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rule 4 and 5 by

‘nomination shall be on probation for the period of two years. Probation

period may be extended maximum upto one year only. Person appoined
to the post shall be required to complete his probation successfully
within prescribed period. If he could not complete the probation
successfully or found unsuitable for the post within prescribed probation

period, he shall be liable to be terminated from the service without
prior notice.

8. A person appointed to the post mentioned in these rules, whether

by promotion or nomination , shall be required to pass examinations in
Hindi and Marathi according to the rules made in that behalf, unless he

has already passed or has been exempted from passing those
examinations.

9. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rules 3, 4 and 5
shall possess a certificate in computer operation prescribed by the
Directorate of Information Technology, Government of Maharashtra,
from time to time.

10. Notwithstanding anything contained in these rules, the opinion
of the Government, that the exigencies of services so requires the
Government may for reasons to be recorded in writing and after
ascertaining that no qualified person is available for being appointed by
promotion whereever necessary, make appointment to the post of
Assistant Draftsman-cum-Under Secretary by nomination in relaxation
of the ratio prescribed in rule 6 in consultation with the Maharashtra
Public Service Commission.
