No. RTR. 2010/C.R. 593/Desk-2.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article 309
of the constitutioniof India, the Governor of Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make the following rules to
amend the Deput;{ Secretary (Legal) {(Group A), Under Secretary (Legal) (Group A), and Superintendent
(Legal) {Group B),! in the Law and Judiciary Department (Recruitment) Rules, 2012 namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Deputy Secretary (Legal) (Group A), Under Secretary (Legal)

(Group A), and querﬁntendent (Legal} (Group B), in the Law and Judiciary Department (Recruitment)
(Amendment) Rulqs, 2020.

2. Inthe Rules 4 of the Deputy Secretary (Legal) (Group A), Under Secretary (Legal) (Group A),
and Superintendernit (Lega!) (Group B), in the Law and Judiciary Department (Recruitment) Rules, 2012
(hereinafter referred to as “the Principal Rules "), after sub-rule (b}, the following proviso shall be added
namely :—

* Provided that, if the candidates for appointment to the said post by way of promotion are not
available, the post shall be filled in by transfer on deputation of a suitable Judicial Officer from the
cadre of Civil Judge Junior Division and Judicial Magistrate First Class, having not less than three
years experience in that cadre.”

3. Forrule 5 of the Principal Rules, the following rule shall be substituted, namely :—

“5. Appojntment to the post of Superintendent (Legal), shall be made by promotion of a suitable
person on the basis of seniority subject to fitness from amongst the persons holding the post of
Assistant (Legal}, having not less than five years regular service in that post ".

4. Forrule 6 of the Principal Rules, the following rule shall be substituted, namely :—

* 6. Notwithstanding anything contained in Sub-Clauses (i), (i), (i) and (iv) of Clause (lll) of
sub-rule (b) of rule 4, if at any stage of selection, the Commission is of the opinion that sufficient
number of candidates possessing the requisite period of experience are not available to fill up the
vacancies reserved for candidates belonging to Scheduled Castes (including converts to Buddhism),
Scheduled Tribgs and De-notified Tribes or Nomadic Tribes, then the Commission may, in the matters
of such selectian, relax the requirement in respect of the period of experience upto one year and
select suitable gandidate belonging to such Castes or Tribes. ".

5. Forrule 7 of the Principal Rules, the following ruie shall be substituted, namely :—

“7. The Appointment to the post of Under Secretary (Legal) mentioned in the rule 4, by promotion,
and nomination shall be made in ratio of 40:60 .
