Society was also inaugurated on 20.02.2016.

The Chief Guest of the Conference was Hon'ble Shri Justice A.M. Khanwilker, Chief Justice, High
Court of M.P. Hon'ble Shri Justice Rajendra Menon, Executive Chairman, MPSLSA grace the function as
Special Guest of the Conference. Hon'ble Shri Justice Sanjay Yadav, Chairman, MMMC and Hon'ble Shri

His Lordship enumerated contribution of Hon'ble the Chief Justice for formulation of High Court
of M.P. Middle Income Group Legal Aid Scheme. His Lordship also conducted interactive session with the
Speaker, Best Referral Judges and Mediators.

Hon'ble Shri Justice Rajendra Menon, Executive Chairman, MPSLSA delivered introductory address
on the scheme of Middle Income Group Legal Aid Society which is propounded by High Court of M.P.
addressing on the Scheme, Justice Menon, reiterated that this society will be formulated and J initiative by
Hon'ble the Chief Justice A.M. Khanwilker. Justice Menon stated that the vision of our Chief Justice is to
ensure proper legal assistance to the litigants of a Group i.e. Middle Income Groups which is classified as
persons whose income is less then Rs. 9 Lacks per annum, will be beneficiaries of this legal aid scheme.
Hon'ble lordship further stated that it will be the endeavor of the society to ensure that the purpose for which
the society is formulated is fulfilled.

Hon'ble Shri Justice A.M. Khanwilker has addressed as Chief Guest of the Conference that Mediation
activities increased reasonably weii in 2015 as compared to previous year 2014. After Supreme Court M.P.
1s the first which formulated the module of Middle Income Group Scheme and Bench Mark has been fixed
for betterment of the Middle Income Group. Moderation of fees till final hearing is fixed in the scheme at
the same time the advocates also who have particular nature of cases but who don't have versatile cases are
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also get benefit of the scheme. Hon'ble Chief Guest
stated that it is also a win-win situation and it comes
under affordable justice.

Hon'ble the Chief Justice has stated that at
present and in future programms in Mediation are
worth praising. Hon'ble the Chief Justice has
praised the Mediation activities which are working
as per the Action Plan on Mediation. He also praised
the increased no. of references which are achieved
within two years are fabulous. Lordship stated that
Mediation module of M.P. is appreciated
nationwide within very short period of time
percentage of settlement is more than 34. At present
nearly 98% Judicial officers have received 40 Hrs
Mediation/Referral Judge training. Hon'ble
Lordship opined that the motto of the conference is

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Simhastha-2016, Ujjain (M.P.)

Simhastha is the great bathing festival of Ujjain. It is celebrated in a cycle of twelve years when
Jupiter enters the Leo sign of the zodiac, known as Simha Rashi. Ceremonial bathing in the hold waters of
Kshipra begin with the full moon day of Chaitra and continue in different intervals throughout the successive
month of vaishakha culminating on the full moon day. Tradition calls for ten different factors to be located
for the grand festival at Ujjain. According to the Puranas, the legendary churning of the ocean by the Gods
(Dewas) and Demons (Danavas) yielded, amongst other things, a Jar (Kumbha) full of nectar (Amrita).
Gods did not like to share it with Demons. At the instance of Indra, the master of Gods, his son Jayanta tried
to run away with the Jar and was naturally followed by some of the Demons.

It was well known to all that there was an event of Simhastha, 2016 had to be organized in District
Ujjain (M.P.) from 22nd of April to 21st of May, 2016 and it was expected that more than 2-3 Crore of
devotees might be visited the event/festival of Simhastha, 2016. An amount of Rs. 8,10,000/- for promotion
and Publicity of Legal Aid Services during the month of Simhastha, 2016 were sanctioned by Madhya
Pradesh legal Services Authority, Jabalpur. Out of above Rs. 8,10,000/-, the total expenses of legal literacy
camp was approximately Rs. 6,00,000/- (Rs. Six Lakhs). The legal literacy and awareness camp organized
by the Legal Services Authority, Ujjain was established in Simhastha Area and it was very well ready to
serve the public on the beginning day of Simhastha i.e. 22nd of April, 2016. Not only the Camp of District
Legal Services Authority, Ujjain but Juvenile Justice Board Camp and CWC Camp were also Established
adjacent to the Camp of Legal Services Authority, Ujjain, although the cost and expenses to establish the
Camp of Juvenile Justice Board and CWC were borne by the MP State Govt.

In the guidance , Supervision and under directions time to time from Hon'ble portfolio Judge Justice
Sh. Prakash Shrivastava and Hon'bel Justice Sh. J.P. Gupta, to make fruitful the Aim and object of District
Legal Services Authority and to promote the schemes of Legal Aid as well as to facilitate the people, the
District Judge/President of District Legal Services/Authority, Ujjain, Sh. S.K. Singh had Set-up a team
comprising Judicial officer, District legal aid officer, Advocates and Para Legal Volunteer NGO' who
worked Hard for the publicity and promotion of legal aid Services during whole the month of Simhastha,
2016. Almost 85000 pamphlets were distributed to the people during the one month of Simhastha, 2016.
