Assert their intention to increase and accelerate their cooperatioq .in '
renewable energy, particularly with regards to investments and joint
research and development efforts.

1. Purpose

This General Framework Agreement, herein after referred to as "GFA", is
intended to establish the basis for a framework through which exiensive
projects, investments, other forms of commercial endeavors, cooperation in
research and development in renewable and clean energy, and knowledge-
sharing platforms could be enacted on the basis of mutual benefit, equality
and reciprocity between the Parties.
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2. Forms ofACooper.ation

. Cooperation under this GFA may take the following forms

a) Explore potential renewable energy projects for investments;

b) Continue cooperating in the International Solar Alliance;

c) Explore avenues of cooperation in research and development in
renewables;

d) Develop knowledge-sharing mechanisms through which to build upon
the human capital of the Parties;

e) Explore establishing a Jomt fund between the Parties to facilitate

. Investments;
) Other forms of cooperation as mutually agreed by the Parties;

3. Financing

The. Parties  agree that all costs rising out of cooperation activities under this
GFA shall be borne by the Party who incurs them, unless otherwise stipulated
in writing.

4, Specific Agreements

Cooperative activities under this GFA . shaH be estabhsﬁed in specific
agreements in writing by mutual consent of the Parties and shall be
. implemented in accordance with the‘laws of the Parties.

5.  Other Agreements

All documents arising from this GFA shail be drawn up in thle English
language. Each Party shall have it officially translated into their. language of
origin for its execution.

6. Settlement of Differences

| Any difference concerning the mterpretatxon or application of thss GFA shall be
se‘ftied amicably by negotiations between the Parties.
