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AGREEMENT BETWEEN
THE MINISTRY OF NEW AND RENEWABLE ENERGY
OF THE REPUBLIC OF INDIA AND

THE MINISTRY OF ENERGY AND MINING OF THE REPUBLIC OF
PERU

ON COOPERATION
IN NEW AND RENEWABLE ENERGY

The Ministry of New and Renewable Energy of the Republic of India and
the Ministry of Energy and Mining of the Republic of Peru (hereinafter
referred to as “the Parties”),

Pursuant to the provisions of the Basic Agreement on Scientific and
Technical Cooperation between the Government of the Republic of Peru
and the Government of the Republic of India, signed on August 26, 1975
and the Technical Cooperation Agreement between the Government of
the Republic of Peru and the Government of the Republic of India, signed
on May 26, 1997.

Having identified New and Renewable Energy as a common area of
interest; and

Desiring to identify and establish cooperation activities between the
Ministry of Energy and Mining of the Republic of Peru and the Ministry of
New and Renewable Energy of the Repubilic of India;

Have agreed as follows

Article |
Objective

The objective of this Agreement is to establish the basis for a cooperative
institutional relationship to encourage and promote bilateral technical




cooperation in new and renewable energy on the basis of mutual benefit,
equality and reciprocity between the Parties.

Article Ii
Scope

Cooperation activities under this Agreement shall be in full compliance
with the applicable laws and regulations of the Parties. In addition, this
Agreement is developed in strict accordance with the rules and regulations
of each party. Given the nature of this Agreement, this will not generate
legally binding international obligations or liability for the States belonging
to the Parties.

Article Il
Forms of Cooperation

Cooperation under this Agreement may take the following forms:

exchange and training of scientific and technical personnel;
exchange of available scientific and technical information and data,
organization of workshops, seminars and working groups;
know-how and technology transfer in non-commercial terms,
exchange of information on regulatory aspects of Renewable
Energy; and

other forms of cooperation as mutually agreed by the Parties.

Article IV
Coordination and Follow-Up

In order to coordinate the above-mentioned activities and decide upon
project proposals related to design and development of various new
and renewable energy technologies such as, among others, solar
" energy, wind energy, bio energy and small hydroelectric plants, the
Parties shall establish a ‘Joint Committee’ with objectives of:

identifying areas of mutual interest and cooperation for
development of technologies, systems, sub-systems, devices,
components, among others.

monitoring and evaluating cooperation activities; and

any other activity as may be agreed upon by the Parties in writing.




The Parties shall designate one representative each to the ‘Joint
Committee’ in each country with their headquarters as follows.

« Inthe States of the Parties, the seat of the Committee shall be
located at the Ministry of Energy and Mining of Peru and the
Embassy of India in Peru
In the States of the Parties, the seat of the Committee shall be
located at the Ministry of New and Renewable Energy of India and
the Embassy of Peru in India.

For the aforesaid activities, the Joint committee shall, to the extent
possible, conduct its work through electronic communication and
teleconferences, but meet alternately in Peru and in India, when this is
deemed necessary.

The Joint Committee may invite other members of scientific institutions,
research centers, universities or other entities to join the Committee when
they consider relevant.

The Joint committee may develop Work Plans in order to implement this
Agreement and shall within a period of six (6) months from signing of this
Agreement submit the first Work Plan setting out the cooperation activities
to be carried out, which should include information related to the project,
such as purpose, scope, expected results, resources required, intellectual
properties and other aspects. The acceptance of the Work Plans shall be
appended to this Agreement in writing and shall be signed by the
representatives of the Joint Committee.

Article V
Confidentiality of Information

The Parties undertake to protect the information exchanged under this
Agreement, in accordance with their national legislation, and at a similar
level to that provided by the other Party.




The Parties shall not use the information exchanged for purposes other
than those authorized by the party that provided it. In case of jointly
produced information, it will not be used for purposes other than those
agreed.

The transmission to third parties of information provided by either Party
shall require the prior written consent of the Party that provided it. In the
case of jointly produced information, transmission to third parties require
the approval of both Parties.

Article VI
Protection of Intellectual Property Rights

The Parties shall take all the appropriate measures in accordance with
their legal systems and with the international agreements which their
States are parties, to respect the restrictions and reservations and to
protect intellectual property rights, including commercial and industrial
secrets transferred between authorized persons within the jurisdiction of
the State of the Party.

Article Vi
Financing

The Parties agree that all costs rising out of cooperation activities under
this Agreement shail be borne by the Party who incurs them, in
accordance with what their respective budgets permit, unless otherwise
stipulated in writing.

The Parties undertake to carry out their efforts before the various sources
of international cooperation for the provision of financial resources,
technical assistances or other types of donations, which can contribute to
the development of the activities and implementation of this Agreement.

Each Party shall conduct the activities provided for in this Agreement,
subject to its applicable laws and regulations. Likewise, the Parties shall
submit a detailed written listing of the financial requirements of each
activity before commencing such activity.




Article VIII
Specific Agreements

Cooperative activities under this Agreement shall be established in
Specific Agreements in writing by mutual consent of the Parties and shall
be implemented in accordance with the laws of the States of the Parties.

Article IX
Delegation

The Parties will be in charge of the formulation and implementation of the
Specific Agreements.

Article X
Exchange of Personnel

Pursuant to Articles VI and VIl of the Basic Agreement and Article V of the
Technical Cooperation Agreements, each Party shall make the necessary
agreements with competent authorities for entry, stay and departure
permits that may be required for personnel officially involved in the
cooperation activities pursuant to this Agreement. Furthermore,
participants shall be subject to the migratory, tax, customs, sanitary and
safety regulations in force in the receiving country and shall not participate
in any activity other than its functions. Participants shall leave the™
receiving State in accordance with its laws and regulations.

Article XI
Other Agreements

Cooperation under this Agreement shall carry out without prejudice of the
rights and obligations of the Parties as defined in others international
agreements to which their States are parties. All documents arising from
this Agreement shall be drafted in English. Each Party shall provide official
translation of the documents to its language of origin for its execution.

Article XlI
Settlement of Differences

Any difference out of the interpretation and implementation or application
of any of the provisions of this Agreement shall be settled amicably,
through negotiations or consultation between the Parties.

Article Xlli

Entry into force, Modifications and Termination

This Agreement shall come into effect from the date of its signing and
shall remain in force unless either of the Parties terminates this
Agreement by giving the other Party a written notice of ninety (90) days in
advance of its intention to terminate this Agreement.

Termination of the present Agreement will not affect the implementation of
the projects, which are already in progress under the present Agreement
and will be continued in accordance with the terms and conditions of the
present Agreement.

This Agreement may be modified by mutual written agreement of the
Parties, specifying the date on which such modifications will take effect.

Signed at Lima, Peru on the 11th day, of May, 2018, in two originals each
in the Hindi, Spanish and English languages, all texts beifg equally valid.
