letter whose authenticity can be verified through the Quick Response code printed on the Aadhaar letter
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and the nccessary arrangement of Quick Response code reader shall be provided at convenient locations
by the Department through its Implementing Agency.

4. Every child shall be entitled (o the benefit under the Scheme, and in case a child fails to establish its identity, by
undergoing authentication, or furnishing proof of possession of Aadhaar number, or in the case of a child to whom no
Aadhaar number has been assigned, on producing an application for cnrolment, the benefit shall be given to such
child by verifying its identity on the basis of other documents as mentioned in clause (b) of the proviso to sub-
paragraph (c) of paragraph 1, and where benefit is given on the basis of such other documents, a separate register shall
be maintained to record the same, which shall be reviewed and audited periodically by the Department through its
Implementing Agency.

5. This notification shall come into effect from the date of its publication in the Official Gazette in all the States and
Union territorics.
