1.0 Introduction of Project

The Daman region is experiencing rapid growth, driven by robust infrastructure
development and increased tourism activities. This expansion has led to a surge in
population, exerting additional strain on the sanitary services in Daman. A significant
portion of Nani Daman lacks an underground sewer network, with residences
relying on septic tanks, soak pits, or direct sewage discharge into nearby creeks.
Recognizing the detrimental environmental effects of the current inadequate sewage
collection and disposal system on water bodies, the Daman administration has
proposed a comprehensive sewerage system for the entire Nani Daman area.

The proposed initiative encompasses the establishment of a sewerage collection
system, Sewage Pumping Stations, Rising Main, Sewage Treatment Plant (STP), and
disposal line facilities within the defined project area. In order to facilitate the
implementation of the STP, the Daman administration has made the decision to
acquire as per requirement of land. This strategic move aims to address the existing
challenges, enhance sanitation infrastructure, and mitigate the adverse impact of
untreated sewage on the environment, aligning with the region's sustainable
development goals.

However, the smaller part of Daman lacks a groundwater gutter network system.
