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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Director, Higher & Technical Education DNH and DD is carrying out the project for
Development of Government Campus, Nani Daman. The U.T. Administration of Daman and Diu
had decided to acquire 22,209 Sq. mtr of land in Dunetha Panchayat of Daman. The identified
location is situated near to the Government College Daman, along the coastal highway from Wad
Chowki to Bhenslore Circle in Nani Daman. The proposed land to be acquired is agricultural and
commercial in nature with land use pattern Agriculture and NA. It consists of open land,
agricultural land, sheds, fruit bearing trees such as Dates, coconut, mango trees and non-fruit
bearing trees.

In exercise of the powers confirmed by subsection (1) of section 4 of the Right to Fair
Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013
(Central Act 30 of 2013) read with sub- rule (1) of Rule 3 of right to Fair Compensation and
Transparency in Land acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement (Social Impact Assessment and
Consent) Rules, 2014 (hereafter referred to the said rules) the Government, issued the notification
in accordance with Part B of Form | appended to the said Rules, for carrying out Social Impact
Assessment.

The total land required is 22,209 Sq. mtr as per notification No. 3/124 /LND-ACQ/2024-25/835
dated 13/02/2024 under section 4 Rule 3 and is owned by seven PAPs. The ownership of land is
through heredity. Project Affected Family (PAF) uses the land for agriculture and commercial.

The objective of the study was to identify the social and economic impacts of the land acquisition
for the proposed project on project affected families besides designing a social impact management
plan SIMP as mitigation measures. An inclusive approach was followed by the SIA team
conducting discussions and public consultation meetings to gather the information on the issues
and concerns of the project affected families (PAF). Data was collected through multiple site visits
and field surveys. Afterwards, SIMP was developed to mitigate the social, economic and
environmental impacts.

The potential negative impacts of the projects can be minimized by adopting mitigation measures.
To mitigate economic impacts, the PAFs should be compensated as mandated under Section 26-
31 of the RFCTLARR 2013 act. During the development of Government Campus, necessary
precautions should be taken to reduce air pollution. This would mitigate the negative impact of the
proposed project which are likely to be affected due to the acquisition of the land. Concerning
environmental impacts, the proposed project should be designed in a way that it includes planting
of fruit bearing and non fruit being trees and plants in the Government college Campus. More tree
plantation shall be undertaken on the project site to compensate for the loss of trees.

As per the detailed assessment, the proposed project will have more positive than negative impacts
on local population, and future generations provided the land owners are compensated as per the
market price of the land. The social costs incurred by PAFs in terms of loss of land/property can
be compensated mostly by taking proactive measures. There is also loss of livelihood as a result
of the proposed land acquisition. The discussions and interactions with stakeholders including the
project affected families, public representatives, officials of government departments, and local
people indicate that the project will prove to be a milestone for the development of educational
institutions in Daman. PAFs are not willing to give their land for the proposed acquisition as per
the circle rate. Therefore, appropriate compensation should be provided to the landowners as per
the provisions of the RFCTLARR Act 2013. The government is suggested to balance
environmental and social considerations, and benefits through the implementation of the proposed
mitigation measures. It is recommended that preventive measures be given first consideration to
reduce the cost of mitigation measures and at the same time minimize the negative impact of the
project.



CHAPTER-1
DETAILED PROJECT DESCRIPTION

1.1 ABOUT THE PROJECT

The required body, the Department of Higher & Technical Education, U.T Administration of DNH
& DD intends to acquire a total of 22,209 Sq. Mtr of land in the Dunetha Village of Daman for the
purpose of development of Government College Campus. It is located near to wad chowki in
Daman. Total area under request is 2.2209 hectares/ 22209 Sq. Mtr. It is agricultural land with no
irrigation. Only rice is cultivated on the proposed land to be acquisition.

Out of total plots, 19% are being acquired partially where as 81% of them being considered for
complete acquisition. The Survey No of the land area which are proposed for partial acquisition
are 628/1 (part). 642/3(Part), 641/3(part), 640/2 (part), 639/1 (part), 639/3 (part), 631/1 (Part),
599/2 (part), 564(2) (Part) and 564(3) (Part). The land bearing Survey No , 628/2, 628/3, 642/4,

1.2 PROJECT BACKGROUND

The proposed project is developed in order to develop the area as a hub of higher educational
institutions. The proposed land acquisition is for the development of the educational infrastructure
at the Daman Government college. Under section 4 of the Right to Fair Compensation and
Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act 2013 Social Impact
Assessment study has been conducted as a mandate before the acquisition of proposed land. The
land under acquisition is agricultural. Total area under acquisition is not in excess of the limit
prescribed and fixed by the Government for acquisition. It is non irrigated land.

1.3 NECESSITY AND PURPOSE OF THE PROJECT

The proposed land acquisition is found to be necessary for the development of Government
College, Daman campus with adequate facilities for students. The potential benefits of the project
far outweigh the social costs and adverse social impact. The land after taking possession would be
utilized for the same acquisition purpose.

1.4 PROJECT LOCATION

The location of the project is near to the BSNL Telephone Exchange building and borders the
existing boundary of the Government College, Wad Chowki, Daman. The proposed area comes
under the rural area and belongs to the Dunetha village panchayat, Nani Daman. On the east of the
land is a Coastal Highway whereas Internal Road is on the west side. On the North side there are
other private plots with survey no. 627/1, 642/3,641/3, 638/2 and 638/1 and survey No. 564, 598
and 599 borders on the on South side
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1.5 PROJECT COST

As per the documents received from the land acquisition department, the estimated cost of the
project is of Rs 465264431.00

1.6 PROJECT ALTERNATIVE

The proposed project serves a public purpose. The SIA team is of the view that the proposed land
acquisition is suitable considering the objectives of the project. As per the documents received
from the district administration, the land under acquisition has been selected after considering all
alternatives.
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CHAPTER 2
TEAM COMPOSITION, APPROACH AND METHODOLOGY

SR Asia is an I1SO 9001:2015 certified International Organization, registered under Section 8 of
the Companies Act-2013 headquartered in India and has a presence in over 12 countries in the
Asian region. SR Asia works in the sustainability domain and works with the government, public
and private sector, and multilateral agencies. The organization has professionals who are qualified
and have expertise in diverse disciplines functioning at all levels. The team consists of
Management professionals, Economists, Social Scientists/anthropologists, etc. The organization
has experience in conducting Social Impact Assessments in various states of the country. SR Asia
is empaneled with various state governments such as Himachal Pradesh, Daman and Diu, Dadra
and Nagar Haveli, Jharkhand, etc. for conducting SIA studies as per RFCTLARR-2013.

Section 4 of the RFCTLARR Act 2013 requires that all SIA studies undertake surveys /public
consultations as part of the study. SIA aims to ensure that all stakeholders interested in a proposed
project including project beneficiaries and the general public in the vicinity of the proposed project
be identified and their opinion considered during the project planning, design, construction,
operation, and decommissioning phase. In compliance with the requirements of the regulations,
the SIA team conducted the assessment during February-March 2024 and interacted with PAFs,
local self-government leaders, and other stakeholders of the current project. This chapter illustrates
the approach and methodology adopted for undertaking the SIA and gives an overview of the SIA
unit and the activity schedule of the study.

2.1 OBJECTIVES AND SCOPE OF STUDY

The SIA study was conducted with the following objectives:

e To assess whether the proposed land acquisition for the project would serve public
purpose;

e To estimate the number of affected families, magnitude of land assets based on the actual
holdings of the families and the number of families among them likely to be displaced
physically or economically due to land acquisition;

e To identify the extent of lands, houses settlements and other common properties likely to
be affected,

e To examine whether the extent of land proposed for acquisition is the bare minimum
necessary;

To find out whether an alternative site has been considered for the purpose;
To study the social impacts of the project by covering both direct as well as the indirectly
affected households due to loss of property, common property resources (CPRS), socio-

economic infrastructure etc. and the impact of these costs on the overall costs of the project
vis-a-Vvis the benefits of the project;

e To suggest remedial intervention measures by designing appropriate policies and
programmes through a social impact management plan or mitigation plan (SIMP).

2.2 TEAM COMPOSITION

SR Asia constituted a team of social scientis, experts in social impact assessment, professional
ocal field investigators led by Birendra Raturi. The team members are postgraduates in social
work/sciences and well-versed in investigating social phenomena, undertaking interviews and
questionnaire surveys, conducting group discussions, and PRA techniques to elicit information on
the subject of inquiry. All the team members have prior experience in conducting SIA.

2.3 APPROACH AND METHODOLOGY

In view of the RFCTLARR Act 2013 all initiatives have been taken to fairly identify the rights of
PAFs, PAPs and indirectly affected families and people to discuss the project in detail. The
advantage the project will bring for directly and indirectly families and the opportunities the
RFCTLARR Act 2013 brings to compensate PAPs fairly for their rights to compensate in fair and
transparent manner of land acquisition.

The team has looked for the notification released by the office of the collector, Daman to see that
the impacted population is well informed prior to the social impact assessment study. The project
team has further utilized the opportunity for bringing the people's views, opinions, feedback,
various means and mechanisms such as meeting public representatives, PAPS, one to one
discussion, verification of PAPs complete details.

Further for minimizing the communication gaps a team of locally and trained by SR Asia experts
were used to collect data, brief communities and bring maximum participation by organizing
public meetings, personal interviews, focused group discussions, etc. The views, feedbacks and
concerns of the PAPs have been highlighted to reflect the fundamentals of the act for maximum
transparency and minimal modulation of the impact.

The approach to study the social impact of acquisition of land for development of government
campus, Daman was planned in a manner to cover the requirements. It involved a combination of
qualitative and quantitative research methods such as desk research, public consultations with
project affected population and public representatives, focus group discussions and Survey
questionnaire.

2.3.1 Methods and tools used

A mix of qualitative and quantitative methods was used for the SIA study. These methods helped
in understanding the profile of the town, the socio-economic profile of PAFs, the potential impact
of this project, and mitigation measures that can be adopted to minimize the negative impacts of
the project. The following methods and tools were adopted for the SIA study:

2.3.2 Desk Review

The RFCTLARR Act 2013, available reports, project-related documents and records from the
Department of Revenue and Land Reforms, and literature including maps, details of landowners,
etc. were reviewed during the study. This was done to understand the socio-cultural and economic
status of PAFs, the magnitude of the impact of the project, and measures that can be taken to
mitigate the negative impacts of the project. Desk review also helped in developing tools for
primary data collection.

2.3.3 Site Visit

The project team physically visited the land that was to be acquired to make an independent
assessment of the resources on the project land and the land use pattern. Site visits also helped in
assessing the potential impact on the land.

2.3.4 Questionnaire Survey and FGDs

To understand the socio-economic profile of affected families and all categories of impacts of the
project, a questionnaire was prepared. The online questionnaire (prepared from the Zoho survey)
consists of both open and close-ended questions eliciting information required as per the provision
of the act. A sample of the questionnaire is attached as Annexure 1 in the report. Also, Focused
Group Discussions were conducted with the PAFs during site visits. These were further analyzed
to give a holistic approach to the SIMP (Social Impact Management Plan).

2.3.5 Stakeholders' Consultation

To gain an in-depth understanding of the situation, stakeholders' consultation was conducted with
the project affected families and officials of Collectorate, etc. Maps of the project site and other
related documents were made available by the office of the Collectorate. These documents were
used to understand the necessity of acquiring that land, and the benefits that this project will bring
to the development of Daman, and its impact on the stakeholders. Details of discussions held are
mentioned in the following chapter of the report.

A discussion was held with the PAFs on the background of the land and the potential impact of
the project. The discussion helped in understanding the opinion of the PAFs regarding their land
to be acquired for development of Government campus, Daman. During the consultation, PAFs
shared their concerns and conditions regarding land acquisition.

The data obtained from questionnaire surveys and consultations were analyzed to provide a
summary of relevant baseline information on affected populations; all categories of project impact
which include the direct and indirect impact of physical and/or economic nature on the people and
the general environment. The responses received through the consultation and socio-economic
survey are represented in the subsequent chapters of this report.

2.4 Public Hearing

Section 5 of the RFCTLARR Act 2013 envisages that whenever an SIA study is required to be
conducted, the government shall ensure that the public hearing should be held at the affected area
to ascertain the views of affected families which are recorded and included in this Final SIA
Report. RFCTLARR Act 2013 has prescribed detailed procedures for the conduct of the public
hearing. Following the above, the District administration issued notice regarding the public hearing
on 02" April 2024 with reference no 3/124/LND-ACQ/2024-25/705. As per the notification SR
Asia team facilitated the public hearing on 24" April 2024 at 11 am at in the conference Hall of
District Panchayat, Daman

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CHAPTER- 3
LAND ASSESSMENT

3.1 LAND REQUIRED FOR PROJECT

A total of 22,209 Sqg. Mtr . of land is to be acquired for construction of development of Government
Campus at Nani Daman . The proposed project is a part of overall development of the Higher
education sector in Daman and creating opportunities for growth of livelihood and employment
opportunities for local people.

3.2 TYPE OF LAND AND SOIL

The land to be acquired is a agriculture, residential cum open land consisting of around 239 trees
and more than 300 plants. The soil of this area is brown.

3.3 LAND USE PATTERN

During field visit it was found that the land to be acquired is being used for agricultural purposes.
In the affected area, there is no Common Property Resource (CPR). The PAF have owned the land
through heredity and have been living for a very long time. There have been significant changes
in the land use pattern, however no change in the ownership was found during the site visit by the
SIA team and interaction with PAPs.

3.4 LAND ASSESSMENT DETAILS

The project team visited the site location and verified the details provided by the Land Acquisition
office. Details are mentioned in the table below:

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CHAPTER-4

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CHAPTER 5
SOCIO-ECONOMIC AND CULTURAL PROFILE

This chapter describes the socio-economic profile of the project area and the project-affected
persons. This chapter specifically analyzes the impacts on land and other immovable assets based
on a detailed survey done. Based on the impact on land, a sample survey was carried out at Daman
and the results of the survey established the socio-economic status of PAF. However some of the
PAFs have not agreed to share the social and economic information as was necessary to analyze
the family social and economic status.

5.1 DEMOGRAPHIC PROFILE

Demographically, the U.T. of Daman and Diu comes in a higher middle-income group, which is
also reflected in the socio-economic profile of the PAFs. As per 2011 census, total population of
Daman district of Union Territory of Daman and Diu and Dadra and Nagar Haveli is given as
follows;

5.2 SOCIO-ECONOMIC PROFILE OF PAFs

Detailed socio-economic profiles of the PAFs including family details, demographic information

Findings show that around 24.14 % of the respondents lie between the age group of 41-50 years.
Out of total, 10% of respondents lie in the age group of 51-60 years whereas around 41% of
respondents lie in the age group of 61-70 years.

e) Religious group

During the socio-economic survey it is found that around 92% of PAPs belong to Hindu religion,
around 54% of PAPs practice Christianity and another 4% belong to Muslim community.

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f) Family type and size

Majority of people live in a joint family. Around 30% families are nuclear in nature (having family
members ranging from 2-4) and the rest of the 23% families are of medium sized nuclear families

(having 5-7 family members).

However around 34% of the respondents reported their status of education below high school. Out
of total respondents 10% of the PAPs are illiterate.

This shows that most
of the PAF falls into middle and high income groups. There are 24% of PAFs with monthly family
income less than Rs 5000.

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5.3 STAKEHOLDER CONSULTATION

The project team identified and consulted stakeholders of the project during the field visit. The
consultation was carried out to understand the project in a better way and to gather different
perspectives. Project affected people are of mixed view on the proposed project. Some of them are
of the opinion that the proposed project of development of government campus will be beneficial
for learning and employment opportunities for people of Daman. However the proposed land
acquisition will have a negative effect on people living on the proposed site. Hence they are of the
opinion that the open land available in the nearby area may be considered for the acquisition.
Livelihood of the people is dependent on this land as one of the PAFs has been running a Bar and
Restaurant business and another PAFs has a drinking water purification plant on the proposed site.
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CHAPTER 6
PUBLIC CONSULTATION

The Public consultation meeting was held at the project site during field visit. As a part of public
consultation views and opinions of the PAPs, PAFs and other stakeholders were recorded. Issues
discussed and deliberated with the stakeholders were also noted during the consultation process.

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CHAPTER 7
SOCIAL IMPACT AND SOCIAL IMPACT MANAGEMENT PLAN

This Social Impact Management Plan (SIMP) has been prepared to mitigate negative social
impacts of this project according to RFCTLARR. The SIMP consists of a set of mitigation,
monitoring and institutional measures to be taken during the design, development and operational
phases of the project to eliminate adverse social impacts or to reduce them to acceptable levels.
The main aim of the SIMP is to ensure that the various adverse impacts are mitigated and the
positive impacts are enhanced. The SIMP shall be implemented during the various stages of the
project viz. Pre-development stage, development stage and operational stage.

In compliance with section 4 of the Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land
Acquisition, resettlement and rehabilitation Act of 2013, the present social impact assessment
was carried out with the prime objective to identify the potential socio-economic positive and
negative impacts of land acquisition and to develop attainable mitigation measures to enhance
positive impacts and reduce or avoid negative impacts and thereby ensure a participative,
informed and transparent process of land acquisition for the development of government campus,
Daman.

7.1 APPROACH TO MITIGATION

A mixed method study (quantitative and qualitative) was done to provide a comprehensive
mitigation plan, including the identification of various social impacts and the mitigation
measures. Adoption of a combination of both qualitative and quantitative methodology was
intended to obtain a more comprehensive data and more holistic result without excluding any
important area of assessment. The mitigation measures proposed were arrived at through a series
of interactions and discussions with different categories of stakeholders, viz The project affected
the population, government officials of the Department of Revenue and Land Reforms. The
collected information on social impact was studied and discussed internally and externally with
experts in order to frame the mitigation plan. The process of such interactions culminated at
framing various measures to mitigate and avoid or reduce the impact.

7.2 SOCIAL IMPACT

The area of the SIA study was limited to an extent of 22,209 Sq. Mtr. Information elicited through
a multipronged strategy highlighted that most landholders were not happy with the development
of government college Campus at Nani Daman. At the same time, they expressed certain concerns
that could affect/impact their social and economic life in the society due to the acquisition of their
land. The following provides the major anticipated impacts (both positive and negative) of the
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proposed project which was discussed by the PAFs with the project team:

Positive Impacts

Responses highlighted that the development of Government campus will create learning
opportunities for local students and the surrounding area will have a positive impact on the people
and the area considering potential growth and development in the level of education and skills of
the students in Daman. A few of the major impacts are cited below:

a) Increase in land price
With the development of Campus, the value of the landholdings around the campus is likely to
increase.

b) Development of infrastructure

The development of government campus will lead to the overall development of the area in terms
of higher education institution and training centre for youths and will also create employment
opportunities and scope for short term and long term.

c) Employment opportunities

This is expected that during development and afterward there will be employment opportunities
for skilled and unskilled people.

Negative Impacts

The construction activity will create many environmental hazards and even post construction
proper facilities need to be built in to minimize any health and hygiene impacts.

a) Impact on Land

The land to be acquired is agricultural land hence there will be major negative impact on land. It
may also lead to pollution in the area during the project development phase.

b) Impact on livelihood (Loss of source of income)

Acquisition of this land will have an impact on the income and livelihood of the project affected
families as it is an agricultural area. Farming is practiced based on the annual rainfall.

c) Impact on Physical resources (Loss of assets)

The acquisition will impact individual assets such as mango and date trees, etc.
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d) Impact on environment

The loss of trees in this area can also impact ecological diversity.

7.3 SOCIAL IMPACT MITIGATION PLAN

Based on the desk review, field investigations, and consultations undertaken during the social
impact assessment study for land acquisition for the development of government Campus,
following Social Impact Mitigation Plan (SIMP) has been developed to mitigate negative social
impacts. Social impacts, loss of assets, and loss of trees were found to be the major negative
impacts of the project. However, all can be implicitly managed with possible benevolent
intentions. In this regards, the following mitigation measures can be adopted:

Economic measure
a) Loss of property and the assets due to acquisition of land should be compensated as
mandated by the Act under sections 26-31 and which are listed in the First Schedule of the
Act for the one household.

Rehabilitation Measures

a) There are residential houses and construction establishments at the project site. Therefore
Rehabilitation and Resettlement (R&R) is recommended.

Other measures

a) A public redressal mechanism should be designed at the project site to address the concerns
of the directly affected population (if any) during the project development stage.

b) The landowners shall be suitably compensated

c) Construction materials & waste should be properly covered/ disposed of during
transportation to avoid spillage & dispersion in and anywhere else.
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d) Due instructions and signage shall be provided for the site workers/truck/vehicle drivers
and other staff to limit noise in general such as the use of horns, noise-making equipment,
and processes.

e) All precautions shall be taken during the construction phase not to hamper and disturb
locals.

7.4 MEASURES TO AVOID, MITIGATE AND COMPENSATE

The proponent should ensure that preventive measures are taken to address the issues. A redressal
system may be set up with representatives from the revenue department, Panchayat, and the
proponent for the speedy settlement of the unanticipated issues that may cope up during various
stages of the project. Comparing/weighing the positive against the negative impacts, it can be
easily concluded that the former outweighs the latter reaffirming the identified site as the most
suitable and apt one for the development of the government campus. It is observed that most of
the landholders will lose their complete land, their quality of life is likely to get affected. It is also
observed by the SIA team that many of the negative impacts highlighted above can be minimized
or reduced further with appropriate and effective mitigation measures/strategies mentioned above.
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CHAPTER 8
COST AND BENEFIT ANALYSIS

After careful analysis of the positive and negative impacts of the proposed project of development
of the government campus, the SIA team compared the cost with its benefits. In the following
section, a detailed analysis of benefits and respective costs is presented. The specific cost of the
project was made available but as the provisions are estimated and are not exact, hence the exact
cost-benefit analysis is not being carried out.

8.1 ASSESSMENT OF PUBLIC PURPOSE

The proposed project is in the interest of the general public as it will have a positive impact on the
education sector and growth of the local economy and serves a public purpose to increase the level
of education and employability of youths especially girls and will generate livelihood opportunities
for the people of Daman The project will prove fruitful for the entire community spread over a
large area in Daman. It can further be established that the public purpose will be certainly served
by acquiring the private land and thereby, completing the proposed activities of the project. Hence,
the social costs and benefits of the proposed land acquisition have been assessed assuming that
there will be no change in the location of the project or the quantum of land that will be acquired.

8.2 IMPACTS ON STRUCTURES AND ITS MAGNITUDE

There are no structures/houses on the proposed land to be acquired. Only a telecommunication
tower is there on one of the plot. Hence there is no such impact on the any type of structure.

8.3 DETERMINANTS OF COMPENSATION

As per sections 26 and 27 of RFCTLARR-2013, the collector shall adopt the following criteria to
assess and determine the market value of land and the amount of compensation. Market value
specified in the Indian Stamp Act, 1899, for the registration of sale deeds or agreement to sell
where land is situated, the average sale price of similar type of land situated in the nearest village
or nearest vicinity. As per them, such rates have already been paid by other builders/buyers in the
same area. The compensation should be made keeping in mind the provisions of the RFCTLARR-
2013 act.

8.4 ENTITLEMENT MATRIX

The PAFs will be entitled to the following types of compensation and assistance packages:



Compensation for the loss of land, crops/ trees at their replacement cost;

Compensation for structures if any and other immovable assets at their replacement cost;
Assistance in lieu of the loss of business/ wage income and income restoration assistance;
Assistance for shifting and provision for the relocation site (if required), and

Rebuilding and/ or restoration of community resources/facilities

As per sections 26 and 27 of RFCTLARR-2016, the collector shall adopt the following criteria to
assess and determine the market value of land and the amount of compensation. Market value
specified in the Indian Stamp Act, 1899, for the registration of sale deeds or agreement to sell
where land is situated.
e The average sale price of a similar type of land situated in the nearest village or nearest
vicinity,
e Consented amount of compensation as agreed upon under subsection (2) of section 2 in
case of acquisition of lands for private companies
e R& R package as per RFCTLARR-2013

8.5 CRITERIA FOR COMPENSATION BASED ON QUALITY OF SOIL/LAND

PAF should get compensation as per the current market rate and loss of assets compensation
amount should be given if the same is being acquired. The Land and Revenue Department, Govt.
of Daman will decide the appropriate compensation as per the RFTLARR 2013.

8.6 COST ESTIMATION OF LAND

The district administration Daman has classified different circle rates for each category in Daman.
The final compensation should be decided in consent with the PAF and as per the RFTLARR 2013.
The land to be acquired is agricultural, open and cultivable land. Therefore, the land cost will be

decided accordingly.
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8.7 CONDITIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS FOR THE ACQUISITION OF LAND

Comparing the impact of the social costs of the project vis-a-vis the benefits that will accrue to the
community once the project is completed; the SIA Team submits the following -

e The project fulfills the criteria set by sub-section (4) of section 4 of RFCTLARR Act, 2013,
which requires that the project serves the public purpose and the bare minimum amount of
land is being acquired for it.

e The costs that will be incurred by the potential PAHs and environment can be mitigated
are not completely irreplaceable.

e Therefore, land can be acquired as requested by the Requiring Body so that the project can
be completed.

However, the acquisition of land should be subject to the conditions and recommendations laid
down below and given in the Social Impact Management Plan and other relevant chapters of this
report, which in turn, are based on the above cost-benefit analysis.

8.8 COMPENSATION AMOUNT AWARDED TO THE LANDOWNERS BASED ON

GOVERNMENT APPROVED RATE OF LAND

The compensation amount should be proper and as per the law. Besides, it should be beneficial for
the land and structure owners who will lose their land and other property. The office of District
Collector, Daman may obtain information on the market price from the land revenue department
and should actively consider it while determining the existing value of land as per Section 26(1)
of the RFCTLARR Act, 2013.

8.8.1 Valuation and Compensation for Immovable Assets

Immovable assets belonging to the landowners such as trees will be affected if the land is acquired.
It is recommended that the valuation and compensation of these immovable properties should be
based on sections 28 and 29 of RFCTLARR Act, 2013.

8.8.2 Restoration of Livelihood of Affected Persons / Households

The affected households are likely to lose their complete land. It is recommended that adequate
financial, material support and land should be provided by the requiring body to restore their
livelihoods if the land is acquired. The support should be provided at least to the level that incomes
are restored to the pre-project levels and their overall wellbeing is improved after the acquisition.
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CHAPTER 9
PUBLIC HEARING

Section 5 of the RFCTLARR Act 2013 envisages that whenever an SIA study is required to be
conducted, the government shall ensure that the public hearing should be held at the affected area
to ascertain the views of affected families which are recorded and included in this Final SIA
Report. RFCTLARR Act 2013 has prescribed detailed procedures for the conduct of the public
hearing. Following the above, the District administration issued notice regarding the public hearing
on 02" April 2024 with reference no 3/124/LND-ACQ/2024-25/705. As per the notification SR
Asia team facilitated the public hearing on 24" April 2024 at 11 am at in the conference Hall of
District Panchayat, Daman

The objective of the public hearing was to receive feedback, objections and suggestions from the
PAFs and other stakeholders on the SIA report. The objections provided in written and verbal
forms by the project affected people to the SIA team were recorded during the public hearing.
Accordingly as per provision 8(1) Rights to fair compensation and transparency in land acquisition
rehabilitation and resettlement Act 2013 were exercised.

Public hearing was facilitated by Pradip Parsure (SIA team member, SR Asia), and was attended
by officials of the Daman district administration and project affected people. Meeting was initiated
by the SIA team by greeting the members present in the meeting. Pradip Parsure briefly presented
the findings of the Social Impact Assessment. Officials of the district administration present in the
meeting explained SIA process and rules of RFCTLARR Act 2013 for the affected people.

Obijections and suggestions made by the project affected people are as follows:

1) Manhar Nagin and Mahendra Nagin raised the issue regarding the measurement of land
parcels with survey no 640. According to them, the size of the land proposed under this
acquisition is incorrect and needs changes in the official record.

Most of the people affected by the project are not ready to give their land. PAPs who were
present at the public hearing objected to the proposed land acquisition for Government
Campus.

Ravindra Mangal Patel, one of the PAPs raised concern about the limited availability of
land with his family and said that his land was acquired on multiple occasions for various
development projects like coastal highway, government college etc. According to him the
proposed acquisition will have a very negative impact on his livelihood.

During a public hearing, Mahesh R Prajapati and Babu Patel raised objections to the
proposed acquisition and suggested that the government should consider alternative land
for the acquisition for the proposed project. According to them, the land under
consideration for the acquisition is agricultural land owned by marginal farmers and
farmers are not willing to give their land.

Kika Bava and Kamal Mitna said that a very limited parcel of land is available with them
and it is planned for building houses for future generations. Hence they suggested that the
government should reconsider the proposed acquisition.

Ganpat Bana, Gautam Bhai and others said that their land has already been acquired for
different government projects and this is the only land they are left with. If this parcel of
land also goes under the acquisition they will not be having land for agriculture purposes
Mr. Mario Cutino also said that the most of the members residing in the proposed area are
senior citizens, Persons with Disability (PwD) and house makers with no other support for
their livelihood and living. Therefore the proposed land acquisition will have a toll on the
livelihood and mental health. He further suggested that the government should consider an
alternative to the proposed land acquisition.

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CHAPTER 10
RECOMMENDATIONS

The project is a legitimate and of bonafide public purpose. The land under acquisition has been
selected after considering all altenative. There is no unutilized land which has been previously
acquired in the area. Only the minimum area of land required for the project has been proposed for
acquisition. The project is of non-linear type. The land under acquisition is agricultural and
farming is dependent on the annual rainfall. The potential benefits of the project far outweigh the
social costs and adverse social impact. The land after taking possession would be utilized for the
same acquisition purpose. The required body is able to bear the cost of acquisition including
rehabilitation and resettlement expenditure. There is also Government land under acquisition.
There is no special opposition to this land acquisition proceeding if compensated as per market
value. Therefore, the requiring body shall ensure admissible benefits to the affected families
/person. After careful analysis of the data collected through a questionnaire, interview with the
PAF, and meetings with officials and site visit, the project team has developed the following
recommendations.

1) The land acquisition collector will take adequate steps/ measures and implement measures
as outlined in the Act to ensure the proper rehabilitation and resettlement of the families
affected by land acquisition.

2) Special provisions and adequate support need to be made for households having persons
with Disability (PwD) before, during and after rehabilitation and resettlement. Livelihood
opportunities may be created for project affected people.

3) Most of the PAP’s are old and the most vulnerable as far as their residence and livelihood
and food is concerned. Therefore District administration may extend necessary support to
mitigate the impact of the proposed land acquisition.

4) The required body is able to bear the cost of acquisition including rehabilitation and
resettlement expenditure. The requiring body shall ensure admissible benefits to the

affected families/ persons.

5) All the provisions of schedule 2 of the RFCTLARR-2013 should be considered. Case to
case basis special assistance and support provisions may be considered for the PAPs

6) Necessary arrangements may be made to reduce the impact during development of the
government campus in Nani Daman.
