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To identify social impacts, the Social Impact Assessment (SIA) team has prepared
prescribed forms: Form-1, Form-2, and Form-3. Care was taken to collect
information in the local language of the respective area. Form-1 includes details of

the landowner's family for each survey number, such as the original landowner,
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their heirs, relationship with the landowner, family members' age, gender, religion,

income, other properties, and occupation details.

Form-1 establishes the identity of all affected individuals/families, female-headed
households, and vulnerable groups. Form-2 gathers detailed information on the
land within the affected survey numbers, including the total land area, acquired land
area, land use, properties on the land, buildings, shops, trees, and their age. Form-3
contains a questionnaire on whether the affected individuals consent to the land

acquisition and their views on the economic, social, and cultural impact.

The GEMI surveyors conducted face-to-face interviews with the landholders for
each survey number. Every effort was made to contact all stakeholders, informing
them about the survey and gaining their trust. The accuracy of the collected
information was ensured by obtaining the signatures of the affected individuals,

confirming the authenticity of the data.

Information is collected through direct interaction with the community and
continuous support from officials. All collected data is computerized, detailed
categorization and analysis is conducted, and public consultations are organized to
discuss the findings. Advertisements published in newspapers, and public meetings
were held to involve all stakeholders. The draft report is first released by GEMI,
followed by public consultation and the presentation of the final report. These
reports than publish on the Collector's website and made available in both soft and

hard copies.
