THE UTTAR PRADESH PROBATION OF OFFENDERS RULES, 1980

In exercise of the powers under sub-sections (1) and (2) of Section 17 of the
Probation of Offenders Act, 1958 and in supersession of all existing rules and

orders on the subject, the Governor with the approval of the Ceniral Govern-
ment is pleased to make the following rules after their previous publication
with Notification No. 15/XXVI-2—1121-57—CA-20-1958---Rules-1980, dated

(4) On an application being allowed, recognition shall be accorded by the
Government to a Society by notification.

(3) The Government may, at any time by notification withdraw the
recognition of any society after three months mnotice to the society. The

recognised society may also get its recognition withdrawn by the Government
after three months notice.

(6) The Government may. subject to the availability of funds give suitable
grants to recognised societics for the furtherance of their activities relating to

Probation. Such grants shall be governed by the “U. P. Grants to Social
Welfare Tnstitutions and Organisation Rules, 1970"’.

29, Control of Probation Officers provided by Scoieties.—(a) If a Proba-
tion Ofticer provided by a Society fails to observe the duties imposed on him
by the Act or these rules or to abide by other orders of the Chief Probation
Officer, District Probation Officer concerned, the Chief Controlling Authority
or the Government for regulation of the work and conduct of such Probation
Officer, the District Probation Officer, may report the fact to the Society and
thereupon the Society shall take suitable aciion on the report, and inform the
District Probation Officer of the action taken.
