markel, Under the pledge loan scheme the Fanmer keeps
lus produce in the APMC godown and gets 75% of the
value as loan. As the prices of the commuodity rise in the
nurket the farmer sells s produce in the market and
repays his loan and thus fetches higher price for his
produce ol reasonable levels.

STRUCTURE AND IMPLEMENTATION OF
