University proposes dissolution of the University of Petroleum and Energy
Studies in accordance with the law goveming its constitution or
incorporation, it shall give at least three months notice in writing
to the State Government. _

(2) Onidentification of mismanagement, mal-administration, in-disci-
pline, failure in the accomplishment of the objects of University
and economic hardships i the ement systems of University,
the State Government would issue directions to the management
system of University. If the directions are not followed within such
time as may be prescribed, the right to take decision for winding
up of the University would vest in the State Government.
