. No. VASHIA 1325 / CR 24 / DE1.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to
article 309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make

the following rules further to amend the Maharashtra Civil Services (Discipline and Appeal)
Rules, 1979, namely :(—

L. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Civil Services (Discipline and Appeal)
(amendment) Rules, 2025.

2. In rule 5 of the Maharashtra Civil Services (Discipline and Appeal) Rules, 1979, in
sub rule (1),—

(a) under the heading “Minor Penalties-”, after clause (iii), the following clause shall be
inserted, namely :—

“ (iii-a) Reduction to lower stage in the time-scale of pay by one stage for a period not
exceeding three years, without cumulative effect and not adversely affecting his pension;”

(b) under the heading “ Major Penalties- ”, for clause (v), the following clause shall be
substituted, namely :—

“ (v) save as provided for in clause (iii-a), reduction to a lower stage in the time-scale of
pay for a specified period, with further directions as to whether or not the Government
servant will earn increments of pay during the period of such reduction and whether on
the expiry of such period, the reduction will or will not have the effect of postponing the
future increments of his pay ; ”
